MINUTES OF JANUARY 4, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 4th day of January, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.
Bart Mills led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the December 28, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #1-07.   Establish policy for appropriation transfers.

Becky Saine, County Administrator, requested that a policy be established for appropriation transfers.  Said policy states the following:  1)  transfers for all funds that affect salary or salary related line items must have Commissioners approval and be authorized by resolution; 2) transfer of monies from one department to another department must have Commissioners approval and be authorized by resolution – pertains to all funds; and 3) Any account in which there is a single transfer that exceeds $25,000 must have Commissioners approval and be authorized by resolution – pertains to all funds.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #2-07.   Approval of “Then and Now” purchase orders.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #3-07.  Accept the resignation of Andre McConnahea as Deputy Dog Warden from the Allen County Dog Warden’s Office. 
Mr. McConnahea has accepted a position within the Sheriff’s Office and has submitted his resignation effective at the close of business on January 3, 2007.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #4-07.   Adopt Putnam County’s resolution authorizing the awarding of a bid for Dukes Run Joint County Ditch #901.

Putnam County has awarded the contract through their resolution for the Dukes Run Joint County Ditch Project #902.  Putnam County has submitted a request for approval of same by the Hancock and Allen County Board of Commissioners.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #5-07.    Approve various temporary appropriations.

The budget for CY2007 has not been approved by the Board of Commissioners, in which there is a need for temporary appropriations by various departments in amounts sufficient to cover necessary expenses until the budget is approved.  These appropriations include salary, utilities, indigent defense, DJFS services, CSB Foster Care, Postage, CSEA services and the County Engineer’s Office.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #6-07.   Approval of preliminary appropriations for the Furtherance of Justice Accounts.

In accordance with ORC 325.071 and 325.12, that to provide for current and ordinary expenses in the FOJ fund for the Sheriff and Prosecutor’s Office, it is necessary to provide temporary appropriations until the annual appropriation has been approved for 2007.  Temporary appropriations were approved as follows:  Sheriff - $36,543.00; Prosecutor - $56,276.00 and the DEA - $25,000.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.
Julie Jurosic and Beth Granger – West Central Development Corporation, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #7-07, authorize submission of an application and environmental assessment documentation to the State of Ohio, Office of Housing and Community Partnerships, and the execution of loan documents for its revolving loan fund.   In February, 2006, an application for grant funding was submitted to the State of Ohio for Plus Management Services new facility located on Baton Rouge.   The monies were designated for furniture, fixtures, and equipment for the facility.   Julie Jurosic stated that the grant is ready to be closed and the loan documents signed for this project.  The amount of the loan is $368,000.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
2. Request to adopt Resolution #8-07, authorize submission of an application and environmental assessment documentation to the State of Ohio, Office of Housing and Community Partnerships, to participate in the Small Cities Community Development Block Grant Economic Development Program.  This is a request to submit an application in the amount of $500,000 to the State of Ohio for the Alpla, Inc. Project, which is located at the Fort Shawnee Industrial Park.  Granger stated that the State of Ohio has indicated there is only $305,000 available for the project. 
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.   Clyde Breitigan – Allen County Sheriff’s Office, presented the following:

       1.
Request to adopt Resolution #9-07, authorize submission of a grant application to the Office of 
Criminal Justice Services for the West Central Ohio Crime Task Force Project.    Breitigan stated 
this is the continuation of the grant for the drug unit.  The county began acquiring the grant in 
1988.  The amount of funds received by the county has declined from the implementation of the 
grant.  The County has received a cut over the last two years; however Allen County should 
receive the same amount of money as last year.  Breitigan feels this grant will be gone in the next 
two years.

Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations  
A representative from the OSU Extension Office announced that on January 6th, there will be the annual cattle weigh in at the fairgrounds.  On January 9th, in conjunction with the Van Wert County Extension Office, Agronomy Day will be held in Delphos.  On January 11th at the Extension Office, there will be a sign-up for a license to apply pesticides.  January 21st thru January 24th, there will be a statewide/national event held in Columbus Ohio, called an OSU Nursery Show course.

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Reiff moved to adjourn. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned.
