MINUTES OF JANUARY 10, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 10th day of January, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Jeff Gunter led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the January 5, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #10-06.  Authorize an amendment to a contract between the Department of Job and Family Services and the Black & White Cab  Co.
Lynn Shock, Director of the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services, presented this request at the January 5, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  This is an increase to the value of the contract in the amount of $60,000.00 for a new contract amount of $140,000.00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #11-06.  Authorize an amendment to a contract between the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services and Goodwill Industries of Lima, Inc.

Lynn Shock, Director of the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services, presented this request at the January 5, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  This is an increase to the value of the contract in the amount of $30,000.00 for a new contract amount of $70,000.00.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #12-06.  Authorize one (1) Contract for Sale and Purchase of Real Property for the Eastown Road Improvement Phase 3 Project.

Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, presented this request at the January 5, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  The amount of said purchase is $205,000.00, in which the funding has been appropriated and transferred to ODOT so that payment can be made to the landowners.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #13-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #14-06.  Declare a 1990 Plymouth Acclaim at the Allen County Juvenile Court obsolete and unsuitable for county use.

Cliff Dye, Allen County Juvenile Court, submitted a request to the Board to dispose of a 1990 Plymouth Acclaim for salvage.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #15-06.  Authorize the re-appointment of Charles D. Fuller to the Allen County Board of MR/DD.
This is the re-appointment of Charles Fuller to the Allen County Board of MR/DD for a term commencing January 15, 2006 and expiring January 14, 2010.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #16-06.  Authorize the use of credit cards for the 1st quarter of 2006.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #17-06.  Authorize the renewal of an agreement with Lucas County for Autopsy Services.

This renewal is at the request of the Allen County Coroner Dr. Gary Beasley.  Said contract shall be for a period of one-year commencing January 1, 2006 and terminating December 31, 2006.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #18-06.  Authorize a temporary appropriation for the Economic Development Fund.
This is a request from Becky Saine, County Administrator, for the temporary appropriation of $243,504.00, which is the amount needed for a contract with the Allen Economic Development Group.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  David Louth, Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to accept a grant from the Ohio Department of Development for the Thayer Road Project.  This request to accept a grant is a result of Proctor and Gamble’s proposed Distribution Center, which will be located a mile east of the current facility.  The County is 90% certain that Proctor & Gamble will construct the private service road between the manufacturing plant and the distribution center.  Proctor and Gamble is planning on utilizing Thayer Road to travel to SR 81 and then to I-75.  Thayer Road is a county road and will not be able handle the increased traffic on the roadway.  The County has estimated approximately $2,000,000 plus incidental expenses to reconstruct and widen Thayer Road.  ODOD has agreed to provide to the county $2,000,000.  

B.  Lisa Merkle, Director of the Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #19-06, approve an agreement between the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency and the Communication Workers of American Local 4319 (AFL-CIO).  Merkle stated that all parties worked hard to reach a fair agreement.   Said agreement is effective October 28, 2005 through October 27, 2008.  The major portion of the agreement is that wage increases will be 3% each year over the course of the contract.  There were also minor language changes.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations       
Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, announced that the Brine Truck is now operational.  This truck will give the road crews a more efficient way to treat county roadways during winter weather.  The application of the salt brine before snow begins to fall will help prevent the bonding of snow and ice to the pavement.    Pre-treating the roads before the winter storm will help melt the snow and ice as it hits the roadway surface.  This will allow the crews to get a jump on the snow.  It takes one ton of salt to make 1,000 gallons of brine, resulting in less granular salt usage.  Fifty gallons of brine will treat about one land mile of roadway at a cost of six cents per gallon.  The brine solution will be applied to approximately 80 lane miles of county roadways.
Piper also announced that Ronald J. Meyer II recently received notice from the State Board of Registration that he has passed the 2005 NCEES Principles and Practice of Engineering Exam, making Meyer a Registered Professional Engineer in the State of Ohio.    Piper stated that this is not a simple process as it takes approximately 10 years to complete the process.  Meyer will make the 5th Professional Engineer employed within the Allen County Engineer’s Office.

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Reiff moved to adjourn. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
