MINUTES OF JANUARY 11, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the January 9, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #12-07.   Authorize the Clerk of the Board to advertise to receive bids for the purchase and installation of equipment on departmental trucks for the Allen County Engineer’s Office.
This item was discussed at the January 9, 2007 Agenda Meeting.  Bids for the installation and purchase of equipment on departmental trucks will be received until January 29, 2007 at 10:30 a.m., at which time they will be opened and read publicly in the Allen County Commissioners Office.  
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #13-07.   Declare a 1991 Chevrolet Caprice Station Wagon at the Allen County Engineer’s Office obsolete and unsuitable for County use.
Chris Hardesty, Operations Manager for the Allen County Engineer’s Office discussed this item at the January 9, 2007 Agenda Meeting.  This vehicle was involved in an accident and is now being declared obsolete for County use.  
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #14-07.   Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #15-07.   Enter into a Grant Agreement with the Ohio Department of Youth Services for the Juvenile Accountability Block Grant.

This item was also discussed at the January 9, 2007 Agenda Meeting.  The funds granted to the Allen County Juvenile Court is a total of $12,417.00.  These monies will be used for juvenile offenders.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #16-07.   Authorize the re-appointment of Daniel Scott as Apiary Inspector for the 2007 season.

It is necessary for the Board to appoint an Apiary Inspector for the County on an annual basis.  Upon the recommendation of the Ohio Department of Agriculture, Daniel Scott has shown interest in the Apiary Inspector’s position.  Daniel will receive $4.00 per hive inspected up to a maximum of $3,000, including supplies, plus mileage not to exceed $700 for the 2007 season.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #17-07.   Adopt a Public Records Request Policy for Allen County.
Kelli Singhaus, Clerk of the Board, has submitted a request for Public Records Policy.  The policy outlines procedures and fees assessed for public record requests. 
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
