MINUTES OF JANUARY 18, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 18th day of January, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.
Steve Kayatin led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the January 16, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #21-07.   Terminate a contract with Sun Life and enter into contract with Fort Dearborn Life Insurance Company.
The contract with Sun Life for employee life insurance coverage will expire January 20, 2007.  Tom Sliemers, Advanced Benefit Planning, seeked proposals from various companies for employee life insurance on behalf of Allen County.  Tom, along with Nicole Ward, Health Insurance Committee, has reviewed the proposals and has interest in the proposal from Fort Dearborn Life Insurance Company.  The total contract amount will be $.22/$1,000 per employee or a monthly premium not to exceed $5,458.20 commencing January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2009.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #22-07.   Authorize the renewal of a contract with RHS Solutions for services as it relates to the Drug Free Workplace.
By Resolution #889-04 dated December 30, 2004, the Board entered into contract with RHS Solutions for services related to the Drug Free Workplace Policy which assists with the reduction of Workers Compensation annual costs.  Nicole Ward, Administrative Assistant is requesting to renew the contract at a rate not to exceed $4,690.00 with an estimated grant reimbursement of $3,518.00 and will be effective January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2007.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #23-07.   Authorize the Clerk of the Board to advertise to receive bids for the construction of the Taffy Dee Moening Ditch #1233.

Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, has requested to advertise to receive bids for the construction of the Taffy Dee Moening Ditch #1233.  Bids will be received until 10:30 a.m. on Tuesday, February 6, 2007 in the Allen County Commissioners Office.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #24-07.   Authorize the Clerk of the Board to advertise to receive bids for the construction of the Metcalf Street Bridge.

Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, has requested to advertise to receive bids for the construction of the Metcalf Street Bridge over Norfolk Southern Railroad in Allen County.  All bids will be received until 10:00 a.m. on Wednesday, February 14, 2007 in the Allen County Commissioners Office.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #25-07.   Request County Auditor to certify monthly amount of monies received from additional tax imposed.
This following schedule of deposits is effective August 1, 2007 and will replace the schedule previously certified by Resolution #18-07 dated January 16, 2007:  $30,208.00 to the 911 Systems Fund and $50,000.00 to the Capital Improvement Fund and the remainder will go to the General Fund.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #26-07.   Authorize Change Order #1 with Smith Paving and Excavating for the Village of Cairo FY’05 Formula Grant – Flood & Drainage Project.
In response to a request for bids for the Village of Cairo, FY’05 Formula Grant – Flood & Drainage Project, a contract was awarded By Resolution #420-06 to the low bidder, Smith Paving & Excavating, Inc. in the amount of $44,915.00.  Smith Paving Inc. has presented Change Order #1 – Final increasing the contract by $477.50 for a new contract amount of $45,392.50 which has been recommended by the project engineer, Feller, Finch & Associates and Community Development Coordinator, Bruce Wells.  Funding for the project will come from the FY’05 Formula allocation for the Village of Cairo in the amount of $44,000, with any obligation in excess of that amount to be paid by the Village of Cairo as previously committed.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #27-07.   Authorize commitment of Program Income Funds for repairs to a property in Westminster.
A property owner in Westminster experienced a problem with a gas line to the property.  At the request of the Community Development Coordinator, Gast Plumbing & Heating, Inc. repaired the gas line at a total cost of $948.30.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #28-07.   Approve various temporary appropriations.
The annual budget appropriation for CY’2007 has not been approved by the Board.  Various departments have indicated an immediate need for temporary and preliminary appropriations in an amount sufficient to cover the necessary expenses until the annual appropriation resolution is in force.  The services include cell phones, fleet/gas cards, credit cards, real-estate taxes, witness/jury fees, rent and monthly contract payments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #29-07.   Authorize a Temporary Appropriation for the Building & Expansion-Fairboard/Agriculture Society Fund #4017.

Becky Saine, County Administrator has requested that a temporary appropriation be approved in the amount of $53,500.00 for the Building & Expansion – Fairboard/Ag-Society Fund #4017 for the Allen County Fairgrounds Grant 2007.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.   Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Office:
      1. Request to enter into an agreement with Local #1770 AFSCME and Ohio Council 8 of the American Federation of State, County and Municipal employees.  Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, explained that the contract has been negotiated in good faith between the department management and labor negotiating teams with mutually agreeable draft language.  Steve commends the professionalism and teamwork of the negotiating teams for their hard work keeping negotiations focused on issues and not wants.
      2. Request to reclassify Richard Beasley to the position of Wastewater Collection Operator I.  Rick Borger presented that the Sanitary Engineer’s Department has a request to reclassify Richard Beasley from Wastewater Maintenance Worker II to Wastewater Collection Operator I.  Mr. Beasley has successfully completed the OTCO Collection course work and passed the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (OEPA) Advisory Board of Examiner’s Collection I exam.  Therefore, he has met the requirements of the job classification.  Mr. Beasley has worked for the department for the past twelve years and has proven to be a valuable employee and a team player.  This adjustment will be effective January 25, 2007.
      3. Request to reclassify Brad Webb to the position of Wastewater Collection Operator II.  Rick Borger presented that the Sanitary Engineer’s Department has a request to reclassify Brad Webb from Wastewater Collection Operator I to Wastewater Collection Operator II.  Mr. Webb has successfully completed the OTCO Collection course work and passed the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (OEPA) Advisory Board of Examiner’s Collection I exam.  Therefore, he has met the requirements of the job classification.  In the time that Mr. Webb has worked for the department he has proven to be a valuable employee and a team player.  This adjustment will be effective January 25, 2007.
