MINUTES OF JANUARY 19, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 19th day of January, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Tim Piper led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the January 17, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #34-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #35-06.  Authorize the appointment of Alberta Lee to the Allen County Regional Transit Authority Board of Trustees.

Mrs. Lee is filling a vacancy on the Board.  Said term will be for three years effective January 19, 2006 through January 18, 2009.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #36-06.  Establish the amount of the Then & Now Purchase Order Approval for various departments for calendar year 2006.

This resolution establishes the limitation of Then & Now Purchase Order Approval to $1,000.00 or lress and applies to all purchases that did not originally have a purchase order.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #37-06.  Authorize the annual appropriations for calendar year 2006.

The Commissioners stated that the budget was examined line item by line item.   The budget does reflect a change in the amount of sales tax as the revenue received was approximately 3% higher.  Salary line items reflect a 3% increase across the board.  The line items for utilities has increased to reflect the change in higher costs associated with each.  The Board prioritized capital improvement needs and appropriated accordingly.  The Commissioners stated that they hope to retire the Industrial Park debt at the end of the year as well.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #38-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the general fund to the Civic Center fund.

This is the transfer of $57,500.00 for Civic Center utilities.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #39-06.  Authorize an agreement with AEP-Ohio Power and grant an easement for electrical services for the Allen County Administration Office & Vehicle Service/Storage Building Project.

Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at a previous Agenda Meeting.  Niemeyer has been working with AEP-Ohio Power for several weeks so that an agreement and easement can be approved in order to get electrical power to the site for the above referenced project.  Total cost of the agreement is $27,619.14.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Ron Meyer, Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to establish the centerline and right-of-way width for Mills Road.    The Amanda Township Trustees have passed a resolution requesting the Allen County Engineer to determine the right-of-way of Mills Road from Ft. Amanda Road to Agerter Road.    No existing records of this have been found by the Allen County Engineer’s Office.  This is a request to fix a date and time of a view and hearing for same.

Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations       
Linda Wuethrich introduced herself as the new representative for the Recycling-Allen County/Hardin County Office for Northwest Central Ohio Solid Waste District.  Due to funding cuts from the state, they have combined various counties into one.

A representative from St. Jude’s Christmas for Kids, a non-profit organization, announced that they are bringing George Jones to the Civic Center on April 6, 2006 to raise funds to purchase toys for St. Jude’s.  She stated that their organization has been doing this for the past six year.  Last year, they raised a little over $16,000.00 to purchase toys.
With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned.
