MINUTES OF JANUARY 24, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 24th day of January, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Scott Little led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the January 19, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #40-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #41-06.  Accept bid and enter into contract with Document Technology Systems for the Integrated Land Records System Computer Software.

Mona Losh, Allen County Recorder, presented this request at the January 17, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  Four bids were received with the lowest and best bid being Document Technology Systems in the amount of $157,380.00.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #42-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer for the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund 5035.

This is the transfer of $120,000, which is necessary to meet the requirements for the 2002 Sewer Revenue Bond Service Agreement.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #43-06.  Authorize a Warrant of Transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 5035 to the Sanitary Engineering Administration Facilities Capital Fund 5409.

This is the transfer of $350,000, which is being made to cover the costs associated with the construction of the administrative and maintenance facilities.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #44-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 5035 to the Revenue Bond Retirement Fund 5303.

This is the transfer of $300,000, which is necessary to set aside a portion of funds required for the 2006 payments due on the Revenue Bond.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #45-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer to return the balance of an advance to the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 5035.

This is transfer of $13,600, which is the balance of $48,000 advanced from the Sanitary Engineer’s Office Surplus Fund.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #46-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer to return a portion of an advance to the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 5035.
This is the transfer of $200,000, which is the return of a portion of the $350,000 advanced from the Sanitary  Engineer’s Office Surplus Fund.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #47-06.  Authorize to establish a date and time for the view and hearing on the establishment of Mills Road, Amanda Township, Allen County, Ohio.

Said view shall be at 10:30 a.m. on February 23, 2006 and the hearing shall be on March 21, 2006 at 10:30 a.m. in the Commissioner’s Meeting Room.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #48-06.  Authorize the execution of a Subgrant Award Agreement with the Ohio Department of Youth Services for a Juvenile Accountability Incentive Block Grant.  

The total Federal Grant Award is in the amount of $12,730.00, with a cash match of $1,414.00, for a project total of $14,144.00.  This grant will be used to provide counseling services for children detained in treatment.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #49-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the County Health Insurance Plan Fund to the CEBCO Health Care – Employer Contribution Fund.

This is the transfer of $68,839.16, which is being made to cover premiums related to the December 2005 premium forgiveness.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

1. Request to renew Dental Services contract.  Said contract remains the same as last year except for a $5 increase in services for exams and dental extract.
