MINUTES OF JANUARY 25, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 25th day of January, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Assistant Clerk of the Board, Amy Kahle.
Scott Ferris led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the January 23, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #34-07.   Instruct County Engineer to proceed with the report for the establishment of Kill Road in Marion Township.
On December 26, 2006 the BOC adopted Resolution #918-06 setting the date of the view and first hearing for the establishment of Kill Road in Marion Township, Allen County Ohio.  On January 17, 2007 the BOC viewed the proposed improvement site and considers such improvement of sufficient importance.  The County Engineer must now make an accurate survey and plat of such improvement and furnish an accurate and detailed description describing therein the center line and right of way lines.  The County Engineer must also furnish an accurate and detailed description of each tract of land which he believes is necessary to take in the event such an improvement is made.  This report is due to the BOC on or before February 8, 2007.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #35-07.   Approval of the annual appropriations for Non-General Funds for Calendar Year 2007.
The BOC has approved annual appropriations for all Non-General Funds for fiscal year ending December 31, 2007.  Commissioner Reiff stated that the budget for this year has been extremely difficult compared to previous budget.  The remainder of the budget should be approved within the next week or two.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #36-07.   Approve a temporary appropriation for the Allen County Board of Elections.
The annual General Fund budget appropriation for CY’2007 has not yet been approved by the BOC.  The Allen County Board of Elections has indicated an immediate need for a temporary and preliminary appropriation in an amount not to exceed $299.00 to cover the necessary advance registration – travel expenses until the annual appropriation resolution is in force.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.   Jim Wingate, Allen County Adult Probation Department, presented the following:
      1. Request to enter into a Subgrant Award Agreement with the Ohio Department of Public Safety for the A-SORRC Grant.  The Allen County Adult Probation Department has been awarded an Allen County Sex Offender Risk Reduction Court Grant in the amount of $80,000.00 with a cash match amount of $26,666.67 for a total grant award amount of $106,666.67.  Jim stated that their annual funds have been cut by 38% as compared to last year.  His department has eliminated certain services due to this decrease.  The Adult Probation Department has also been nominated for the Excel Award for outstanding service.      
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations  
Scott Ferris, Executive Director, Children Services Board, provided the BOC with year end statistical information.  Scott stated that for Calendar Year 2006 the CSB assisted 538 families with various cases regarding child safety and custody.  CSB has thoroughly investigated and been able to close out 596 cases. There were 547 cases of child abuse in Allen County alone and over 1,245 children involved with abuse.  CSB’s ultimate goal is to prevent the removal of a child and work with the courts to have them placed in a permanent residence rather than be temporarily placed in foster care.  Scott claims that there are just not enough foster homes.  In a situation that involves multiple children, CSB likes to keep siblings together in the same household and also tries to keep the children close to their neighborhood and school.  There are currently 55 foster homes in Allen County.  Out of that 55, 15 foster homes received additional training for foster children with special needs and they are qualified over and beyond traditional foster homes.  One of the requirements for this additional training is that you have to have been a foster parent for at least 2 years.  CSB is specifically interested in recruiting relatives of the children in need to become foster parents.  Scott said that they really try to keep the children with family members.  
Commissioner Bassitt asked if anyone had any other questions or concerns and William Carroll stated that he had a couple of issues with the Allen County Airport Authority Board that he wanted to bring to the Commissioners attention.  William said that the Airport appears to be leasing equipment.  Commissioner Bassitt replied “they have that authority, yes”.  William said he can’t understand why they are leasing equipment and feels that the FBO should be buying their own equipment.  Commissioner Reiff replied that part of the problem with buying their own equipment would be that if the FBO owns an important critical piece of equipment and we change FBO’s, they would take the equipment with them.  William stated that if they can lease equipment why does general aviation have to sign a whole-harmless agreement for Allen County Aviation that we are responsible if they damage our aircraft yet corporate customers come in and don’t have to sign an agreement like that if they move their aircraft.  Commissioner Bassitt asked William if he has addressed the Airport Authority Board about these issues and William said that he indeed addressed the Board and their reaction is that if he is unhappy he should leave the airport.  William feels that general aviation is being discriminated against at the Allen County Airport and he doesn’t feel that it is right that we have someone on the Board who is actually controlling the Board that doesn’t live in Allen County.  William claimed that Cindy Pyles, who is the secretary treasurer and FBO manager, doesn’t reside in Allen County.  Commissioner Bassitt clarified that Cindy Pyles is an employee of the Board; the Commissioners did not appoint her as a Board Member.  William stated he feels that a job of that sort should be held by someone who resides in Allen County.  Commissioner Bassitt explained that being an Allen County resident is not within their preview of requirements for being appointed to the Airport Authority Board.
