MINUTES OF JANUARY 26, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 26th day of January, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Diane Bishop, Council on Aging, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the January 24, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #50-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #51-06.  Authorize the Allen County Sheriff’s Office to renew a contract with Dr. David A. Rosenberg, D.D.S. to provide dental services to the inmates at the Allen County Jail.
Julie Shellhammer, Allen County Sheriff’s Office, presented this request at the January 24, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  Said contract is for a period commencing January 1, 2006 through December 31, 2006 in an amount not to exceed $15,000.00.  Said services are on an as needed basis.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #52-06.  Authorize a change in the funds for depositing the Real Estate Conveyance Fee.

Effective February 1, 2006, the Real Estate Conveyance Fee shall be deposited as follows:  $0.50 to the Economic Development Fund, $0.50 to the Industrial Park West Fund; $0.50 to the Industrial Park East Fund; and $0.50 to the General Fund.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #53-06.  Authorize the appointment of Mr. Kevin Mayer to the Allen County Regional Airport Authority Board.

Board member John Neuman stated that Mr. Mayer will be a true asset to the Board.  Mr. Mayer offers the expertise needed for the Board.   Mr. Neuman further stated that he feels the airport makes a first and last impression on a company that may be visiting Allen County for economic development purposes.  Kevin Mayer stated that he looks forward to serving on the Board and for the challenges ahead.  Mr. Mayer’s term shall commence February 1, 2006 and expire January 31, 2011.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #54-06.  Authorize the Auditor to issue warrants to various Allen County organizations for 2006.

This is the appropriation of funds to various organizations for 2006 as follows:  Airport Authority - $85,140.00; Fairboard - $53,500.00;  Soil Conservation - $126,000.00; Co-op Extension - $267,373.50; Crime Victim Services - $46,110.00; Health Department - $37,990.00; and Community Connections Re-entry Program - $41,3490.00.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #55-06.  Authorize the re-appointment of Daniel Scott as Apiary Inspector for the 2006 Season.

Mr. Scott has agreed to serve again as the Apiary Inspector for the 2006 season.  Mr. Scott shall be compensated up to a maximum of $3,000.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #56-06.  Authorize the determination to proceed with the submission to the Electors of Allen County, Ohio, the question of a replacement of a Tax Levy in excess of the ten mill limitation for the purpose of the Children Services Program.

The Children Services Board approved Resolution #1205-06, requesting a five (5) year replacement levy of .50 mills be placed on the ballot for the May 2006 election.  The Board of Commissioners adopted a Resolution on January 17, 2006, determining it necessary to levy a tax.  The estimated tax revenue as certified by the County Auditor is calculated to be $987,860.00.  Scott Ferris, Children Services Director, thanked the Commissioners and Ben Diepenbrock for their cooperation on the levy.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #57-06.  Authorize the transfer of the 2006 Mandated Share of Public Assistant to the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services.

Said amount of mandated share is $608,142.00, which shall be payable in monthly installments.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Diane Bishop, Council on Aging, presented the following:

1. Request to discuss the replacement of tax levy.  This is a request for a .50 mil replacement levy in which the funds will be divided between four agencies:  Allen County Council on Aging, Lima Senior Citizens, Delphos Senior Citizens and Bluffton Senior Citizens.  The funding shared between the four agencies from the original .50 mil levy is $746,183.00.  The replacement levy will fund $935,085.00.   Bishop states the four agencies do not duplicate services but compliment services for the seniors.  The funds received from the levy fund 70% to 75% of the budget.  Joyce Hale, Director of Delphos Senior Citizens, stated that the funds are necessary in order to continue services to the seniors.  Seniors are transported every day for dialysis and cancer treatments.  Betsy Winget of Lima Senior Citizens stated that they work with at least 18 other social service agencies so that different needs are met for the seniors, such as free blood pressure checks, etc.  Council on Aging assists seniors with HEAP assistance, Alzheimers, etc.   Tanya Meyer from Bluffton Senior Citizens reiterated what the other ladies said and stated that these funds are necessary to be able to continue to provide services to the senior citizens.
