MINUTES OF JANUARY 31, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 31st day of January, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
April Wenck led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the January 26, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #58-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #59-06.  Authorize membership and payment of dues to the County Commissioners’ Association of Ohio.
The Board has received an invoice requesting the renewal of membership and payment of dues for CY’2006 in the amount of $8,473.00 to the County Commissioners’ Association of Ohio.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #60-06.  Authorize the acceptance of a Subgrant Award with the Ohio Department of Youth Services for a Collaborative Assessment Project Grant.
Connie Lowry, Business Director for the Juvenile Court, has requested that the Board authorize the acceptance of a subgrant award with the Ohio Department of Youth Services.  The Collaborative Assessment Project Grant is for an amount of $35,023.00, with an in-kind match amount of $17,512.00 for a total grant amount of $52,535.00.  This grant will be utilized between two agencies; Family & Children First Council and the Girl Scouts.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #61-06.  Authorize the advertisement to receive bids for the FY’04 Formula, Crossroads Crisis Center Facility Improvement.
Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, is seeking permission to advertise to receive bids for the labor, material and equipment necessary for the construction of the Crossroads Crisis Center Facility Improvement Project, FY’04 Formula Program.  The Clerk of the Board will post notice to bidders on the public bulletin board in the Courthouse and advertise in The Lima News.  Bids in excess of $10,000.00 shall be accompanied by a bid guarantee bond or certified check.  The project will be advertised once a week for a period of two consecutive weeks in The Lima News and bids will be received until 10:30 a.m. on Friday, February 24, 2006.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #62-06.  Authorize an animal claim for Mr. Dan Hilty.
Pursuant to Section 955.35 of the Ohio Revised Code, an animal claim was submitted by the Allen County Dog Warden consisting of 2 Mini Lop Show Rabbit’s and 2 Jersey Wollie Show Rabbit’s for an amount of $450.00.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #63-06.  Authorize the appointment of Timothy J. Piper to serve on the District 13 Ohio Public Works Commission Integrating Committee.
Correspondence has been received from the Allen County Engineer’s Office, requesting that the Board appoint Timothy J. Piper to serve on the District 13 Ohio Public Works Integrating Committee and appoint Mark R. Stockman, Chief Deputy Engineer, as the alternate delegate for a term commencing May 1, 2006 and expiring April 30, 2009.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #64-06.  Authorize a Tax Levy in excess of the five-tenths of a mill limitation for the purpose of providing or maintaining Senior Citizen Services or Facilities for the Elderly, specifically through Allen County Council on Aging, Inc., Senior Citizens Services, Inc., of Allen County, Senior Citizens Services, Inc., of Bluffton and Delphos Senior Citizens, inc. and determine for submission to the electors pursuant to Sections 5705.24, 5705.03, and 5705.192 of The Ohio Revised Code.
At the election held May 8, 2001, the electors of Allen County, by majority affirmative vote, approved a levy for an additional tax in excess of the ten mill limitation for the benefit of Allen County for the purpose of providing or maintaining Senior Citizens Services or facilities for the elderly, specifically through the Allen County Council on Aging, Inc., Senior Citizens Services, Inc., of Allen County, Senior Citizens Services, Inc., of Bluffton and Delphos Senior Citizens, Inc., at a rate not exceeding one-half (1/2) mill for each One Dollar of valuation, which amounts to five cents ($0.050) for each One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) valuation for a period of five (5) Years.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #65-06.  Authorize the renewal of an agreement with Downes, Hurst & Fishel, Attorney’s at Law, for Professional Services.
A request has been received from Becky Saine, County Administrator, requesting that the Board renew an agreement for professional services with Downes, Hurst & Fishel; Attorney’s at Law at a contract rate not to exceed $150.00 per hour and shall be effective January 1, 2006 through December 31, 2006.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
