MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 9,  2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 9th day of February, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Lisa Merkle led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the February 2, 2006 and February 7, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #74-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #75-06.  Authorize membership and payment of dues to the Ohio State Coroners Association.
The membership due is in the amount of $1,959.00 for calendar year 2006.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #76-06.  Enter into a contract with Poggemeyer Design Group for Enterprise Zone/Community Reinvestment Area Technical Assistance for 2006.

Poggemeyer Design Group will provide technical assistance to the county in an amount not to exceed $12,000.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #77-06.  Authorize the submission of an application and environmental assessment documentation to the State of Ohio, Office of Housing and Community Partnerships, to participate in the Small Cities Community Development Block Grant Economic Development Program.

Beth Granger, representative from the Port Authority of Allen County, presented this request at the February 7, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  Plus Management Services, Inc. is requesting financial assistance in the amount of $368,000.00 from the Ohio Small Cities Community Develo0pment Block Grant Economic Development Program.  Said funds will be administered through the Revolving Loan Fund Program.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #78-06.  Approve addendum and authorize submission of a Community-Based Corrections Programs 407 Subsidy Grant Agreement to the State of Ohio, Department of Rehabilitation and Correction.

Sherry Buettner, Adult Probation, presented this request at the February 7, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  The addendum is in the amount of $1,620.00.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #79-06.  Accept Change Order #1 with All-Temp Refrigeration for the Building Renovations and Repairs at the Allen County Educational Services Center.  
Dana Sterling, Building & Grounds Department, presented this request at the February 7, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  Said Change Order is in the amount of $24,569.33.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #80-06.  Authorize an amendment to the Lead Agency Agreement for EDA Investment #06-01-05030 with the City of Lima.
Said agreement is being amended to reflect who shall have administrative responsibility between the City of Lima and Allen County Commissioners.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Lisa Merkle, Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #81-06, approve the employment of Jenny L. Sammet as a Full-Time Attorney.  The agency has operated without a full-time attorney since October, 2005.  Ms. Sammet’s effective date shall be March 1, 2006 at an annual rate of $43,800.00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.  Rick Boerger, Sanitary Engineering Department, presented the following:

Request the reclassification of an employee within the department.   The department determined 
there was a need for an additional Lift Station Operator.  The job was posted in accordance to 
the union contract.  Two individuals responded with one individual meeting all the requirements 
necessary for the position.  
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations       
Scott Ferris, Director of Children Services, announced that Allen County will be providing the Kinship Permanency Incentive Program.  Through this program, there will be financial support available for minor children in the legal and physical custody of grandparents, relatives, or other “kinship caregivers.”  Kinship caregivers are defined in Ohio law as any adult who has a long-standing relationship or bond with the child and/or family.   Families can receive an initial payment of $1,000 per child to defray costs of the initial placement, and may receive $500 every month for six months up to a maximum of $3,500 per child.  A family must meet eligibility requirements to receive this funding.  Funding will come from the Ohio’s Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF).   Eligible kinship caregivers must complete an application from Allen County Children Services.  To be eligible, certain criteria has to be met.

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
