MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 14,  2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 14th day of February, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Tom Mazur led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the February 9, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #82-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #83-06.  Authorize a warrant to return an advance from the County Water Fund 5036 to the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund 5035.

This is the transfer of $550.00 to return the advance of monies made from the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund 5035.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #84-06.  Authorize the renewal of a contract with Infinisource Cobra Compliance Systems, Inc. for COBRA Administrative Services.

Said services shall be provided at a cost of $3,485.00 for a period commencing January 1, 2006 through December 31, 2006.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #85-06.  Authorize the reclassification of Lance Downey from Wastewater Collection Operator II to Lift Station Operator II within the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department.

Rick Boerger, Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Department, presented this request at the February 9, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #86-06.  Authorize the lease of office space for the Allen County Coroner.

This is the lease of office space at the Lima-Allen County Regional Planning Commission for a period of twelve months commencing January 1, 2006. 
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #87-06.  Approve the date and time of the view and hearing for the vacation of portions of streets and alleys of the Westminster Station Subdivision, Auglaize Township.

Doug and Carol L. Stimmel, together with at least twelve freeholders of Allen County, have filed a petition for the vacation of portions of street and alleys of the Westminster Station Subdivision.  The view shall be March 20, 2006 at 10:00 a.m.  The hearing shall be April 13, 2006 at 11:00 a.m. in the Commissioner’s Meeting Room.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #72-06.  (previously tabled February 7, 2006)  Authorize the adoption of the revised Allen County Subdivision Regulations Plan.

Brad Core requested the Commissioners to consider the sidewalk issue, road right-of way and the cul-de-sac length that had been discussed previously.  Commissioner Reiff stated that he felt the cul-de-sac length not be extended unless the road width is adjusted.  This change would also affect the parking, signage and bulb size.  Commissioner Bassitt stated that he felt the cul-de-sac and road right-of-way issue was specified appropriately within the plan.   He felt the sidewalk issue of the one mile was well beyond the community and the distance was a little far.  Commissioner Sneary stated that he was not compelled either way as to the cul-de-sac and right-of-way issue.  The sidewalk issue as to distance had been suggested to be anywhere from one mile to zero.  He felt that it should meet somewhere in the middle.  Commissioner Reiff did remind everyone about the appeals process.  Commissioner Bassitt stated that this plan was instituted because of safety issues.  He complimented those who worked on the plan as well as those who reviewed the plan as well.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the plan as presented except to amend the sidewalk issue to state within ½ miles verses one mile from a public of public activity (i.e. schools, parks, malls, etc).  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.  Bruce Wells, Community Development, presented the following:
1. Request to commit funds for an Ohio Housing Trust Fund Repair Project for a property on Zeits Avenue, Perry Township.  Four (4) bids were received for a furnace replacement and miscellaneous repairs.  Due to outstanding completion issues on a current project, it was recommended that the second low bid be accepted of Home Maintenance Support.  The commitment of funds is not to exceed $4,900.00.

2. Request to commit Program Income Funds for two (2) Emergency Repair Projects.  The first home is on South Leonard, Bath Township.  The homeowner had a waterline freeze, which burst causing the water to be turned off.  Schenk Plumbing & Heating completed the repairs at a cost of $295.00.  The second home is located on N. McDonel.  The homeowner was without heat due to furnace failure.  Home Maintenance Support was able to service and clean the furnace at a cost of $117.50.

3. Request to advertise for the first public hearing for FY’06 grant activities.  Public hearings are required for the submission of various CDBG grant applications.  Funding will include CHIP, Water & Sewer, Formula, etc.  The first public hearing is scheduled for March 9, 2006 at 10:30 a.m.

4. Request to exercise the contract provision for an addendum to the agreement for the FY’06 application.  The county contracted with WSOS Community Action Commission in 2005 for the completion of the FY’05 Formula application, environmental review and technical assistance for an amount not to exceed $10,000.  The contract contained a provision to provide the same services for the FY’06 and FY’07 applications.  Wells requested to exercise the contract provision, providing costs do not increase from the previous contract period.
