MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 23,  2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 23rd day of February, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Mark Pierce led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the February 21, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted with Commission Reiff abstaining from the vote.

Action Items:
Resolution #101-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #102-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Thayer Road Bridge Fund 4709.

This is a request from Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, for the appropriation of funds totaling $4,075,000.00.  This is to establish the initial appropriation for the year.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #103-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Prosecutor’s Fund 2824.

This is a request from Juergen Waldick, Prosecutor, for the appropriation of $5,000.00 to expenses.  This is to establish the initial appropriation for the year.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #104-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the D.A.R.E. Fund 2825. 
This is a request from Judy Ellison, Allen County Sheriff’s Office, for an increase in the appropriation of $11,961.00.  This is to reimburse the general fund for salaries paid.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #105-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Jail Maintenance Fund 2847.

This is a request from Becky Saine, County Administrator, for a new appropriation of $20,390.00.  This is for the purchase of recording equipment/software.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #106-06.  Adopt Putnam County’s Resolution fixing the date and time of the final hearing for Joint County Dan Osting Ditch #920.

The final hearing shall be March 22, 2006 at 10:30 a.m. in the General Assembly Room of the Putnam County Courthouse.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.
Mark Pierce, Lima-Allen County Crime Stoppers, presented the following:


1.
Request renewal of an Agreement of Affiliation.   Through HB 49, this allows Crime Stoppers to 


access $1 per defendant through the Lima Municipal Court and Common Pleas Court for criminal 


matters only.  These monies that are collected are utilized for the Citizen’s Reward Program.  


Through this agreement over the past two year, Crime Stoppers has collected $3,830.00, which is 


58% of the monies that were disbursed.    Monies are also received from Putnam County.  These 


monies are set up in a separate fund and utilized for their reward program only.
B.   Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, presented the following:


1.
Request to enter into an Agreement for Engineering and Surveying Services for the design of the 


Thayer Road Project.  Piper stated that this project entails the widening of Thayer Road from 


Procter & Gamble to SR 81.  The County has received approval of a grant from the Ohio 



Department of Development in the amount of $2,000,000.00 for construction of this project.   Four 


firms were reviewed through the selection process and were rated by a committee.  Bacon & 


Associates were selected to provide professional services for the design of the Thayer Road 


Project in the amount of $69,500.00.  Said contract includes construction plans, construction 


estimates, right-of-way plans, the legal description and plats for proposed right-of-ways and 


preparation of contract documents.  Procter & Gamble will be paying for the costs associated with 


the hiring of a consultant for right-of-way acquisition and a consultant for design services.  The 


administration and inspection will be done by the County Engineer’s Office.
        Clayton Bacon from Bacon & Associates stated that the emphasis will be on establishing the rough 
profile so they can proceed with right-of-way acquisition.  Bacon & Associates have been working 
with P & G for the past year doing boundary surveys of three (3) sites that P & G were looking at, 
field investigations for drainage conduits under the roadway, catch basins, etc. so are familiar with 
the site in the area.
2.
Request to enter into an Agreement for Real Estate Acquisition Services for the right-of-way 
acquisition for the Eastown Road Improvement Project – Phase II.  The project is scheduled to go 
out for bid March, 2008. Three firms were reviewed through the selection process.  Since this is a 
federally funded project, it is required that the contract must be with a state licensed qualified 
appraiser and then contract with another firm to review the appraiser’s work.  This project is 
between Allentown and SR 309. Mannik & Smith was selected to provide said services at a cost 
of $236,847.00.  The consultant will be responsible for title work, the appraisals, negotiations and 
closings.   Piper stated that he would like to have right-of-way work and purchase 
of right-
of-way completed this year.    
3. Request to enter into an Agreement for Appraisal Review Services for the right-of-way acquisition for the Eastown Road Improvement Project – Phase II.  ME Companies was selected to provide appraisal review services at a cost of $37,400.00.

Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations       
Ben Diepenbrock, Allen County Auditor, provided a 2005 financial update.  The carry-over for the general fund in 2005 was $3.8 million dollars.   The revenue and the other financing sources provided cash in the amount of $23,957,000 which is an increase of 3.9% over 2004.  This was primarily due to increase in sales tax and interest income increased.   Interest Income was a 44% increase over the past year.  Spending was $24,780,000 which was a 3.74% increase over 2004.  Most of the spending was a result of salaries and fringe benefits which account 70% of the general fund expenditures.  He also stated that the financial statement is on the county website.  Sources of revenue were up.  County sales tax was up 8% based on the change in allocation to the general fund.  The County was able to allocate ¾ a mill of our debt for payment of debt.  Due to new rules and regulations of HB 66, the County is able to be reimbursed for a longer period of time from the State.  Interest income was up $362,000 over 2004.  General fund revenue is up 3%, in which the other sources of revenue increase it somewhat more.   Salaries increased by $350,000 which is about a 3% increase.  The County may see an increase in insurance.   In 2006, Worker’s Compensation may not be providing the rebate for those who pay into Worker’s Compensation.  In 2005, the County received a 20% rebate and the year before a 50% rebate because there was a significant amount of money in reserve.   
With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned.
