MINUTES OF February 27, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 27th day of February, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Steve Kayatin led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the February 22, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #110-07.   Approve an addendum to a contract with W.S.O.S. Community Action Commission for the FY’07 Community Development Block Grant Program.
After seeking qualifications and proposals for technical assistance with the preparation and administration of the FY’05 Formula Grant application, the BOC authorized a contract with W.S.O.S. Community Action Commission for services per Resolution #247-05 dated May 5, 2005.  The initial phase of the contract consisted of the completion and submission of the application at a lump sum cost of $3,000.00 with subsequent phases, dependent upon receiving the award of the grant, to include the Environmental Review activities at a cost of $5,000.00 and additional technical assistance on an as needed basis at a cost not to exceed $2,000.00 for a total contract cost not to exceed $10,000.00.  Said contract contains the option to contract for like services for the FY’06 and FY’07 Formula CDBG Grants with mutual consent at rates to be negotiated between WSOS and Allen County as an addendum to the contract.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, is recommending that the BOC exercise the option for the FY”07 Formula activities at the same rates and service as described in the initial contract period as negotiated with WSOS.  The grant period for this contract is BF-07-002-1.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #111-07.   Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #112-07.   Establish a portion of Kill Road in Marion Township, Allen County.
On December 19, 2006, the BOC passed resolution #901-06, which set January 17, 2007 as the date to view the proposed Kill Road site.  Per Section 5553.06 of the ORC, the Allen County Engineer has determined the centerline of Kill Road from Landeck Road to State Road and that the right-of-way width shall be forty (40) feet from Landeck Road North to State Road.  It is the County Engineer’s opinion that the said Kill Road is an improvement of sufficient importance to the County.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #113-07.   Appoint Mr. Thomas M. Hay to the Workforce Policy Board.

The BOC has appointed Mr. Thomas M. Hay to the Workforce Policy Board for a three year term commencing February 27, 2007 through February 26, 2010.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #114-07.   Authorize membership dues to the Ottawa River Coalition for 2007.

The BOC received an invoice from the Ottawa River Coalition for the 2007 membership contribution in the amount of $100.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #115-07.   Approve the termination of an employee at the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services.

The Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus, made a motion to remove this resolution from the Agenda.

Commissioner Reiff moved to remove the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was removed unanimously.
Resolution #116-07.   Request an advance from the County Auditor for the undistributed Real Estate Taxes. 
The real estate tax collection has been completed and advances have been made to various local government authorities.  The BOC, under Section 321.34 of the ORC, has the authority to request an advance from the County Auditor for the undistributed real estate taxes from the first half 2006 collections.  The said money for the advance is lawfully applicable to the purposes of this fiscal year in which this request is being made.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.   Allen County Department of Job & Family Services, Lynn Shock, presented the following:
      1. Request to adopt Resolution #117-07, authorize an amendment to a contract between the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services and the Allen County Children Services Board.  By Resolution #821-06 dated November 21, 2006, the BOC approved an amendment to the already existing contract.  Lynn Shock, Director, is requesting that the BOC again approve an amendment to this contract increasing the total contract amount by $442,763.00.  The new total contract is for an amount not to exceed $1,322,763.00 and is effective March 1, 2007.  This will assist families and children that reside in Allen County.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
      2.
Request to adopt Resolution #118-07, authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with Lima/Allen Council on Community Affairs (LACCA).  This contract is to provide winter heating assistance to TANF/PRC eligible individuals for an amount not to exceed $284,354.00 and is effective March 1, 2007 through June 30, 2007. 
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.   Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented the following:

      1. Request to adopt Resolution #119-07, authorize the Child Support Enforcement Agency to enter into contract with Martin Investigative Services.  Lisa Merkle, Director, is requesting to enter into contract with Martin Investigative Services for service of process for cases in Juvenile and Domestic Relations Court at an amount not to exceed $25,000.00 and shall be effective March 1, 2007 through February 28, 2008.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
C.   Allen County Adult Probation Department, presented the following:

      1. Request to adopt Resolution #120-07, authorize submission of a modification to a grant agreement as it pertains to the Allen County Adult Probation Department.  Sherry Buettner, Director, is requesting to modify the 407 Prison Diversion and the 408 Jail Diversion Grant agreements.  After through review of expenditures for FY’07, it was determined that there are additional monies remaining from the grants.  Sherry is asking for approval to allow a 4% pay increase for all employees in her department, to obtain office supplies, drug testing and to pay rent.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
D.   Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Department, Steve Kayatin, presented the following:

      1. Request to accept a permanent easement from the Locker Room Pizza & Wings, LLC.  This easement will be used for future extension of sanitary service within the subject sewer improvement area.  Mr. Clum, owner of the Locker Room Pizza & Wings, has agreed to donate the easement for $1.00.

     1.  Request to accept a permanent easement from Jean Clemens.  This easement is needed to construct, maintain, repair and replace sanitary sewers for the purpose of conveying untreated waste.  Mr. Clemens has consented to convey to the BOC, their successors in office and assigns permanent easement on the property for $1.00.
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations  

A Proclamation was presented to Nancy Recker from the OSU Extension Lima.  Nancy is announcing a campaign for people to start saving money.  This WEST CENTRAL OHIO SAVES WEEK is February 25, through March 4, 2007.  The main goal is to encourage and motivate individuals and communities to build wealth by saving your money.  The current trend in the U.S. is -1% in saving money which explains why so many people are not saving at all.  West Central Ohio in encouraging anyone to open a savings account.  Several banks in and around the Lima area are participating in this campaign and are offering a special savings account specifically in reference to the West Central Ohio Saves as a way to get started.  This particular savings account does not have any monthly charges and no minimum balance required.  Cleveland has promoted this campaign to citizens and for the first year they have saved over $3 million.  Nancy and fellow co-workers will follow up with individuals who open a savings account to see if any additional help or information is needed and to see the actual progress.  Nancy hopes that more banks will sign on once they are familiar with this campaign.
Other reports and announcements


Scott Stephenson, Executive Director of the Allen County Regional Transit Authority, presented a first quarter report for the Commissioners.  Scott explained a brief history of the RTA which began in 1974.  His main concern for the RTA is in regards to their budget.  There are just not enough funds to keep the RTA up and moving at its current capacity.  RTA buses run M-F from 6:45 a.m. – 5:15 p.m.  Saturday schedules vary.  Some special services are available through the RTA such as the children’s summer park program, symphony/concerts, senior citizens day, YMCA childcare, the fourth of July star spangled spectacular and various other public relations services.  Scott said that the RTA Board will meet to discuss what cuts will unfortunately need to be made.  Some possibilities are to cut employees and eliminate bus routes on Saturday.  Scott shared a few statistics that show that from 2004-2005 rider-ships was up 8.9% and from 2005-2006 was up 14.5%.  49% of riders use RTA services to get to work, 24% use the buses to get to Dr. appointments and 15% alone use the bus to get to dialysis appointments.  He will be presenting this budget crisis to other County and City agencies for any kind of support or ideas.
With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
