MINUTES OF MARCH 1, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 1st day of March, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Dave Louth led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the February 27, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #121-07.   Accept payment from Nationwide Insurance for a vehicle operated by the Allen County Engineer’s Office.
The Board received a property damage settlement check from Nationwide Insurance in the amount of $2,293.00 for a 1991 Chevrolet Caprice Wagon operated by the Allen County Engineer’s Office that was previously declared obsolete.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #122-07.   Accept a permanent easement from jean Clemens for the operation and maintenance of sanitary sewers.
The BOC wishes to purchase permanent easement to construct, maintain, repair and replace sanitary sewers for the purpose of conveying untreated waste, and for all purposes incidental thereto, across, through and under the lands described as the permanent easement, owned by Jean Clemens, which will be accepted for $1.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #123-07.   Accept a permanent easement from The Locker Room Pizza & Wings, LLC for the Richland/Auglaize Township Sewer Sub-District #1.
The BOC wishes to purchase permanent easement to construct, maintain, repair and replace sanitary sewers for the purpose of conveying untreated waste, and for all purposes incidental thereto, across, through and under the lands described as the permanent easement, owned by The Locker Room Pizza & Wings LLC, which will be accepted for $1.00.

Resolution #124-07.   Authorize the renewal of an agreement with Dwain Metzger for the lease of County Property for agricultural purposes.
By Resolution #323-04 dated May 6, 2004, the BOC entered into an agreement with Dwain Metzger for the lease of county owned property.  Becky Saine, County Administrator, is requesting that the BOC renew the lease agreement with Mr. Metzger for property located on North Cole Street in American Township, for agricultural purposes for an amount not to exceed $4,000.00 which shall commence January 1, 2007 and expire December 31, 2007.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #125-07.   Supplemental appropriation for the JABG Fund #2870.
Julie Norberg, Co-Project Director, has requested a supplemental for the JABG Fund #2870 with an original appropriation amount of $0.00 and a new appropriation amount of $12,406.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #126-07.   Authorize membership dues to the Ohio State Coroner’s Association for 2007.
The BOC received an invoice from the Ohio State Coroner’s Association for 2007 Membership Dues in the amount of $1,993.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #127-07.   Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #128-07.   Authorize the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency to enter into contract with four (4) deputies’ from the Allen County Sheriff’s Office.

Lisa Merkle, Director, is requesting that the BOC approve a contract with four (4) deputies’ from the Allen County Sheriff’s Office for security at the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency, 200 West Market Street.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #129-07.   Renew two (2) Maintenance Agreements with Besam Automated Entrance Systems, Inc.
By Resolution #481-04, dated June 29, 2004 the BOC approved 2 contracts with Besam for automated doors at the Allen County Courthouse and the Allen County Justice Center.  The renewal of the contract for the Courthouse is for an amount not to exceed $840.00/year effective 4/14/07 through 4/13/2010 and the Justice Center contract is for an amount not to exceed $600.00/year effective 4/1/2007 through 3/31/2010.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #130-07.   Designate W. Dan Reiff as Administrative Agent for the Family & Children First Council.
It is necessary for each Family & Children First Council to designate an Administrative Agent to represent its county.  It has been determined that W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner, be the Administrative Agent for FCFC for SFY’2008.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #131-07.   Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund #5035 to the Revenue Bond Retirement Fund #5303.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, has requested a transfer from Fund #5035 to Fund #5303 in the amount of $200,000.00 to set aside a portion of funds required for the 2007 payments due on the revenue bond.
Commissioner Sneary moved to remove the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was removed unanimously.
Resolution #132-07.   Authorize a warrant of transfer for the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund #5035.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, has requested a transfer from Fund #5035 to Fund #5435 in the amount of $120,000.00 to meet the requirements for the 2002 Sewer Revenue Bond Service Agreement that requires contributions to the R & I Fund.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

      1. Request to approve the Road Program Meeting Dates for 2007.  Per ORC Section 5543.06, Dave Louth, Roadway Engineer, is requesting to establish the 2007 Road Program Meeting dates as follows:  Tuesday, April 10 and Thursday, April 12, 2007 as the dates for the annual meeting between the Township Trustees and the County Engineer.  The Meetings will be held at the Allen County Engineer’s Office @ 1501 North Sugar Street, Lima, Ohio 45801.  Tuesday, April 17, 2007 @ 11:00 a.m. will be the official date and time for the final Road Program Meeting.

Request to accept bid and enter into contract for the construction of the Metcalf Street Bridge.  Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, is requesting to accept the bid from M & J Construction Co. in the amount of $2,489,406.13.  
B.   Allen County Community Development presented the following:

      1. Request authorization to enter into contract with W.S.O.S. Community Action Commission, Inc. for a FY’07 CHIP housing grant.  The contract would include involvement of LACCA for various intake, fair housing, training and other functions if successfully negotiated on a subcontract basis through W.S.O.S. at an estimated cost not to exceed $110,000.00.
     2.  Request authorization to establish the date, time and place for the Second Hearing on the FY’07 CHIP grant application.  Public hearings for specific grant applications are required in addition to the first, on all CDBG programs.  The FY’07 CHIP application is due to Columbus on April 5th.  Bruce would like to schedule the 2nd Public Hearing on this grant for Thursday, March 22, 2007 @ 10:00 a.m. in the Commissioner’s Public Meeting Room. 

     3.  Request to release a CDBG mortgage on a property in Allen County.  The owner of said property has remitted a check in the amount of $384.34 to pay off the mortgage on her home.  The pay off was actually $348.34 so she overpaid by $36.00.  
      4. Request to release two (2) CDBG mortgages satisfied through residency.  Two CDBG mortgages will soon be satisfied through residency and Bruce would like these mortgages release as of the maturity dates.
