MINUTES OF MARCH 6, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 6th day of March, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Mark Light led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the March 1, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #133-07.   Approve “Then & Now” purchase orders.
The ORC requires that County Agencies and Departments obtain purchase orders from the County Auditor certifying the availability of funds for the procurement of goods and services prior to the commitment of payment.  In the course of daily operations and due to a variety of circumstances, invoices are occasionally presented for payment with dates that precede the issuance of a purchase order.  ORC Section 5705.41 provides for a “then & now” procedure to remedy this issuance date discrepancy through resolution by the BOC.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #134-07.   Authorize the time, date and place for the Second Public Hearing on the submission of FY’07 CDBG CHIP Applications.
Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, has requested that the required Second Public Hearing for the FY’07 CDBG CHIP be set for Thursday March 22, 2007 @ 10:00 a.m. in the Commissioner’s Public Meeting room.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #135-07.   Enter into contract with W.S.O.S. Community Action Commission, Inc. for the FY’07 CHIP Grant.
After advertising for and reviewing responses to requests for proposals and qualifications, Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, is recommending that the BOC enter into contract with W.S.O.S. Community Action Commission, Inc. for application preparation and technical assistance for the FY’2007 CHIP Program at a cost not to exceed $4,500.00.  Contingent upon approval of the said grant, a commitment will be requested for a contract with W.S.O.S. for administration of the grant program at an estimated cost not to exceed $58,000.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #136-07.   Approve the 2007 Road Program Meeting dates.
Pursuant to ORC Section 5543.06, the County Engineer shall annually call a meeting with the County of all townships and county authorities having directly to do with the construction and repair of roads and bridges within the county.  Timothy Piper, Allen County Engineer, is requesting that the BOC approve Tuesday April 10, 2007 and Thursday April l2, 2007, as the dates for the annual meetings between the Township Trustees and the County Engineer to formulate the road program, and approve Tuesday April 17, 2007 @ 11:00 a.m. at the County Engineer’s Office as the date, time and place for the final meeting with the township trustees, BOC and County Engineer.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #137-07.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #138-07.   Approve the renewal of an agreement with Maximus, Inc. for Professional Consulting Services.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, is requesting that the BOC renew an agreement with Maximus, Inc. to provide professional consulting services at a rate not to exceed $12,000.00 effective January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2007.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #139-07.   Intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, is requesting that the BOC approve a transfer in the amount of $27,500.00 within the General Fund #1001 from the Contingencies Account to the Sheriff Electronic Monitoring Equipment Lease Account to cover 2007 lease payments on current equipment and a transfer in the amount of $4,800.00 from the Contingencies Account to the Jail-Physician Services Account to cover 2007 contract with jail psychiatrist.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #140-07.   Authorize submission of a Petition for Zoning Amendment at the request of Bath Township.
The BOC has utilized the property located at 3125 Ada Road, for housing, meals, laundry and long term care for a variety of clients before the establishment of zoning in Bath Township.  The BOC can no longer meet long-term care requirements of a specific agency and are planning to continue with the similar purpose of providing services to college students under the supervision of local higher education.  At the request of Bath Township, the BOC wishes to submit a Petition for Zoning Amendment for county owned property located at 3125 Ada Road.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #141-07.   Accept bid and enter into contract with M & J Construction Company for the construction of the Metcalf Street Bridge.
Four bids were received for the above mentioned project.  Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, has reviewed the bids and is recommending that the BOC accept bid and enter into contract with the lowest bidder which was M & J Construction Company for a total contract amount of $2,489,406.13.
Discussion Items:
A.   Allen County Juvenile Court - Cathy Follett, presented the following:
      1. Request to enter into a grant agreement with the Ohio Department of Youth Services.  This Sub-grant award is from the Ohio Department of Youth Services for the Mentors for Achievement Juvenile Accountability Block Grant in the amount of $28, 325.00 with a cash match amount of $3,147.00 for a total grant amount of $31,472.00.  Of the said funds, $25,000 will be used toward the Black Achievers program and the remainder will be used toward the Intersystems Committee of FCFC.  All together, 20-25 youth will be served by these grant monies.
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations
Mark Light was present to announce that March 5-10, 2007 is Ohio 4-H Week.  This is a promotional effort to increase public awareness across Ohio about 4-H.  Mark explained about this non-formal youth development organization and educational program is for all youth ages 5-19.  This program is unique for the fact that it is co-ed and has such a wide age range, no segregation.  Mark is currently working with a few different local elementary schools on various projects.  He explains the nature of where certain foods originate from.  He is also exploring the tobacco & youth program which explains the dangers and aspects of smoking.  The tradition of 4-H is to make the best better.  Out of 200 programs 4-H offers, 10% of that is related to livestock.  There are over 200 volunteers in 4-H that work with over 1000 youth involved.  For 2007, Mark wants to increase programs and participation as well as school enrichment programs. 

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Sneary moved to adjourn. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
