MINUTES OF MARCH 13, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 13th day of March, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Steve Kayatin led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the March 8, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #150-07.    Intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the BOC transfer $4,000 within the General Fund #1001 from the Contingencies Account to the Unclaimed Funds Account and transfer $10,752.32 from the Contingencies Account to the Clerk of Courts Legal Dept. Salaries Account to allocate additional salary appropriations to allow for current salaries to be paid through 2007.  This transfer will not cause any additional increase for next year’s salaries.  Sherry Buettner, Adult Probation Director, has requested 7 transfers within the Prison Diversion Fund #2803 ranging from the Medical Premium Accounts to the Operating Supplies Accounts due to a budget revision.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #151-07.   Accept payment from Allstate Insurance Company for a vehicle operated by the Allen County Sheriff’s Office.
The BOC received a payment from Allstate Insurance Company for damages to a 1992 Buick Le Sabre, Claim #3929192668B03, in the amount of $2,274.46.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #152-07.   Renew Lawyers Professional Liability Insurance with NDAA Insurance Services.
The Lawyers Professional Liability Insurance will be expiring May 1, 2007.  The BOC will renew the insurance with NDAA Services for a one year period for a total premium of $16,535.00 effective May 1, 2007 through May 1, 2008.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #153-07.   Accept payment from County Risk Sharing Authority for damages to property at the Veteran’s Memorial Civic and Convention Center.
The BOC received a payment from CORSA for damages to a photocopier operated by the VMCCC in the amount of $3,578.52, Claim #0110016971.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #154-07.  Authorize the cancellation and release of mortgage for a CHIP property located in Spencerville, Ohio.
The BOC has noted that a mortgage under the CHIP has been satisfied through residency and therefore authorized the issuance of a satisfaction of mortgage to the property owner of a residence in Spencerville, Ohio.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #155-07.   Enter into an Administrative Agreement to provide Community Development Block Grant Funds to the City of Delphos for Formula Year 2006.
Allen County will provide Community Development Block Grant funds to the City of Delphos for the purpose of benefiting low/moderate income residents of the Coty of Delphos by making special needed capital improvements within the City for an amount not to exceed $30,000.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #156-07.   Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #157-07.   Supplemental appropriation for the Economic Development Fund #2401.

Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the BOC approve a supplemental appropriation for the Economic Development Fund #2401 in the amount of $5,000.00 to participate in efforts to re-open or to re-use the Lima Correctional Facility.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.   Mary Early, Family & Children First Council, presented the following:
      1. Request to adopt Resolution #158-07, authorize the Allen County Family & Children First Council to advertise to receive a request for proposals for TANF & Part C Funds for Help Me Grow.  The requests will fulfill the necessity to procure provision of services for the TANF and Part C Funding.  The legal description will be advertised in the Lima News on March 18th and 26th.  Information regarding this RFP will be available March 15, 2007 in the Allen County Commissioners Office.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.   Sherry Buettner, Adult Probation Director, presented the following:

1. Request authorization for submission of the Prison Diversion, the Pre-Trial Diversion and the Jail Diversion Grants.  Sherry stated that the three grants they are applying for are the same as last year.
