Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the March 13, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #160-07.   Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the General Fund #1001 to the Innovative Education Fund #2078.
Esther Baldridge, MR/DD Superintendent, has requested that the BOC authorize a warrant to advance $121.13 from the General Fund #1001 to the Innovative Education Grant Fund #2078 for the Innovative Ed Grant for FY’2007.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #161-07.   Authorize the cancellation and release of a mortgage for a Community Housing Improvement program property located in Perry Township.
The BOC has noted that a mortgage under the CHIP will be satisfied through residency as of April 8, 2007 and authorizes the issuance of a Satisfaction of Mortgage to the property owner.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #162-07.   Award two (2) Crafts Educational Fund Scholarships for School Year 2007-2008.
The scholarship loan committee of the Crafts Educational Scholarship Fund met for the purpose of reviewing applications and other pertinent data to select 2 recipients of the scholarship award.  Brian Rockhold, Crafts Scholarship Chairperson, submitted a letter advising the results of their evaluation and recommend Michael Cockrell from Perry High School and Sarah Marshall from Lima Senior High School to receive the grant in the amount of $1,000.00 each.  The committee also recommended the following two alternatives for the scholarship award:  Keri Leigh Wollenhaupt from Delphos Jefferson High School and Julius Laws from Lima Senior High School.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #163-07.  Enter into an agreement with Todd Hager for the lease of County owned property for agricultural purposes.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the BOC enter into an agreement with Todd Hager for the lease of County owned property located at Section 13, McClain Road, Village of Fort Shawnee in Allen County for agricultural purposes.  This lease agreement is effective from January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2007 in the amount of $2,400.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #164-07.   Enter into an agreement with the Allen County Regional Transit Authority.
It is the desire of the BOC to enter into an agreement with the Allen County RTA to provide public transportation to the City of Lima and Allen County for a total contract amount not to exceed $75,000.00 which will be effective January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2007.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #165-07.   Declare light fixtures owned by the Board of MR/DD obsolete for County use.
Esther Baldridge, MR/DD Superintendent, has requested that the BOC declare 44 used light fixtures that were removed from the Marimor Industries cafeteria and lobby obsolete and unsuitable for County use.  A quote from Sargent Auctioneers was received estimating the value of the lights between $6.00 and $12.00 each for a maximum value worth $528.00, less the cost of auctioning.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #166-07.   Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #167-07.  Authorize submission of a grant application to the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation and Correction for the 408 Jail Diversion Grant.

Sherry Buettner, Chief Probation Officer/Administrative Director, is requesting that the BOC authorize submission of a grant application to the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation and Correction for the 408 Jail Diversion Grant.  This grant is in the amount of $51,796.00 for a period beginning July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #168-07.  Authorize submission of a grant application to the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation and Correction for the 408 Pre-Trial Diversion Grant.

Sherry Buettner, Chief Probation Officer/Administrative Director, is requesting that the BOC authorize submission of a grant application to the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation and Correction for the 408 Pre-Trial Diversion Grant.  This grant is in the amount of $13,163.00 for a period beginning July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #169-07.  Authorize submission of a grant application to the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation and Correction for the 408 Prison Diversion Grant.

Sherry Buettner, Chief Probation Officer/Administrative Director, is requesting that the BOC authorize submission of a grant application to the Ohio Department of Rehabilitation and Correction for the 408 Prison Diversion Grant.  This grant is in the amount of $325,352.00 for a period beginning July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #170-07.  Renew contract with St. Rita’s Medical Center for the Employee Assistance Program.

Becky Saine, County Administrator, is requesting that the BOC renew a contract with St. Rita’s Medical Center for the Employee Assistance Program to provide assessment, referral, short term counseling and case management for Allen County employees and their family members.  This contract is for an amount not to exceed $12,650.00 effective April 1, 2007 through March 31, 2008.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.   Bruce Wells, Allen County Community Development Coordinator, presented the following:
      1. Request to adopt Resolution #171-07, enter into a Housing Revolving Loan Fund Administration Agreement with the State of Ohio, Department of Development.  The State of Ohio, Department of Development, through its Office of Housing and Community Partnerships (“OHCP”) administers the federal Community Development Block Grant (“CDBG) Program for the State of Ohio.  The Allen County BOC has been determined to be an eligible recipient of CDBG funds and has also been awarded CDBG funds from the State of Ohio, DOD, for use to finance eligible activities that may generate program income.  The State of Ohio, DOD has recognized the positive impact on community development initiatives when the use of program income is locally determined and has permitted the establishment of Housing Revolving Loan Funds within local political subdivisions to meet the primary goals of:  1.)  improving the affordable housing stock and 2.)  providing for affordable housing needs of low and moderate income persons through the Housing Revolving Loan Fund.  This agreement is effective January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2009.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Request to adopt Resolution #172-07, accept revisions to the Allen County Community Housing Improvement Strategy (CHIS) Table.  The Ohio Department of Development, Office of Housing and Community Development (OHCP) requires the County to have in place a CHIS for identification of housing needs in Allen County.  A revised CHIS covering a 5 year period was completed and authorized by Resolution #556-04 dated August 3, 2004.  OHCP has requested certain revisions and updates to the format of Table s-2 from the CHIS related to actual and projected outcomes for housing related projects.  
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.   Steve Kayatin, Allen County Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #173-07, authorization to advertise to receive bids for the Camp Avenue Waterline Improvement Area.  On January 24, 2007 the BOC received notification from the ODOD giving the County permission to obligate funds for construction of the Camp Avenue Waterline Improvement Project.  Steve would like to have the bid opening April 2, 2007 @ 10:00 a.m. in the Allen County Commissioners Office.  Steve noted that $56,000 in formula grant monies will be received to help fund this project.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
C.   Allen County Engineer’s Office presented the following:

1. Request approval of three (3) Permanent Highway Right-of-Way Easements for the construction of Eastown Road, Phase 2.  Mark Stockman, Chief Deputy Engineer, is requesting that the BOC approve three (3) permanent right of way easements that are necessary for the construction of Eastown Road, Phase 2, from SR 81 to SR 309.
2.  Request to accept bid and enter into contract with Lucas Ford Superstore for the purchase of a new model year extended cab and chassis truck.  Chris Hardesty, Operations Manager, is requesting that the BOC accept bid from Lucas Ford Superstore in the amount of $36,737.50 to purchase a new ditch maintenance truck.

D.   Lynn Shock, Allen County Department of Job & Family Services presented the following:

1. Request authorization to renew a contract with SP Building Services.  This contract is necessary to provide the DJFS cleaning services at their building in the amount of $18,024 effective April 1, 2007 through March 31, 2008.

E.   Julie Norberg, Allen County Juvenile Court presented the following:

1. Request authorization to advertise a Statement of Federal Financial Participation.  By Resolution #613-06, dated August 29, 2006, the BOC approved the execution of a sub-grant agreement between the Allen County Commissioners, Allen County Juvenile Court and the Ohio Department of Job & family Services for participation by Juvenile Court in the Title IV-E Foster Care Reimbursement Program.  Per the terms of the agreement it is necessary for Juvenile Court to prepare and distribute to each newspaper of general circulation within their County no later than March 31, a news release outlining our usage of the FFP received.  A copy of the news release shall me mailed to the ODJFS as well.  Julie stated that for two quarters approximately $170,000 in IV-E money was reimbursed.
