Resolution #176-07.   Supplemental appropriation for the A-SORRC Grant Fund #2809.

Lynn Shock, DJFS Director, has requested that the BOC authorize to renew a contract with SP Building Services to provide janitorial services at the DJFS facility in an amount not to exceed $18,024.00 and will be effective April 1, 2007 through March 31, 2008.

Resolution #180-07.   Authorize the Allen County Juvenile Court to advertise the Statement for Federal Participation.
By Resolution #316-06 dated August 29, 2006, the BOC authorized the execution of a sub-grant agreement between the Allen County Juvenile Court and the Ohio Department of Job & Family Services.  Per the terms of the agreement it is necessary to prepare and distribute to each newspaper of general circulation within the County, no later than March 31, a news release outlining the Juvenile Courts usage of the FFP.  Julie Norberg, Project Director, is requesting approval from the BOC to publicize the Statement of Federal Participation (FFP) in the Lima News.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #181-07.   Accept resignation of Mr. Jon Rockhold and appoint Mr. Richard Schroeder to the Regional transit Authority Board.
The Regional transit Authority received resignation from Mr. Jon Rockhold and appoints Mr. Richard Schroeder to the Board for a three year term effective February 21, 2007 through February 21, 2010.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Lisa is requesting approval to transfer a 1998 Ford Windstar mini-van from her department to DJFS and to purchase a 2007 Chevy Uplander from Delpha Chevrolet at a cost of $22,620.00 to be used for out of the office training and conferences by CSEA employees.
