MINUTES OF MARCH 21, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 21st day of March, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Douglas Degen led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the March 16, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #162-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #163-06.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the A-SORRC Grant Fund 2809.
The approval of this supplemental is needed to establish the initial appropriation for the year on both projects.  The total appropriation for the A-SORRC Grant Fund 2809 is $171,249.33.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #164-06.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the EMA Fund 2091.
The approval of this supplemental is needed to establish the initial appropriation for the year.  The total appropriation for the EMA Fund 2091 is $20,000.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #165-06.  Amend Resolution #145-06, authorize Clerk of the Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the purchase of traffic paint by the Allen County Engineer’s Department for the 2006 Striping Program.  
Pursuant to Resolution #145-06 dated March 14, 2006, the Board of County Commissioners authorized the Clerk of the Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the purchase of traffic paint by the Allen County Engineer’s Department for the 2006 Striping Program.  However, the Lima News did not receive notice of the bid until the date the legal was to be advertised in the newspaper.  Steve Howell, Traffic Maintenance Supervisor, is requesting that the Board amend Resolution #145-06 to change the date of the bid opening from March 20, 2006 at 10:30 a.m. to April 4, 2006 at 10:30 a.m. in order to comply with Section 307.87 of the Ohio Revised Code.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #166-06.  Authorize the signing of a grant agreement with the State of Ohio, Office of Housing and Community Partnerships, for the Plus Management Services, Inc. Project.
The Ohio Department of Development provides financial assistance to local governments for the purpose of addressing local needs.  Allen County desires to participate in the program to receive financial assistance for Plus Management Services, Inc., in the amount of $368,000.00 plus $10,000.00 for administration fees for a total of $378,000.00, under the Small Cities Community Development Block Grant Economic Development Program.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #167-06.  Approve a thirty (30) day suspension of an employee at the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services.
The Board has received a request from Lynn Shock, Director, Allen County Department of Job & Family Services, requesting that the Board approve a thirty (30) day suspension of an employee due to misfeasance, dishonesty, neglect of duty and unprofessional behavior.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #168-06.  Authorize a Subordination Agreement to Chase Bank NA for a CHIP Mortgage on a property located on South Seriff Road, American Township.
The Allen County Board of Commissioners is the owner and holder of certain mortgage on said premises and of a promissory note securing said mortgage.  On condition that said mortgage be subordinated as hereinafter provided, Chase Bank intends to loan the property tenant the sum of Fifty Thousand Dollars ($50,000.00) for a period of three hundred and sixty (360) months, said obligation being secured by a real estate mortgage on said premises.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #169-06.  Authorize payment of Program Income Funds for Emergency Repairs on North McDonel, American Township.

The property owner whom resides on North McDonel, American Township, experienced furnace problems and was referred to Community Development by the council on Aging for assistance.  Payment of $117.50 from Program Income was authorized to Home Maintenance Support for the initial service call and cleaning work by Resolution #92-06.  Subsequently, the blower unit failed resulting in an additional labor and materials totaling $398.71.  Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, is requesting and recommending that the Board authorize the expenditure of the additional $398.71 from Program Income to cover the emergency repair.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #170-06.  Amend resolution #764-05; authorize the Allen County Health Insurance Rates for the Allen County Health Department for 2006.

By Resolution #803-03, dated October 23, 2003, the Board of Allen County Commissioners authorized participation in the County Employees Benefit Consortium of Ohio, Inc. (“CEBCO”), an Ohio corporation not for profit, to provide county employee’s health insurance.  By Resolution #764-05 dated December 15, 2005, the Board of Allen County Commissioners established health insurance rates for the Allen County Health Department for 2006.  The 2006 employer contribution for the Allen County Health Department was stated incorrectly in Resolution #764-05 and Martha Burklow, Fiscal Officer, is requesting the Board to amend the resolution to establish the rates.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously
Discussion Items:
A.
Lynn Shock, Director, Allen County Department of Job & Family Services, presented the following:

1. Request to pass a resolution to authorize to purchase 15 HON workstations through the State Cooperative Purchasing Program at a cost not to exceed $22,319.40 from Roby’s.  This represents a savings of approximately 54% over the normal price for these furnishings.
B.   Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:

1. Request approval for Change Order #1 with Charles Construction Services, Inc. for the Administration Office and Vehicle Service/Storage Building Project.  The contractor found the additional  following items that need updated to code:  undercutting and necessary stone back fill in the parking/drive areas around the service building, extra water main line work required bringing the eight-inch service to the south side of existing drive, and extra costs necessary to satisfy building code requirements by state plans examiner.  The total additional funds needed are $60,339.46.  The change Order would result in a new contract price of $2,159,139.46.
2. Request approval for Change Order #1 with Gast Plumbing & Heating, Inc. for the Administration Office and Vehicle Service/Storage Building Project.  The Board. By Resolution #509-05 dated August 23, 2005, approved a contract with Gast Plumbing and Heating, Inc. for the HVAC portion of the Sanitary Engineering Department’s Administration Office and Vehicle Service/Storage Building Project for an amount not to exceed $197,115.00.  The contractor has determined extra costs necessary to satisfy building code requirements by state plans examiner in the amount of $759.45 for a new contract price of $197,874.45.
3. Request approval for Change Order #1 with Sidney Electric Company for the Administration Office and Vehicle Service/Storage Building Project.  The Board, by Resolution #511-05, dated August 23, 2005, approved a contract with Sidney Electric Company for the electrical portion of the Sanitary Engineering Department’s Administration Office and Vehicle Service/Storage Building Project for an amount not to exceed $378,000.00.  The contractor found extra costs necessary to satisfy building code requirements by state plans examiner in the amount of $2,808.00 for a new contract price of $380,808.00.
4. Request to enter into contract with Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc. for the Eastown Road Sanitary Sewer Reconstruction Project.  The Design Services will be at a cost not to exceed $24,500.  The professional services include the following Design Services:  Necessary Field Surveys for Location, Complete Preliminary and Final Design, Assist with OEPA PTI Application, and Assist in obtaining Soils Investigation.
5. Request to amend Resolution #408-05, enter into a contract with Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc. for the Zurmehly Road Pump Station Replacement Project.

C.  Tim Piper, County Engineer, presented the following:
1.
Request to set date and times for petitioned ditch maintenance public hearings.  Allen County   Engineer Tim Piper announced that he is taking action to alleviate the backlog of petitioned ditch projects filed with the County Engineer’s Office in previous years.  The Engineer’s Office has scheduled 16 ditch views or hearings over the next 4 months.  Since taking off last fall, Piper has met with the County Commissioners to discuss speeding up the petitioned ditch process.  He hired temporary help to finish the computer mapping that will allow the land owner assessments to be done more accurately and ensure that land owners will not be paying for drainage from road right-of-way.  The ditches are now ready to move on to the views and hearings.  Piper stated that his goal is to shorten turnaround time on new ditches to 18 months so that farmers can see their drainage improved and flooding of their fields diminished.  Landowners will receive individual mailings notifying them of the date and time of their particular ditch views and hearings.  
A.
Dan Beck, Sheriff, presented the following:

1.    Request to renew lease with Highland Properties, Inc.  Currently the Allen County Sheriff’s Office has a sub-division located at 214 W. Northern Ave. Lima, Ohio in the Northland Plaza.  Several functions are produced from this office.  There are 14 volunteers that work here.  Brian Snyder, a full-time Allen County employee, runs many management productions out of this office.  The renewal of this lease will begin on April 1, 2006 and will terminate on March 31, 2008 for the sum of $800.00 per year.
