MINUTES OF APRIL 11, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 11th day of April, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Douglass Degen led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Action Items:
Resolution #234-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #235-06.  Authorize an amendment to a contract between the Department of Job and Family Services and First Church of God Learning Tree Child Care Center.

Lynn Shock, Department of Job and Family Services, presented this request at the April 6, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  This is an increase to the contract of $5,000.00 for a new contract amount of $25,000.00.  Said amendment shall be effective April 12, 2006.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #236-06.  Authorize an amendment to a contract between the Department of Job and Family Services and Trinity United Methodist Church Center for Creative Learning.

Resolution #239-06.  Authorize a subordination agreement to Sky Bank for a Community Housing Improvement Program Mortgage for a property located in Delphos, Ohio.
