MINUTES OF april 12, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 12th day of April, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Paula Caruso led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the April 10, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #241-07.    Approve a three (3) day suspension of an employee at the Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Department.
Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, is requesting approval of a three day unpaid suspension of an employee due to violations of Policies and Procedures of the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #242-07.   Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments. 
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:  
A.   Steve Kayatin, Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department presented the following:

      1. Request to adopt Resolution #243-07, accept bid and enter into contract with H & K Construction Services Limited for completion of the Camp Avenue Waterline Improvement Project.  Steve explained that there were 8 bids received for the said project and the lowest responsive bidder was H & K Construction Services Limited in the amount of $43,376.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
     2.  Request authorization to hire a Summer Laboratory Assistant Intern.  Rick Boerger explained that the summer months create a situation of additional testing required by the OEPA permits, and an intern allows the department the flexibility to handle the added work load without having to hire additional fulltime staff.  Mr. Blaine Odenweller worked as a Summer Intern in 2006 and expressed a desire to return this year as well.  Mr. Odenweller worked well last year and is a perfect candidate to return in the summer of 2007.  He is presently taking classes towards a degree in the medical field and possesses the necessary background to perform the work.  Mr. Odenweller will start on May 10, 2007 for a period not to exceed 15 weeks.  The rate of pay will be $8.89 per hour.
     3.  Request to accept Amendment No. 1 to the agreement with the Village of Lafayette for the Jackson-Auglaize Township Sewer Sub-District #1 Project.  The said amendment will allow the County to collect 1 $3,500 connection fee on behalf of the Village of Lafayette to be remitted back to the Village for the privilege of using the Village’s treatment capacity.  The establishment and connection of a collection fee was discussed during the early stages of the project, and was advertently left out of the agreement.
B.   Lisa Merkle, Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency presented the following:

      1. Request to adopt Resolution #244-07, authorization to renew a contract with Daniel Zimmerly.  Lisa states that this contract with Daniel is for investigation, detainment and arrest of parties with active bench warrants.  The total contract will not exceed $15,000 and is effective April 13, 2007 through April 12, 2008.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
     2. Request to adopt Resolution #245-07, authorization to renew a contract with Martha Meza.  Martha will act an interpreter on an as needed basis for clients that speak Spanish.  This contract is effective April 13, 2007 through April 12, 2008 for an amount not to exceed $1,000.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
     3. Request to adopt Resolution #246-07, authorization to employ Nicholas Roby as an Investigator in the Enforcement Unit at the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency.  Nicholas will be hired effective April 19, 2007 and will receive all benefits associated with full-time employment.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
C.   Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer presented the following:

      1. Request to enter into an agreement with DLZ to provide engineering services for the Shawnee Road Corridor Study.  This study is the first part of the LPA Project programmed through the Ohio Department of Transportation for the Shawnee and Ft. Amanda Road Corridors.  Once completed, the results will help determine the design of the Shawnee Road Bridge replacement.  The corridor study portion of this project is funded using a $250,000 grant from ODOT’s Highway Safety Program and money left over can be used for the next phase of the Shawnee project.  The total fee for Part one (1), Steps 1-4 is #102,168.00, with a Net Fee of $8,950.00, for a total compensation of $111,118.00.  This study is being funded using 100% federal funds; therefore, there is no cost to the County.
      2. Request to adopt Resolution #247-07, declare an emergency for the repairs necessary on Roush Road.  The bridge on Roush Road over Hog Creek was replaced in 2004.  Since then, the amount of truck traffic has increased significantly, therefore the pavement can no longer handle repetitive loading by truck and is ultimately failing. The Bath Township Trustees closed Roush Road on March 19, 2007 due to realizing that it is no longer safe to allow traffic to use the road.  The estimated costs of damages is said to be $192,000 in which Allen County is responsible for paying 70% and Bath Township is responsible for the remaining 30%.  The reasoning for declaring this an emergency is due to the fact that this is an advert man made disaster leading to deterioration of other surrounding roads.  Roush Road is an advantage to the community.  Tim stated that it will take 2-3 weeks to enter into contract with a construction company to compete the necessary work and another 3-6 weeks to complete the project.  He would like to utilize one company to do all the work.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
D.   Alan Mefferd, Health Insurance Committee presented the following:

      1. Request to adopt Resolution #248-07, enter into contract with Superior Dental Care Alliance.  The Allen County Health Insurance Committee has presented new dental plan benefits for Allen County employees.  This is a voluntary program offered at a group rate to be administered by the County. Orthodontists are part of the plan.  There is no waiting period and no deductible.  These rates are guaranteed for 31 months.  Commissioner Sneary stated that he would appreciate getting information regarding health insurance issues in advance.  He feels there is no need to rush into this contract and has concerns about using employee time to administer and plan the policy.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called, Commissioner Sneary voted no, and the Resolution was approved.
