MINUTES OF APRIL 13, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 13th day of April, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Judy Cowan led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the April 6, 2006 and April 11, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #242-06.  Authorize the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency to renew a contract with Martha Meza.

Lisa Merkle, Director of the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented this request at the April 11, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  Martha Meza will act as an interpreter on an as needed basis for clients that speak Spanish.  This contract is for an amount not to exceed $1,000.00 and is effective April 13, 2006 through April 12, 2007.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #243-06.  Authorize the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency to renew a contract with Christian Lee Shafer for Service of Process of Summons on Title IV-D Cases.

Becky Saine, County Administrator, requested that the Board renew a contract with the West Central Ohio Regional Healthcare Alliance for a total contract amount not to exceed $11,137.50 effective April 1, 2006 through March 31, 2007.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #246-06.  Authorize training, seminar, and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #247-06.  Authorize Clerk of the Board to post notice and receive bids for additions and renovations to the property at 123 West Spring Street, Lima, for Allen County Children Services.
Scott Ferris, Director of Allen County Children Services, presented this request at the April 11, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  Scott Ferris is seeking permission to advertise to receive bids for the labor, material and equipment necessary for additions and renovations to the property at 123 W. Spring St. Lima to prepare the facility for the relocation of the Children Services Agency.  A pre-bid conference will be held at 10:00 a.m. on May 3, 2006 at the project site.  Bids will be received until 2:00 p.m. on May 11, 2006.

Commissioner Reiff  moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #248-06.  Authorization to adopt Putnam County’s Resolution establishing the date and time of the Final Hearing for Joint County Dan Osting Ditch #920.
This Board has received a Resolution from the Putnam County Commissioners dated April 7, 2006, establishing the final hearing for Joint County Dan Osting Ditch #920.  The final hearing is scheduled for May 24, 2006 at 10:30 a.m. in Putnam County
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #249-06.   Authorize intradepartmental transfers for various departments.

This is the transfer of $2,500.00 from the HRD Recycle Grant – Labor account to Advances Out.  This transfer is necessary to repay a 1999 advance.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #250-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer for the HRD Recycle Grant Fund 2832.
This is the transfer of $2,500.00 from the HRD Recycle Grant – Advances Out to the General Fund – Advances In.  This is to repay the advance from Resolution #554-99.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #251-06.  Authorize warrants of transfer for repayment of various advances.
A request was received from Becky Saine, County Administrator, for the approval of various warrants of transfers to return advances previously funded by the general fund.  One additional transfer request is from the general fund to the Randy Reynolds Ditch project as there was an overpayment of an advance.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #252-06.  Authorize Clerk of Board to set the date, time and place of the Final Hearing for Flat Fork Creek Joint County Ditch #1224.
Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, presented this request at the April 11, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  This project is a joint county project with Putnam and Van Wert County.  Said hearing is scheduled for May 23, 2006 at 2:00 p.m. at the Fraternal Order of Eagles, Delphos, Ohio.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #253-06.   Authorize Clerk of Board to set the date, time and place of the view and first hearing for the Lammers Watershed Improvement Project Petition Ditch #1235.
Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, presented this request at the April 11, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  The view is scheduled for May 12, 2006 at 9:00 a.m. at the intersection of Dutch Road and Lehman Road, Marion Township.  The first hearing is scheduled for May 23, 2006 at 10:30 a.m. at the Fraternal Order of Eagles, Delphos, Ohio.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations      

Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, announced that the County has received notification that the Ohio Controlling Board officially approved a $2,000,000 grant to be used for the Thayer Road Reconstruction Project.  The Allen County Engineer’s Office and the Board of Allen County Commissioners worked with the Ohio Department of Development Office to acquire this grant for the widening of Thayer road between Reservoir Road and SR 81.   This grant will cover 100% of all costs for said project.  There will be no local funds involved.  Judy Cowan from the Ohio Department of Development stated that this grant was issued based on the following issues:  1)  the P & G Project presented a huge traffic issue; 2) the State recognized what P & G was trying to do to assist with safety issues by providing private roads; and 3) P & G was recognized to be the largest project in the State of Ohio for new capital investments.  

Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, also announced that in an effort to increase safety issues, he is adding special reflectors to the signposts at 3 high accident intersections in the County. These intersections are:  Bluelick and Stewart, Bluelick and Slabtown and Elm & Copus. Piper stated that in a three year period (2002 thru 2004), these intersections averaged about 13,000 accidents.  The Stop Ahead and Stop signs will be changed to a higher reflectivity material as well as reflectors will be added to the signposts.  

With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Bassitt moved to adjourn. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
