MINUTES OF april 17, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 17th day of April, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Major Gene King led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the April 12, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #249-07.    Accept Amendment No. 1 to the agreement with the Village of Lafayette to establish a connection fee for the Jackson-Auglaize Township Sewer Sub-District #1.
Pursuant to Resolution #110-05, dated March 3, 2005, the BOC approved to enter into one sewage treatment agreement with the Village of Lafayette.  Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, has submitted amendment #1, requesting a modification to the agreement to establish a $3,500.00 connection fee for the Village of Lafayette.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #250-07.   Authorization to employ Blaine Odenweller as a Summer Laboratory Assistant within the Sanitary Engineering Department.
The BOC received written communication from Bradley T. Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, requesting authorization to employ Mr. Blaine Odenweller beginning May 10, 2007 for a period not to exceed 15 weeks.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #251-07.   Authorization to enter into an agreement for engineering services with DLZ Ohio, Inc. to perform the ALL-Shawnee Road Corridor Study.

Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, has requested that the BOC approve to enter into an agreement with DLZ Ohio, Inc. for engineering services to perform the ALL-Shawnee Road Corridor Study.  The total fee for this study is $111,118.00.  The study is being funded using 100% federal funds leaving no cost to the County.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #252-07.    Authorization to renew insurance coverage with CORSA through Folsom-Somerville Insurance Agency, a division of Webb Insurance Agency.

The BOC received an invoice from CORSA for the renewal of County Insurance Policies in the amount of $606,283.00 for a period commencing May 1, 2007 through April 30, 2008.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #253-07.   Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:  
A.   Allen County Soil & Water Conservation District presented the following:

      1. Request to adopt Resolution #254-07, authorize the Clerk of the Board to advertise to receive bids for the construction of the George “Mike” Ramser Tile Project #1245.  Bids will be received for the labor, materials and equipment necessary for the construction of the George “Mike” Ramser Tile Project #1245 until 10:30 a.m. on Thursday, May 3, 2007 in the Allen County Commissioners Office.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.   Allen County Engineer’s Office presented the following:

      1. Request to adopt Resolution #255-07, approve one (1) Permanent Highway Right-of-Way Easement for Eastown Road Improvement Project – Phase 2.  Mark Stockman is requesting that the BOC approve one (1) easement from SR 81 to SR 309 of the Eastown Road Widening Project:  Parcel No. 128 to Prakash R. Patel, Arun H. Patel and Valiben D. Patel, Trustee, for an amount totaling $79,000.00.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
     2. Request authorization to set the date, time and place of the view and first hearing for the Lost Creek Petitioned Ditch #1251.  Douglass Degen. Ditch Engineer, is requesting that the BOC approve the date, time and place of the view and first hearing.  The view is set for May 10, 2007 @ 11:00 a.m. at Lennox Ave. & 4th Street in Perry Township and the first public hearing will be held on May 21, 2007 @ 10:00 a.m. at the Senior Citizens Bingo Hall, 3400 West Elm Street.
      3. Request authorization to set the date, time and place of the view and first hearing for the Speedco Petitioned Ditch #1262.  Douglass Degen. Ditch Engineer, is requesting that the BOC approve the date, time and place of the view and first hearing.  The view is set for July 10, 2007 @ 10:30 a.m. at Speedco Parking Lot East of North Dixie Hwy in Richland Township and the first hearing will be July 24, 2007 @ 10:30 a.m. @ the Beaverdam Fire Station @ 201 West Main Street.

      4. Request authorization to set the date, time and place of the view and first hearing for the Steinke Petitioned Ditch #1253.  Douglass Degen. Ditch Engineer, is requesting that the BOC approve the date, time and place of the view and first hearing.  The view is set for June 4, 2007 @ 9:00 a.m. @ Alix Drive West of Baty Road in American Township and the firs hearing is set for June 19, 2007 @ 10:30 a.m. @ American Township House, 102 Pioneer Road.

C.   Allen Economic Development Group – Marcel Wagner & Alpla, Inc. – Bob Muentz, Plant    Manager, presented the following:

      1. Request to adopt Resolution #256-07, enter into an Enterprise Zone Agreement with Alpla, Inc.  Alpla, Inc. has submitted an application to Allen County for providing incentives for the development of a project in the said Enterprise Zone located in the Village of Fort Shawnee.  The Allen County Economic Development Group has investigated the application from Alpla, Inc. and has recommended approval by the BOC on the basis that Alpla, Inc. is qualified by financial responsibility and business experience to create and preserve employment opportunities in the Enterprise Zone and improves the economic climate of Allen County.  Alpla, Inc. will be locating in the former Engineered Plastics Products Building located at 3220 Fort Shawnee Industrial Drive, Lima, Ohio 45806.  The building will be expanded an additional 60,000 square feet – which will be a $2 Million project.  The Fort Shawnee Village Council approved the agreement last night.    The terms of the said project are 50% abatement over 10 years real estate.  Mr. Muentz stated that phase 2 of the construction started with three machines and they are planning on having at least 5 machines by mid June.   This will be the 5th plant in the U.S.; there are a total of 107 plants nationwide.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
D.   Sheriff Dan Beck, Allen County Sheriff’s Office presented the following:

      1. Request to enter into an agreement with the Allen County Sheriff’s Office and the Board of Township Trustees of Bath Township.  The purpose of this agreement is a “getting started” instrument to help said parties develop baseline data, statistics and costs for dispatching services to provide fire and EMS protection for the citizens of Bath Township on a regular basis and recognize the need for these services to be properly announced and dispatched.  Sheriff Beck stated that for an 18 month period the cost will be $35,000 in which Bath Township is paying between $100,000-$115,000 at this point.  There is a significant need for the fire department module to be compatible with the Sheriff’s current system.  So far, Bath, Cairo and Westminster are involved.
E.   Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator presented the following:

      1. Request to adopt Resolution #257-07, authorize an advertisement to receive bids for the City of Delphos Street Project, FY’06 Formula Program.  Bids will be received until 12:00 noon on May 10, 2007 for the labor, material and equipment necessary for the construction of the City of Delphos Street Project, FY’06 Formula Program.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
      2. Request authorization to seek the renewal of a one (1) year note for the Eastown Road Project.  Per previous correspondence, the $2,000,000 note for the Eastown Road construction project will mature May 10, 2007.  There are funds available to cover the balance of the construction expenses for this phase as well as the 2007 interest payments and legal fees and afford a principal reduction of $75,000.   Bruce is proposing that the note be renewed for $1,925,000 for one year with the intent that budgets be put in place by the Commissioners and County Engineer for 2008 to set aside interest and legal costs and to begin a term pay out of the note.
F.   Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer presented the following:

      1. Request to accept Change Order #1 and #2 from Beaverdam Trucking, Inc. for the Early Avenue/Lutz Road Sewer Improvement Area Project.  By Resolution #541-05 dated September 6, 2005, the BOC approved a contract with Beaverdam Contracting, Inc. for an amount not to exceed $1,296,812.05.  Brad is recommending that the BOC accept two change orders presented by Beaverdam Contracting, Inc.  The first change order is for an additional amount of $4, 0891.62 for additional work required to repair a water line along with necessary road repair at the intersection of Lutz Road and Berryhill Road.  The water line was damaged while boring under Lutz Road.  Record drawings indicated the water line was much shallower than actual field conditions.  Change order #2 is for an additional $14,250.00 to the original contract.  The additional work necessary is topsoil replacement and grading work along Shearin Avenue and Early Avenue.  The elevation of the road surfaces were raised an average of four to six inches above the original elevations, thus causing the need to place the additional topsoil.  The 2 new change orders will result in a new contract price of $1,315,143.67.
