Resolution #258-07.    Authorization to set the date, time and place for the view and first hearing for the Lost Creek Petitioned Ditch #1251.
Douglass Degen, Ditch Engineer, is requesting to have the view for the said ditch on May 10, 2007 @ 11: a.m. at the intersection of Lennox Avenue and 4th Street in Perry Township and the first hearing is set for May 21, 2007 @ 10:00 a.m. at the Senior Citizens Bingo Hall, 3400 West Elm Street, Lima, Ohio.

Resolution #261-07.    Accept Change Order #1 and #2 from Beaverdam Contracting, Inc. for the Early Avenue/Lutz Road Sewer Improvement Area Project.
Bradley T. Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, is requesting that the BOC accept change orders #1 and #2 to the contract with Beaverdam Contracting, Inc.  Change order #1 will be a $4,081.62 increase to the original contract for additional work required to repair a water line along with necessary road repair at the intersection of Lutz Road and Berryhill Road.  Change order #2 will be an increase of $14,250.00 to the original contract for additional top soil replacement and grading work along Shearin Avenue and Early Avenue.  These 2 change orders will increase the total contract amount from $1,296,812.05 to $1,315,143.67.

Becky Saine, County Administrator, is requesting that the BOC approve an advance in the amount of $20,000.00 to cover start up costs in reference to the George “Mike” Ramser Group Ditch Project #1245.

Esther Baldridge, MR/DD Board Director, has requested that the BOC approve a transfer in the amount of $93,123.37 for the Waiver Administration Costs Transfer as budgeted from RFW monies.

Resolution #267-07.   Authorization to enter into an agreement with the Allen County Sheriff’s Office and the Board of Township Trustees of Bath Township.
Sheriff Dan Beck has requested that the BOC enter into an agreement with the Allen County Sheriff’s Office and the Bath Township Trustees to provide fire and EMS dispatching services for an amount not to exceed $47,000 effective January 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008.

     2.  Request to accept the 2007 County and Township Road Program.  Each year the BOC, the County Engineer and the Township Trustees, develops a defined road improvement program.  This plan is predicated by resolution from each township separately and makes definite commitments to the approximate amount they, each separately, will pay from the Motor Gasoline and Gas Tax Fund.
