MINUTES OF May 2, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 2nd day of May, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Michael Schoenhofer led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Action Items:
Resolution #287-06.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund 5035 to the Allentown Sewer Bond Fund 3888.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, is requesting that the Board authorize an advance from Fund 5035 to Fund 3888 in the amount of $25,000.00 to cover a portion of the bond payment for said project due to a shortage of assessment collections for the period.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #288-06.  Authorize training, seminar, and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #289-06.  Accept and approve the Memorandum of Understanding between the Allen County Commissioners and the Allen Soil & Water Conservation District and the Creation of the Allen County Phase II Stormwater Coordinator.
In accordance with 40 CFR Part 122.32 and Ohio Law, the Allen County Commissioners are required to submit a Storm Water Management Plan (SWMP) to the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (OEPA).  The Commissioners have agreed to the creation of a new position within the ASWCD.  This position shall be the Allen County Phase II Stormwater Coordinator.  The Phase II Stormwater Coordinator will manage the operations of the consortium.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #290-06.  Authorize the amount of the then and now purchase order approval for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Juvenile Court, Connie Lowry presented the following:
1. Request approval to apply for Discretionary Funds through the Department of Youth Services.  This is the first time in many years that the Allen County Juvenile Detention Center has been able to apply for a grant of this type.  Connie states that this is the only opportunity to apply for a grant like this since it is only available for application at this time.  The money will be used for the Drug Court Program.  They are in need of various testing supplies and a breathalyzer machine.  The funds will also be used for a Communication Service Provider and Case Management.  The amount of the grant is $50,000.00.
B. Sanitary Engineer’s Department, Rick Boerger presented the following:
1. Request to hire College Students for summer help within the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department.  The Sanitary Engineer’s Department has historically utilized college-bound students to offset summer activities such as mowing, painting, and occasional assistance on the job itself.  Each student will be employed for a period of 15 weeks. 
C. Department of Job & Family Services, Lynn Shock presented the following:
1. Request to enter into contract with Garmann/Miller Architects-Engineers to assist in the preparation of bid specifications for a new building lease along with other services necessary to insure that the specs are met and all laws, rules, regulations and codes are properly followed.  The contract would be effective from May 5, 2006 through March 31, 2007 for an amount not to exceed $15,000.00.

2. Request to amend contract with the University of Northwestern Ohio for the provision of basic computer classes to increase the contract amount by $3,000.00 from $7,500.00 to an amount not to exceed $10,500.00.  This amendment would be effective May 5, 2006.  These classes are offered to former Milcor employees and have had more individuals interested in this class than expected.
D. Family & Children First Council, Mary early presented the following:
1. Request to approve Resolution #291-06, authorize submission of grant application to the Ohio Department of Health on behalf of the Family Children First Council for the Help Me Grow Project.  The Board authorized the submission of a grant application to the Ohio Department of Health for the Help Me Grow Project – Part C – FY’2007 in the amount of $113,954.00.  These funds will be used to provide services for expectant parents, newborns and their families and infants and toddlers, and their families, at a risk for or with developmental delays and disabilities.
