MINUTES OF May 4, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 4th day of May, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Phil Gordon led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the April 27, 2006 and May 2, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #292-06.  Authorize training, seminar, and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #293-06.  Authorize the employment of summer help in the Sanitary Engineering Department.
Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, has requested that the Board employ 4 college students as summer help in the Sanitary Engineering Department for a period not to exceed 15 weeks.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #294-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Eastown Road Widening Fund #4708.
This request was received from Laura Clark, Allen County Engineer’s Office, for the Eastown Road Widening Fund #4708.  The original appropriation was $1,725,753.00; the new appropriation amount is $2,050,753.00 for an increase of $325,000.00.  This is needed to pay the principal and interest on a short term debt.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #295-06.  Authorize the amendment to a contract between the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services and the University of Northwestern Ohio.
Lynn Shock, Department of Job and Family Services, presented this request at the May 2, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  On March 2, 2006 Resolution #127-06 was passed authorizing a contract with the University of Northwestern Ohio for an amount not to exceed $7,500.00.  Ms. Shock requested to amend the said contract, increasing the value of the contract by $3,000.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #296-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with Garmann/Miller Architects, Inc.

Lynn Shock, Department of Job and Family Services, presented this request at the May 2, 2006 Agenda Meeting. This is a contract with Garmann/Miller Architects, Inc. for the preparation of bid specifications for a new building lease and additional services necessary to insure that the specifications are met and all laws, rules, regulations and codes are properly followed.  This contract is for an amount not to exceed $15,000.00, effective May 5, 2006 through March 31, 2007.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #297-06.  Enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with the Allen County Engineer’s Office for the Eastown Road Improvement Project – Phase I and Phase II.

The Board desires to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with the Allen County Engineer for the purpose of providing funding dollars to the Eastown Road Improvement Project, Phase I and Phase II.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #298-06.  Allow Memorial Day appropriations.
An appropriation in the amount of $7,500.00 has been approved by the Board to be distributed amongst several organizations that will receive $500.00 each in accordance with and for the purpose set forth in Section 307.66 of the Ohio Revised Code.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #299-06.  Authorize warrants of transfer for the Allen County Board of MR/DD.

Jeannie Stahl, Allen County Board of MR/DD, is requesting that the Board authorize a transfer from Fund #2075 to Fund 0018 in the amount of $4,577.30 and from Fund #2077 to Fund #0018 in the amount of $43,203.04.  These transfers are necessary based on the FY’06 FRS and the FY’06 SL Allocations.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #300-06.  Resolution authorizing the issuance of $2,000,000 of Various Purpose Bond Anticipation Notes (Road Projects), Series 2005, First (2006) Renewal.

This is the renewal for the issuance of $2,000,000 in Various Purpose Bond Anticipation Notes for the purpose of  providing funds to pay the cost of widening Eastown Road (Phase I), together with the cost of financing and legal services.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Sanitary Engineer, presented the following:
1. Request to employ a Class I Wastewater Treatment Operator.  Rick Boerger stated that the Shawnee II Wastewater Treatment Plant has been operating without a licensed support operator since March 2005.  The position was posted in-house and there was no interest within.  Mr. Boerger stated he has interviewed two applicants for the position and is recommending to the Board the employment of Mr. Tracy Garwood.
2. Request authorization to submit a Water Pollution Control Loan Fund application for the Perry School Sewer Project.  Bruce Wells, Business Manager, stated that the actual loan amount will be determined by the final cost of the project less any contribution to the project by the Sanitary Sewer District.  The estimate for said project is approximately $500,000.  This will be a twenty year loan at 0%.  Perry Schools will be the sole source of repayment through assessment as they will be the only customers on the system at this time.
B. Marcel Wagner, Allen Economic Development Group, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #301-06, enter into an Enterprise Zone Agreement with the Proctor & Gamble Manufacturing Company.  This agreement is a 50%, 15-year real-estate abatement.  The Bath School Board and the Bath Township Trustees have approved this agreement.  This is a $1.2 million dollars project with the creation in excess of 200 new jobs.

Phil Gordon, Proctor & Gamble Mfg. Co., stated that this is a culmination of efforts from 
various organizations that have put forth the effort over the past year or so, to create a tax 
structure, utilities, infrastructure and now this agreement in order to begin this project, which 
in turn makes the project financially viable from Proctor & Gamble’s side.  Through this 
agreement, Proctor & Gamble will have a tax structure that will allow the company to be 
internally and externally competitive.  From the public sector side, this will allow the 
County’s tax base to grow.  This will also generate millions of dollars of new tax revenue, in 
particular to Bath School.  This project also creates an environment in which Allen County representatives are willing to sit down and negotiate and/or assist other companies that 
are looking at expanding or to locate in Allen County, The Commissioners thanked Mr. Gordon 
for his efforts and for what Proctor & Gamble has done for the County.

C. Jim Wingate, Adult Probation, presented the following:
1. Request to submit a grant application to the Office of Criminal Justice Services for the sex offender grant.   Mr. Wingate is requesting to apply for $126,810.50 of sex offender grant funds with a cash match of $42,270.17 for a total budget of $169,080.67.  Said monies will be used for salary, polygraphs, bar sweeps, field urinalysis, treatment for sex offenders through mental health/abuse counselors, court appearances, etc.  There are currently 119 registered offenders in Allen County, in which 75 are under supervision through Adult Probation.
D. County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:
1. Request approval of one (1) Contract for Sale and Purchase of Real Property for the Eastown Road Improvement Project – Phase III.  Brion Rhodes, Bridge Engineer, stated that this Contract for Sale and Purchase of Real Property includes the warranty deed, temporary easement as well as the purchase of excess land.  This agreement is with Mamie Hampshire in the amount of $220,500.  Funding has been appropriated to ODOT who in turn will disburse the funds.
2. Request to amend Resolution #252-06 and authorize the modification of the date of the final hearing for Flat Fork Creek Joint County Ditch #1224.  Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, on April 13, 2006, Resolution #252-06 was approved establishing the date, time and place for the final hearing of Flat Fork Creek Joint County Ditch #1224.  Since that time, it was determined that additional evaluation is required.  There are two wooden bridges currently maintained by the City of Delphos, which are scheduled for demolition.  The bridges were constructed from old railroad ties, likely treated with creosote.  It is being requested that PSI be contracted with to collect soil samples from the area surrounding the bridges to assess the possible release to soil of creosote-related compounds.   Therefore, until the results of the soil testing are determined, the engineer’s estimate cannot be completed.  The final hearing has been rescheduled for June 6, 2006 at 2:00 p.m. at the Fraternal Order of Eagles.
3. Request to accept bid and enter into contract with Newell Equipment, Inc. for the Single Axle Truck and Tandem Axle Truck Equipment.  Chris Hardesty, Operations Manager, stated that three bids were received with the low bid being Newell Equipment, Inc. in the amount of $112,335.00.  The bid of Newell Equipment, Inc. has been reviewed, has met bid requirements, and Mr. Hardesty recommends that the proposal is accepted and a contract be entered into.
4. Request to adopt Resolution #302-06, authorize the Allen County Engineer’s Office to submit application to the State of Ohio Department of Transportation for Transportation Funds.  This grant will be utilized for Phase 3 of the Eastown Road Improvement Project.  The total estimate cost of the project is $74,800.00, in which the Allen County Engineer’s Office will pay 20% from gasoline tax monies.  This grant will be utilized for the beautification (trees, shrubs, etc.) for this project.  

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
