MINUTES OF May 25, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 25th day of May, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Josh Poland led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the May 23, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #349-06.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer.
This request was received from Becky Saine, County Administrator, for a transfer in the amount of $3,000.00 from the General Fund #2990 to the Stormwater Coordinator Fund #2980 for additional grants for a summer intern.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #350-06.  Authorize Clerk of the Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the purchase of a Sound Attenuated Environmental Portable Engine Drive Automatic Pumping System for the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department.
The Board received written communications from Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, seeking permission to advertise to receive bids for the purchase of a Sound Attenuated Environmental Portable Engine Driven Automatic Pumping System.  Bids will be received until 10:00 a.m. June 21, 2006 in the office of the Allen County Commissioners by the Clerk of the Board.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #351-06.  Authorize the employment of Christopher Wilson as a Maintenance Worker I in the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department.
The Board received written communications from Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, requesting to employ Christopher Wilson as a Maintenance Worker I in the Sanitary Engineering Department effective May 30, 2006.  Mr. Wilson will be required to serve a one hundred twenty (120) day probationary period.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #352-06.  Authorize training, seminar, and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #353-06.  Authorize the termination of an employee at the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services.
The Board received a request from Lynn Shock, Director of the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services, requesting approval for the termination of an employee due to gross non-feasance, neglect of duty, unprofessional conduct and failure of good behavior effective 12:00 p.m. on Thursday, May 25, 2006.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #354-06.  Declare a 1952 Willy’s Jeep from the Allen County Emergency Management Agency obsolete and unsuitable for county use.
A request was received from Russ Decker, Director of Allen County Homeland Security/Emergency Management Agency, asking that the Board declare a 1952 Willy’s Jeep obsolete and unsuitable for county use. 
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #355-06.  Accept bid and enter into contract with Digital Data Technologies, Inc. for the E911 GIS Program.
One sealed bid was received by the Board and read aloud for the E911 GIS Program.  Jerry Morris, 9-1-1 Coordinator, has reviewed the bid and recommends that the Board enter into contract with Digital Data Technologies, Inc. in the amount of $245,000.00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Scott Ferris, Allen County Children Services, presented the following:
1. Request to enter into various contracts for the additions and renovation of the Allen County Children Services facility – 123 West Spring Street.  A total of 17 bids were received for the renovations to and relocation of the Children Services Agency and opened on May 18, 2006.  The Architect/Engineer for the project, Garmann Miller, has reviewed the bids and recommends that the following contracts be awarded:  Tuttle Construction for General Labor in the amount of $1,982,000.00, Dayton Fire Protection for Fire Protection in the amount of $69,190.00, Gast Plumbing & Heating for Plumbing $119,015.00, All-Temp Refrigeration for HVAC $264,997.00, and Sidney Electric for Electrical Services in the amount of $398,000.00 for a grand total of $2,833,202.00.  The bids are 2.3% under the published estimate of $2,900,000.00.  This recommendation has been reviewed by the Children Services Board – Building Committee.  This project is expected to begin in June, 2006 and should be completed by January, 2007.
B. Russ Decker, Allen County Emergency Management Agency, presented the following:
1.   Request to accept bid and enter into contract for the purchase of one (1) Remote Air Monitoring System.  After careful review, Mr. Decker is recommending that the Board award a contract with RAE Systems, Inc. of San Jose, California for the purchase of one complete Remote Air Monitoring System at a cost not to exceed $35,100.00.  RAE Systems, Inc. was the only bidder for this project and their proposal meets all requirements.  Funding for the Remote Air Monitoring System will come from a federal grant from the U.S. Department of Homeland Security.  No local funds will be required for this purchase.
C. Pat Smith, Allen County Museum, presented the following:
1.   Request to enter into contract with Touchstone CPM for construction management services for Phase I of the Allen County Museum Expansion Project.  The contract is in the amount of $157,291.52.  The funds being used are from state grant money for the Allen County Museum Expansion Project.
D. Vicki Tarr, Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented the following:
1.   Request to renew an agreement with Downes, Hurst & Fishel for labor relation services.  This agreement would be effective from June 1, 2006 through May 31, 2007 at the rate of $150.00 per hour.

2.    Request to renew an agreement with Martin Investigative Services.  Martin Investigative Services are used by the CSEA on an as needed basis to obtain, monitor and provide proof of client’s employment providing video tape and paper trails for use in court hearings.  Martin Investigative also obtains addresses and serves summons for IV-D cases at a cost of $43.00 per hour.

3.    Request to renew an agreement with Michael White for service of process.  Mike will be investigating and obtaining service of process in Title IV-D related cases at the rate of $21.00 per hour effective June 1, 2006 through May 31, 2007, the total contract value is not to exceed $10,000.00

4.    Request to employ Gregory Murphy and Kimberly Clary as temporary part-time summer help.  Greg and Kim will be helping in the file room effective June 1, 2006 during the summer months and will be returning to school in the fall.  The rate of pay would be $10.19 per hour and they would not receive any benefits associated with full-time employment.
