MINUTES OF May 30, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 30th day of May, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Nicole Ward led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the May 25, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #356-06.  Authorize a contract with Sidney Electric for the electrical portion of the Allen County Children Services Additions and Renovations Project at 123 West Spring Street, Lima, Ohio.
Bids were received for the Allen County Children Services Additions and Renovations Project for the facility at 123 West Spring Street, Lima as authorized by Resolution #247-06 dated April 13, 2006.  Bids were received for the project for five elements including General Trades, Fire Protection, Plumbing, HVAC and Electrical for a total engineer’s estimate of $2,900,000.00.  A total of four bids were received for the electrical portion of the project and it is recommended by the Architect/Engineer, Garmann Miller and the Children Services Board to enter into contract with Sidney Electric in the amount of $398,000.00 for the electrical portion of this project.

Bids were received for the project for five elements including General Trades, Fire Protection, Plumbing, HVAC and Electrical for a total engineer’s estimate of $2,900,000.00.  A total of four bids were received for the fire protection portion of the project and it is recommended by the Architect/Engineer, Garmann Miller and the Children Services Board to enter into contract with Dayton Fire Protection in the amount of $69,190.00 for the fire protection portion of this project.

Bids were received for the Allen County Children Services Additions and Renovations Project for the facility at 123 West Spring Street, Lima as authorized by Resolution #247-06 dated April 13, 2006.  Bids were received for the project for five elements including General Trades, Fire Protection, Plumbing, HVAC and Electrical for a total engineer’s estimate of $2,900,000.00.  A total of five bids were received for the HVAC portion of the project and it is recommended by the Architect/Engineer, Garmann Miller and the Children Services Board to enter into contract with All-Temp Refrigeration in the amount of $264,997.00 for the HVAC portion of this project.

Resolution #360-06.  Authorize a contract with Gast Plumbing & Heating for the plumbing portion of the Allen County Children Services Additions and Renovations Project at 123 West Spring Street, Lima, Ohio.

Bids were received for the Allen County Children Services Additions and Renovations Project for the facility at 123 West Spring Street, Lima as authorized by Resolution #247-06 dated April 13, 2006.  Bids were received for the project for five elements including General Trades, Fire Protection, Plumbing, HVAC and Electrical for a total engineer’s estimate of $2,900,000.00.  A total of four bids were received for the plumbing portion of the project and it is recommended by the Architect/Engineer, Garmann Miller and the Children Services Board to enter into contract with Gast Plumbing & Heating in the amount of $119,015.00 for the plumbing portion of this project.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, has requested that the Board authorize a transfer to return $350,000.00 advanced from the Sanitary Engineer’s Office Surplus Fund 5034 to the Early Lutz Sewer Project Fund 4400.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #362-06.  Accept bid and enter into contract with RAE Systems, Inc. for the Remote Air Monitoring System.
One sealed bid was received and read aloud for the Remote Air Monitoring System.  Russ Decker, Director of the Allen County Emergency Management Agency, has reviewed the bid and recommends that the Board accept bid and enter into contract with RAE Systems, Inc. in the amount of $35,100.00.

Resolution #363-06.  Authorize a contract with Touchstone CPM for Phase I of the Allen County Museum Expansion Project.
The Board received a request from Patricia Smith, Allen County Museum Director, to enter into contract with Touchstone CPM for Phase I of the Allen County Museum Expansion Project for an amount not to exceed $157,291.52.

Resolution #365-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the General Fund to the Civic Center Fund.

Becky Saine, County Administrator, is requesting that the Board authorize a transfer in the amount of $57,500.00 for Civic Center utilities.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #366-06.  Authorize the employment of Gregory Murphy and Kimberly Clary as Temporary Part-Time Summer Help in the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency.
Lisa Merkle, Director, is requesting that the Board approve the employment of Gregory Murphy and Kimberly Clary as Temporary Part-Time Summer Help effective June 1, 2006.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #367-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Early Lutz Sewer Project Fund 4400.

Bruce Wells, Sanitary Engineering Department Business Manager, has requested a supplemental appropriation for the Early Lutz Sewer Project Fund 4400 with an original appropriation in the amount of $2,100.00 and a new appropriation of $352,100.00 for an increase of $350,000.00 to facilitate the repayment of an unbudgeted amount.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #368-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Indianbrook Water Assessment Fund 3700.
Ben Diepenbrock, Allen County Auditor, has requested a supplemental appropriation for the Indianbrook Water Assessment Fund 3700 with an original appropriation in the amount of $0.00 and a new appropriation of $3,000.00 for an increase of $3,000.00 since refunds due to residents are to return prior assessments paid.  Assessment will be dropped from tax duplicate as there is enough collected to pay the remaining principal and interest on the debt.

Resolution #369-06.  Adopt a Drug-Free Workplace Policy and Procedures for Allen County Employees.
Nicole Ward, Administrative Assistant within the Allen County Commissioner’s Office, has submitted for review and approval by the Board a Drug-Free Workplace Policy and Procedure for all Allen County Employees.  The said policy outlines the criteria in which an employee will be tested for the presence of illicit or illegally used drugs and alcohol.  This policy will be effective June 1, 2006.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #370-06.  Authorize the renewal of an agreement with Downes, Hurst and Fishel for professional services with the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency.
A request has been received from Lisa Merkle, Director, asking that the Board renew an agreement for labor relation services with Downes, Hurst & Fishel, Attorneys at Law at a rate of $150.00 per hour effective June 1, 2006 through May 31, 2007.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #371-06.  Approve the renewal of a contract between Thomas A. Martin and the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency for investigative services.
The Board received a request from Lisa Merkle, Director, to approve the renewal of an agreement between the CSEA and Thomas A. Martin for investigative services.  Mr. Martin will be acting as an investigator for the agency for location of absent parents and to investigate possible employment of absent parents at a rate of $43.00 per hour effective June 16, 2006 through June 15, 2007.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #372-06.  Authorize the renewal of a contract between Michael White and the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency for service of process.
Correspondence has been received from Lisa Merkle, Director, requesting that the Board authorize to renew a contract with Michael White for Service of Process on Title IV-D cases in Juvenile and Common Pleas Courts at the rate of $21.00 per hour and a total cost not to exceed $10,000.00 effective June 1, 2006 through May 31, 2007.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

A. Department of Job & Family Services, Lynn Shock, presented the following:
1. Request to enter into contract with Allen County Board of MR/DD for Help Me Grow services.  This contract is necessary for the administration of the TANF funds, Part C Funds and General Revenue funds for the Help Me Grow Program for FY’2007 effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007 in an amount not to exceed $448,977.00.
2. Request to enter into contract with Transportation Services Corp., dba Black & White Cab Co.  This contract is for transportation services effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007 in an amount not to exceed $125,000.00.

3. Request to amend contract with Rosey Mary Tisdale dba Tizzy’z Kidz Bizz Day Care.  This contract amendment is for day care services to increase the total amount by $15,000.00 from $65,000.00 to an amount not to exceed $80,000.00 effective June 2, 2006.
