MINUTES OF JUNE 15, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 15th day of June, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Mary Early led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the June 8, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #393-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses fore various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #394-06.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, requested to transfer $5,100.00 from the General Fund to the Sheriff-Psychiatric Services Fund for a psychiatry contract for the inmates at the Allen County Jail.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #395-06.  Authorize an agreement with Verifications, Inc. for third party administration for the Drug Free Workplace Program.
Nicole Ward, Administrative Assistant, has requested that the Board enter into an agreement with Verifications, Inc. for third party administration of the Drug Free Workplace Program effective May 31, 2006 through May 31, 2007 on a per-usage basis.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #396-06.  Amend Resolution #333-06, set date, time and place for the final hearing of the Earl Gaskill Petitioned Ditch #1229.
The Board of Allen County Commissioners passed Resolution #333-06 dated may 18, 2006 authorizing the date, time and place for the Final Hearing of the Earl Gaskill Petitioned Ditch #1229.  Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, has requested to change the date and time for the Final Hearing of this project from June 20, 2006 to July 18, 2006 at 1:00 p.m. at the Amanda Township House, 690 South Conant Road, Spencerville, Ohio 45887.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #397-06.  Authorize the appointment and re-appointment of members to the 9-1-1 Governing Board.
9-1-1 Coordinator, Lt. Jerry Morris brought forward letters recommending the appointment and re-appointment for representative seats on the 9-1-1 Governing Board.  The Board of Allen County Commissioners has been advised of the need for the appointment of members and appoints the following individuals to the 9-1-1 Governing Board:  Russell Decker, Sheriff Dan Beck, Lt. S. Pat Gehrisch, Chief Jim Foust, Chief Lanny Bailey, Chief Greg Garlock, Chief Mike Stout, Trustee Paul Basinger, and Greg Burquist.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #398-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Early Childhood Special Education Grant Fund #2460.
This request for a supplemental appropriation was received from Martha Nance, Director, Allen County Board of MR/DD for the Early Childhood Special Education Grant Fund #2460 with an original appropriation of $0.00 for a new appropriation of $1,695.13 for an increase of $1,695.13 to appropriate additional funds not previously available.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #399-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Warrington Ditch #1237 Fund #4237.
This request for a supplemental appropriation was received from Laura Clark, Allen County Engineer’s Office for the Warrington Ditch #1237 Fund #4237 with an original appropriation of $0.00 for a new appropriation of $500.00 with an increase of $500.00 to appropriate funds not previously appropriated.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #400-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the RPC Fund #8840.
This request for a supplemental appropriation was received from Marlene Schumaker, Grants Administrator for the Allen County Regional Planning Commission for the RPC Fund #8840 with an original appropriation of $518,783.20 for a new appropriation of $583,635.70 for an increase of $64,852.50 for additional funds received from a new grant from the Department of Safety.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A. Sanitary Engineer, Steve Kayatin, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #401-06, authorize the Clerk of the Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the construction of the Jackson-Auglaize Township Sewer Sub-District #1 Improvement Area Project.  The Board of County Commissioners received written communication from Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, seeking permission to advertise to receive bids for the construction of the Jackson-Auglaize Township Sewer Sub-District #1 Improvement Area.  Bids will be received until 10:00 a.m., July 5, 2006, in the office of the Allen County Commissioners by the Clerk of the Board, and will be opened and publicly read aloud.  A copy of the contract documents, including drawings and specifications are on file at the office of the Allen County Sanitary Engineer, 204 N. Main Street, Suite 301, Lima, Ohio 45801.  A set may also be obtained from the office of Kohli & Kaliher Associates, Inc. located at 2244 Baton Rouge Avenue, Lima, Ohio 45805.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B. Department of Job & Family Services, Lynn Shock, presented the following:
1. Request to enter into various Daycare contracts.  All of the following contracts are effective from July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007:  Tamara Dupree dba Tami’s Day Care-not to exceed $60,000.00, Geneva Labauve dba It Takes a Village Child Care-not to exceed $40,000.00, St. Rose Children’s Center-not to exceed $10,000.00, Heir Force Academy, Inc-not to exceed $75,000.00, First Baptist Day Care-not to exceed $90,000.00, Bluffton Child Development Center-not to exceed $43,000.00, Bradfield Community Association-not to exceed $3,000.00, Learning Castle Child Care Center-not to exceed $85,000.00, Trinity United Methodist Church Center for Creative Child Care-not to exceed $30,000.00, Auglaize-Mercer Counties Family Y dba Family Y Learning Center-not to exceed $8,000.00, Lima/Allen Council on Community Affairs dba Central Head Start-not to exceed $30,000.00, New Creation Child Care Center-not to exceed $25,000.00, James A. Rhodes State College dba Rhodes Campus Preschool-not to exceed $8,000.00, Granney’s Child Care-not to exceed $85,000.00, First Church of God Learning Tree Child Care Center-not to exceed $35,000.00, Northside Mennonite Child Care Center, Inc.-not to exceed $25,000.00, Kim Parks-Butterfield dba ABC 123 Day Care-not to exceed $125,000.00, Rosey Mary Tisdale dba Tizzy’z Kidz Bizz-not to exceed $125,000.00, Kendra R. Johnson dba Kendra’s Kinder Kare-not to exceed $150,000.00, and James A. Rhodes State College Child Care Center-not to exceed $80,000.00.
2. Request to enter into contract with Downes, Hurst and Fishel.  This contract is for labor relations services effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007 in an amount not to exceed $20,000.00.

3. Request to enter into contract with TALX Corporation.  This contract is for the purchase of income verification information effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007 in an amount not to exceed $35,000.00.

C. Family & Children First Council, Mary Early, presented the following:
1. Request to submit a FCFC Administrative Grant application.  The grant that the FCFC is applying for is in the amount of $20,000.00.
D. Community Development, Bruce Wells, presented the following:
1. Request to commit funds for a CDBG Repair project at 5029 Zurmehly Road.  Bids were requested from five contractors for a sewer line installation at the property located at 5029 Zurmehly Road to alleviate a Health Department complaint.  The lowest bid received came from Home Maintenance Support in the amount of $2,475.00.
2. Request to commit additional funds for a CDBG Repair project at 3762 Old Delphos Road.  The replacement of an on site sanitary system was previously approved for this property and the project was completed to the satisfaction of the Health Department and the homeowner.  The project cost was $9,360.00 but the specifications did not include the disposal of soil from the site.  The additional cost to dispose the soil is $350.00, which was quoted from Smitty’s General Contracting.
3. Request to authorize a contract for the FY’05 Formula, Cairo Flood & Drainage Project.  The Board previously approved by Resolution #318-06 dated May 11, 2006, the advertisement for bids for the FY’05 Formula Cairo Flood & Drainage Project.  Bids were received and opened on June 9th, 2006 with the following results:  Smith Paving & Excavating - $44,915.00, Schumm Plumbing & Heating – 48,575.00, Schimmoeller Contracting - $46,994.50 and Ward Construction Company - $46,805.00.  The engineer’s estimate for construction and the formula allocation for this project is $44,000.00 with the Village of Cairo being responsible for all engineering costs and any project costs over the allocation amount.  The project engineer, Feller, Finch & Associates and the Village of Cairo will review and recommend entering into contract with the low, qualified bidder.
4. Request to adopt an Anti-Displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan.  All grant recipients of HUD funding are required to adopt an Anti-Displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan whether or not demolition activities are planned.  The essence of the plan is the commitment by the County to replace occupied and vacant but occupiable low and moderate income dwelling units that are demolished or converted to other uses as a direct result of activities assisted with funds provided under HUD funded programs (CDBG, HOME, CHIP).  Replacement of the housing would be required within three years of commencement of the demolition rehabilitation related to conversion to another use.  This would not apply to the demolition of condemned, non-occupiable properties not to any project that does not involve HUD grant funds.

5. Request to entertain a proposal from LACCA for the submission of CDBG – New Horizons Fair Housing Assistance Program grant and establishment of a public hearing on the same.  LACCA has presented a proposal to submit an application to the Ohio Department of Development, Office of Housing and Community Partnerships (OHCP) for a $15,000 grant under the New Horizons, Fair Housing Assistance Program.  The grant would be requested and funded through the Allen County Commissioners office in the same manner as other OHCP grants.  The proposal identifies LACCA as a subcontractor for the grant activities with the responsibility for implementing the administrative activities, daily oversight, fiscal management and record keeping.  No local matching funds are required.  The grant application does require a public hearing, which, if the Board wishes to proceed with the application, would be proposed for 10:00 a.m. on Monday July 10, 2006 in the Commissioners Public Meeting Room.

6. Request to take necessary steps to amend the FY’05 CDBG Formula Grant application for the City of Delphos.  The City of Delphos was awarded $33,000 for a street resurfacing project under the FY’05 Formula Grant.  The project involved several blocks of Clay Street.  The City has become aware that a local industry will be engaged in a project that will subject a three block area of Clay Street with heavy equipment and load usage and is requesting that the grant be amended to exclude this portion of Clay Street and that a section of Scott Street be substituted.  

7. Request to adopt Resolution #402-06, set date and time for the Second Public Hearing on the FY’06 CDBG Formula Grant Application.  The allocation for the FY'06 CDBG Formula Grant is $232,000.  Applications for funding from the grant were received from eight entities for a total of $364,942.  This amount plus the proposed Fair Housing and Administration allowances of $10,000 and $30,000 respectively totaled $404,942; a negative difference of $172,942.  To meet hearing and application submission deadlines, Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, has requested that the second Public Hearing for the FY’06 CDBG, Small Cities Formula Application be set for Wednesday, July 5, 2006 at 10:00 a.m. in the Commissioner s Public Meeting Room.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
