MINUTES OF JUNE 20, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 20th day of June, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Paige Townsend led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the June 15, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #403-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses fore various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #404-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with various Day Care Providers.
Lynn Shock, Director, Department of Job & Family Services, has requested that the Board authorize the Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with various Day Care Providers, which was discussed at the June 15, 2006 Agenda Meeting.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #405-06.  Authorize an agreement between the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services and Downes, Hurst and Fishel for Labor Relation Services.
Lynn Shock, Director, Department of Job & Family Services, has requested that the Board approve an agreement for labor relation services with Downes, Hurst & Fishel, Attorneys at Law effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007 at an amount not to exceed $20,000.00
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #406-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with TALX Corporation.
Lynn Shock, Director, Department of Job & Family Services, has requested that the Board authorize a contract with TALX Corporation for the provision of employment verification services effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007 in an amount not to exceed $35,000.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #407-06.  Authorize the commitment of additional funds for repairs to a property located in Monroe Township.
Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator has requested that the Board commit an additional amount of $350.00 for the said project that was discussed at the June 15, 2006 Agenda Meeting.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #408-06.  Authorize the commitment of funds for repairs to a property located in Shawnee Township.
Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, has recommended that the Board commit a total not to exceed $2,475.00 for the said project that was discussed at the June 15, 2006 Agenda Meeting.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #409-06.  Authorize the time, date and place for the Second Public Hearing on the FY’06 CDBG, New Horizons Fair Housing Grant Application.
Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, has requested that the Second Public Hearing for the FY’06 CDBG, New Horizons Fair Housing Grant Application be set for Monday, July 10, 2006 at 10:00 a.m. in the Commissioners Public Meeting Room.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #410-06.  Authorize an Anti-Displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan in accordance with HUD and the Ohio Department of Development, Office of Housing and Community Partnerships.
The State of Ohio, Department of Development, through its Office of Housing and Community Partnerships (“OHCP”) administers the federal Community Development Block Grant (“CDBG”) Program for the State of Ohio.  The Allen County Board of Commissioners has been determined to be an eligible recipient of CDBG funds.  In accordance with requirements of the OHCP for federal grant funding, desires to establish an Anti-Displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan addressing actions to be taken when federally funded projects involve demolition or renovation of occupies or occupiable low to moderate income housing units.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #411-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Operations Fund #5034 to the Surplus Fund #5035.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Allen County Sanitary Engineer, has requested that the Board authorize a transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Operations Fund #5034 to the Surplus Fund #5035 in the amount of $500,000.00 to move revenue from operations to the surplus fund to fund various departmental projects.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #412-06.  Authorize time and date for the 2007 Tax Budget Hearing.
Pursuant to Section 5705.30 of the Ohio Revised Code, prior to the adoption of the County budget a hearing must be held.  The Board sets July 12, 2006 at 10:30 a.m. in the office of the Commissioners Room 303, Allen County Courthouse as the date, time and place for the 2007 Tax Budget Hearing.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #413-06.  Authorize submission of a grant application to the Ohio Family & Children First Council for the Administrative Funds Grant SFY’2007.
Mary Early, Family & Children First Council Coordinator, has requested that the Board authorize the submission of a grant application to the Ohio Family & Children First Council for the Administrative Funds Grant SFY’2007 in the amount of $20,000.00.  These funds will be used to continue efforts to work toward the Impact of School Success.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

A. Building & Grounds, Dana Sterling, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #414-06, purchase a HVAC Supervisory Controller Replacement for Johnson Controls System.  This system head failed in the Court of Appeals Building, three bids were received for the estimated cost to have this replaced.  All-Temp refrigeration had the lowest bid at $24,868.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

1. Lynn Shock, Director, Department of Job & Family Services is seeking permission to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the lease of office space for the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services.  All sealed bids shall be submitted in writing and shall be filed in the Office of the Board of County Commissioners, Courthouse, Lima, Ohio.  Bids will be received until 10:30 a.m., July 24, 2006 and opened and publicly read aloud.

2. Request to enter into contract with various Day Care Providers.  Lynn Shock, Director, has requested to enter into four (4) additional Day Care Contracts with the following individuals:  Lima Community Church dba Noah’s Ark Child Care Center & Pre-School – not to exceed $125,000.00, Lisa K. Walton dba Walton’s Kiddie Kare – not to exceed $100,000.00, Association for Retarded Citizens of Allen County, Inc. dba Robin Rogers Day Services – not to exceed $2,000.00 and D.N. Wieging, Inc. dba Broadway Kid’s Place – not to exceed $12,000.00.  All contracts are effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.
3. Request to enter into contract with the Allen County Children Services Board for protective services for children.  This contract is effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007 in an amount not to exceed $600,000.00.

4. Request to enter into contract with Lima/Allen Council on Community Affairs.  This contract is for employment skills training, job development and job search in an amount not to exceed $113,081.00 effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.

5. Request to enter into contract with Goodwill Industries of Lima, Inc.  This contract is for transitional work activities, job development, optional in-house training and post-employment support services in an amount not to exceed $38,172.23 effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.
