MINUTES OF JUNE 22, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 22nd day of June, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Gwen Bailey led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the June 20, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #416-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with various Day Care Providers.
Lynn Shock, Director, Department of Job & Family Services, has requested that the Board authorize to enter into various contracts with the following Day Care Providers:  Lima Community Church dba Noah’s Ark Child Care Center and Pre-School – not to exceed $125,000, Lisa K. Walton dba Walton’s Kiddie Kare – not to exceed $100,000, Association for Retarded Citizens of Allen County, Inc. dba Robin Rogers Day Services – not to exceed $2,000 and D.N. Wieging, Inc. dba Broadway Kid’s Place – not to exceed $12,000.  All said contracts are effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #417-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with Lima/Allen Council on Community Affairs.
Lynn Shock, Director, has requested that the Board authorize a contract between the Department of Job & Family Services and Lima/Allen Council on Community Affairs for employment skills training, job development and job search.  The contract will be effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007 in an amount not to exceed $113,081.00.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #418-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with Goodwill Industries of Lima, Inc.
Lynn Shock, Director, has requested that the Board authorize a contract between the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services and Goodwill Industries of Lima, Inc. for transitional work activities, job development, optional in-house training and post-employment support services.  The contract is effective from July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007 in an amount not to exceed $38,172.23.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #419-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with the Allen County Children Services Board.
Lynn Shock, Director, has requested that the Board authorize a contract between the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services and the Allen County Children Services Board for protective services for children.  The contract is effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007 in an amount not to exceed $600,000.00
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #420-06.  Authorize a contract with Smith Paving and Excavating for the Village of Cairo, FY’05 Formula Grant – Flood and Drainage Project.
The following bids were received for the Village of Cairo, FY’05 Formula Grant – Flood & Drainage Project:  Smith Paving & Excavating - $44,915.00, Schumm Plumbing & Heating - $48,575.00, Schimmoeller Contracting - $46,994.50 and Ward Construction Company - $46,805.00.  The bids have been reviewed by the Village of Cairo and the project engineer, Feller, Finch & Associates with the recommendation that the bid of Smith Paving & Excavating be accepted for the project.  Bruce wells, Community Development Coordinator, has requested that the Engineer’s recommendation be accepted and a contract be awarded for the said project in the amount of $44,915.00
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #421-06.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund #5035 to the American II WWTP Fund #5406.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, has requested that a transfer be made from the Sanitary Engineering Surplus Fund #5035 to the American II WWTP Fund #5406 in the amount of $50,000.00 to cover current invoices for the American II Waste Water Treatment Plant design project in anticipation of the receipt of loan proceeds.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #422-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Engineer Fund #2099.
This request came from Laura Clark, Allen County Engineer’s Office, for an original appropriation of $0.00 and a new appropriation of $254.83 for an increase of $254.83 to pay interest on debt.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #423-06.  Approve the renewal of six (6) Crafts Educational Fund Scholarships for 2006-2007.
The Craft Scholarship Loan Committee met for the purpose of reviewing applications and other pertinent data received for the renewal of the scholarship award.  It is the recommendation that the following students be granted the renewal of the Crafts Educations Scholarship Award for the school year 2006-2007:  David Schluneker, Jessica Rahrig, Mark Mueller, Stefanie Campbell, Rachel Clum and Katie Haver whom all received a grant in the amount of $500.00.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A. Sanitary Engineering Department, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #424-06, authorize the Clerk of the Board to post notice to bidders and advertise to receive bids for the Allen County Ft. Amanda & Riverview Sub-basins Sanitary Sewer Relining Project.  The Sanitary Engineering Department is conducting an ongoing system-wide inflow/filtration reduction program to eliminate storm/ground water from the County’s sanitary sewer systems.  The Sanitary Engineering Department has completed and reviewed Closed Circuit TV footage of the Fort Amanda and Riverview Sub-Basins, which is part of the over-all Shawnee sanitary sewer system, and identified areas of the mainline system that has deteriorated and requires rehabilitation.  After review of approved methods of mainline rehabilitation, pipe relining is recommended for the system problems.  Bradley T. Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, is seeking permission to advertise to receive bids for the said project.  The bids will be received until 10:00 a.m. July 12, 2006 in the office of the Allen County Commissioners.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B. Department of Job & Family Services, Lynn Shock, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #425-06, authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with Apollo Career Center.  This contract is for the purchase of ABLE/GED classes, effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007 in an amount not to exceed $42,917.87.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
