MINUTES OF JUNE 29, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Jim Sabin led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the June 22, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the June 27, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #437-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with the Allen County Regional Transit Authority.
Lynn Shock, Director of the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services, has requested that the Board authorize the Department of Job & Family Services to enter into a contract with the Lima Regional Transit Authority for seven (7) bus routes per day to the facility located at 1501 S. Dixie Hwy. Lima, Ohio.  The said contract will be effective from July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007 in an amount not to exceed $20,259.79.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #438-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with Network Training, Inc.
Lynn Shock, Director, has requested that the Board authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into a contract with Network Training, Inc. for WIA youth services.  This contract shall be effective from July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007 in an amount not to exceed $100,000.00.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #439-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with Goodwill Industries of Lima, Inc.
Lynn Shock, Director, has requested that the Board authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into a contract with Goodwill Industries of Lima, Inc.  This contract is for transportation services in an amount not to exceed $42,000.00 effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #440-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with Northwood/Maplewood Learning Center.
Lynn Shock, Director has requested that the Board authorize the Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with Northwood/Maplewood Learning Center for youth literacy programming in an amount not to exceed $98,995.77 effective from July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #441-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with the Joy of Learning Child Care Center.
Lynn Shock, Director, has requested that the Board authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with the Joy of Learning Child Care Center for day care services in an amount not to exceed $30,000.00 effective July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #442-06.  Reclassify Dyllan Burkheimer as a Wastewater Maintenance Worker II in the Sanitary Engineering Department.
Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, has requested that the Board authorize to reclassify Dyllan Burkheimer to Wastewater Maintenance Worker II in the Sanitary Engineering Department effective June 29, 2006.  This item was discussed with the Commissioners at the June 27, 2006 Agenda Meeting.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #443-06.  Reclassify Matt Agner as a Wastewater Treatment Plant Operator II in the Sanitary Engineering Department.
The Board received written communications from Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, requesting to reclassify Matt Agner as a Wastewater Treatment Plant Operator II within the Sanitary Engineer’s Office effective June 29, 2006.  This item was discussed with the Board of Commissioners at the June 27, 2006 Agenda Meeting.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #444-06.  Reclassify Scott Stemen as a Wastewater Collection Operator I in the Sanitary Engineering Department.
The Board of County Commissioners received written communications from Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, requesting to reclassify Scott Stemen as a Wastewater Collection Operator I in the Sanitary Engineering Department effective June 29, 2006.  This item was previously discussed at the June 27, 2006 Agenda Meeting.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #445-06.  Reclassify Brad Webb as a Wastewater Collection Operator I in the Sanitary Engineering Department.
Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, has requested that the Board reclassify Brad Webb as a Wastewater Collection Operator I in the Sanitary Engineering Department effective June 29, 2006.  This item was discussed at the June 27, 2006 Agenda Meeting.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #446-06.  Authorize the Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Office to enter into contract with Tele-Vac Environmental for the Shawnee Oaks Sub-Basin.
The Board of County Commissioners received a request from Brad Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, indicating that the Shawnee Oaks Sub-Basin collection System is undergoing excessive flow conditions during wet weather events which is having a negative impact on the Wastewater Treatment Facility owned and operated by the Village of Cridersville.  The Village contacted the Allen County Sanitary Engineer and requested that the necessary steps be taken to investigate and reduce / eliminate this problem.  The firm of Tele-Vac Environmental has submitted a proposal to perform an Inflow/Infiltration Investigation for the Shawnee Oaks Sub-Basin for a fee not to exceed $18,120.00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #447-06.  Forgive a loan made to the Allen County Veteran’s Memorial Civic and Convention Center.
In 2000, the Board of Allen County Commissioners advanced the Veteran’s Memorial Civic and Convention Center $85,000.00 from the Capital Improvement Fund to the VMCCC Fund 872 for the purchase of equipment.  Becky Saine, County Administrator, is requesting that the Board authorize the forgiveness of the balance due to the Capital Improvement Fund.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #448-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #449-06.  Approve use of credit cards for the 3rd quarter of 2006.

Pursuant to section 301.27 of the Ohio Revised Code, the Board may authorize the use of credit cards to various employees.  The following departments have submitted an estimate of expenditures for the months of July, August and September of 2006:  Dog Warden - $1500, Prosecutor’s Office - $180, Sanitary Engineer - $1500, Child Support Enforcement Agency - $750, Veteran’s Office - $3300, Department of Job & Family Services - $1600, County Engineer - $300, Children Services - $2,000, Sheriff’s Department - $47,100, Juvenile Court - $4,200, Adult Probation - $700, EMA - $1200.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #450-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Allen County Adult Probation Department.
Sherry Buettner, Director, Adult Probation Office, has requested that the Board authorize a supplemental appropriation totaling $40,979.00 from various funds for end of the year revisions / not enough money originally appropriated.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency, Lisa Merkle, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #451-06, approve a IV-D Service Provider contract between the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency and the Allen County Juvenile Court.  Pursuant to Title IV-D of the Social Security Act, Chapter 5101 of the Ohio Revised Code, and rules by the Ohio Department of Human Services, the Child Support Enforcement Agency is authorized to contract with public or private agencies for the purchase of services.  The Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency wishes to contract with the Allen County Juvenile Court in order that Allen County may be reimbursed with Federal funds for funding referees.  The said contract is for an amount not to exceed $419,040.00 effective April 1, 2006 through March 31, 2007.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
