MINUTES OF AUGUST 10, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 10th day of August, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Chris Hardesty led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the August 8, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #548-06.  Authorize a supplemental appropriation for the FEMA Fund #2094.
A request for this supplemental was received for the FEMA Fund #2094 with an original appropriation of $0.00 and a new appropriation amount of $143,068.00 for an increase amount of $143,068.00.  The FEMA grant fund was established to receive payments from outside sources so that reimbursements could be made to local governments and departments after claims related to the 2005 ice storm were filed.  Reimbursements have been received based upon the claims filed and now it is time to disburse the balances to the eligible departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #549-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #550-06.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer for various departments.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the following transfers be approved:  $50,000.00 to be transferred from the General Fund for TB Care and $6,000.00 to be transferred from the General Fund for the Building & Grounds-Court of Appeals-Natural Gas.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #551-06.  Declare a 2001 Ford Taurus Station Wagon at the Allen County Board of MR/DD obsolete and unsuitable for County use.

A request has been received from Esther Baldridge, MR/DD Superintendent, asking to declare a 2001 Ford Taurus Station Wagon obsolete and unsuitable for County use per Section 307.12G of the O.R.C.  The said vehicle will be disposed for salvage to Perry Auto, Inc. in the amount of $910.50.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #552-06.  Accept payment from CORSA for damage to a vehicle operated by the Allen County Board of MR/DD.
The Board received a supplemental payment from County Risk Sharing Authority for damage to a 2005 Ford Taurus operated by the Allen County Board of MR/DD in the amount of $367.82.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #553-06.  Eliminate the Medicaid Reserve Fund #2931 for the Allen County Board of MR/DD.
The Board received written communications from Esther Baldridge, MR/DD Superintendent, requesting to eliminate the Medicaid Reserve Fund #2931 in accordance with H.B. 530, Section 101.02 which repealed O.R.C. 5123.0413 effective July 1, 2006.  The said section of the law requires a risk fund to be established, however, Allen County never deposited any money into Fund #2931.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #554-06.  Authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with the University of Northwestern Ohio.

Correspondence has been received from Lynn Shock, Director, requesting that the Board authorize the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services to enter into contract with the University of Northwestern Ohio for the provision of pre-vocational basic computer classes in an amount not to exceed $23,653.50 effective August 11, 2006 through June 30, 2007.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Bruce Wells, Community Development, presented the following:
1. Request to commit CDBG Rehab Funds for a project on South Washington Street, Delphos.  The property owner has applied for and appears to qualify for assistance with a rehabilitation project for her home on South Washington Street, Delphos.  Among other items, the project would include electrical, plumbing, windows and a replacement furnace.  The roof was recently replaced through the PSA 3 Program.  Invitations to bid the project were sent to five contractors with two bids received as follows:  Tri-County Roofing - $30,575.00 and Heise General Contracting - $31,020.00.  The housing specialist estimate for the work was $33,980.00.
2. Request to authorize advertisement for bids for the Bath Township, FY’05 CDBG Formula Grant, Flood & Drainage Project.  The Bath Township Trustees are ready to go to bid for their FY’05 Formula Project that involves drainage in the Independence and Prosperity Road area.  The Formula grant totals $73,300.00 with the Township picking up the $27,000.00 cost of engineering.

3. Request to commit CDBG Rehab Funds for a project on Monroe Street in Delphos, Ohio.  The property owner has applied for and appears to qualify for assistance with a rehabilitation project for her home on Monroe Street, Delphos.  Among other items, the project would include electrical, plumbing, windows and siding repairs.  This referral comes through the Rural Development Weatherization Program.  Invitations to bid the project were sent to five contractors with two bids received as follows:  DDC Rehab - $25,997.00 and Heise General Contracting - $26,680.00.  
B. Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #556-06, authorize a fifteen (15) ton gross load limit to be posted for the Wentz Road Bridge.  During a recent inspection of the Wentz Road Bridge No. MON-TR 257-0.74 located between State Route 65 and Stadler Road, just outside of Cairo in Monroe Township, Allen County, Ohio, it was determined that the steel beams and steel deck are deteriorated.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
2. Request to accept bid and enter into contract for the 2007 Single Axle Cab & Chassis Truck for the “Bridge Crew” at the Allen County Engineer’s Office.  P.J. Johnson, Equipment Maintenance Superintendent, has reviewed the bid and has found it to meet the specifications.  The only bidder was Buckeye Truck Center, Inc. in the amount of $45,437.00.
3. Request to adopt Resolution #555-06, authorize a Memorandum of Understanding between the Allen County Commissioners, the Allen County Engineer and the Allen County Auditor.  Communication has been received from Douglass Degen, Drainage Engineer, requesting that the Board of Allen County Commissioners enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with the Allen County Engineer and the Allen County Auditor for the purpose of providing funding dollars for the CTP/Map Modernization Project.  The total cost of the project equals $774,964.00, which will consist of a contract in the amount of $415,000.00 with the U.S. Geological Survey, United States Department of the Interior (USGS) for hydrologic and hydraulic modeling, in which USGS agrees to pay $51,500.00 leaving a balance of $363,500.00 and a contract in the amount of $359,964.00 with Woolpert, Inc. for 1.0 foot contours of the entire County leaving the total amount due by the County for both contracts of $723,464.00.  The County Engineer has agreed to provide $136,464.00 through the Motor Vehicle & Gas Tax Fund, the Board of Allen County Commissioners has agreed to pay $293,500.00 through the General Fund and the Allen County Auditor has agreed to pay $293,500.00 through the Real Estate Assessment Fund in accordance with the payment schedule.  The Allen County Engineer shall collect a technology fee from land owners benefiting from the petitioned drainage project totaling approximately $152,730.00, which will be used to repay the Board of Allen County Commissioners $101,130.00 and the Allen County Auditor $51,600.00 for their contributions to the project.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
4. Request to certify maintenance assessments to the County Auditor for various ditch projects.  One Hundred Twelve (112) Petitioned Ditch Drainage Projects are maintained through the permanent maintenance program.  In the opinion of the Drainage Engineer, One Hundred Four (104) of these projects should be assessed for maintenance on the 2007 Parcel Tax Duplicates for the respective parcel owners.  Eighteen (18) of these projects are Joint County Ditches.
C. Dana Sterling, Building & Grounds, presented the following:
1. Request to enter into a Service Agreement with Interdyne Corporation.  Interdyne Corporation will be conducting a Tier I Site Investigation at the Allen County Board of MR/DD.  The investigation involves placing boring holes around and in the previous tank cavity.  The boring samples will be screened onsite and the most impacted soil samples will be sent off for analysis.  A Tier I Site Investigation will be prepared and submitted to Allen County and BUSTR.  After analytical has been received and reviewed, a site remediation plan will be generated and submitted to Allen County.  The cost for the mentioned service is $2,300.00 and the soil analysis is $275.00 per sample (estimated 3-4 samples).
