MINUTES OF AUGUST 29, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 29th day of August, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Danny Dawson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the August 24, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #599-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #600-06.  Authorize a warrant to return an advance to the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 5035 from the 4th Street/Bowman Road Sewer Project Fund 4003.

Correspondence has been received from Bruce Wells, Business Manager, stating that the loan proceeds for the project have been received.  This transfer is to return the $50,000 advance to the Sanitary Engineer’s Surplus Fund.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #601-06.  Accept payment from County Risk Sharing Authority for repairs to the Allen County Sheriff’s Office Golf Cart and Trailer located at the Allen County Airport.

Payment for the repairs has been received from CORSA, Claim No. 0110016206, in the amount of $2,218.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #602-06.  Enter into an agreement with the United States Department of the Interior U.S. Geological Survey for the CTP/Map Modernization Project.

This agreement is for the hydrologic and hydraulic modeling for the CTP/Map Modernization Project.  Total cost of the contract is $415,000, in which USGS has agreed to provide funding to the county in the amount of $51,500, leaving a balance due on the contract of $363,500.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #603-06.  Enter into an agreement with Woolpert, Inc. for the CTP/Map Modernization Project.

This agreement is for the CTP/Map Modernization Project, in which Woolpert, Inc. will provide “cartographically correct” 1-foot contours with a vertical accuracy of ± feet for the entire county area, which comprises approximately 404 square miles.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #604-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the General Fund 1001 to the Civic Center Fund 2872.
This is the transfer of $90,000 from the general fund to the Civic Center fund for utility expenses.  

Commissioner Sneary addressed Becky Saine, County Administrator, as to whether she received a request from the Civic Center for this transfer.   Ms. Saine stated that she did not.  She knew about this from an update that she received from the Civic Center stating that their balance was $9,900.  Sneary further asked whether the Civic Center stated as to what they might do about the situation.  Ms. Saine’s response was no.  Sneary stated that this transfer is additional money, a new allocation.  This is not a mandated service by the county.   In 2005, the appropriation to the Civic Center was $200,000.  In 2006, the appropriation was $230,000.  This transfer is adding an additional appropriation of $90,000 for 2006, making the total appropriation $320,000.  Commissioner Bassitt stated that the $230,000 appropriated for 2006 was only an estimate.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The roll was called and the vote resulted as follows:  Commissioner Sneary, No; Commissioner Reiff, Yes; Commissioner Bassitt, Yes.

Resolution #605-06.  Authorize the date, time and place of the view and hearing for the vacation of Gaithersburg Drive, Shawnee Township.  

This petition is to allow the developer to file a re-plate for Monticello Phase 2 subdivision to allow for changes to the lot sizes and to relocate the street known as Gaithersburg Drive.  The view is scheduled for September 28, 2006 at 10:30 a.m. and the hearing is set for October 18, 2006 in the Commissioners Public Meeting Room.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #606-06.  Authorize the Allen County Administrator to enter into a six month lease agreement with Joseph Skilken & Co.
This lease is for a period of six months at a total cost of $1,939.00, in which said lease shall renew on a month-to-month basis after six months.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #607-06.  Approve a three (3) day suspension of an employee at the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to adopted Resolution #608-06, authorize Clerk of Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the Thayer Road Improvement Project – Phase I.  County Engineer Tim Piper stated that a $2,000,000 grant has been received by the Ohio Department of Development (629) Grant for the Thayer Road Improvement Project.  These monies are needed to improve Thayer Road to increase the safety of the vehicular traffic as a result of Proctor & Gamble Company’s new Distribution Center on Reservoir Road.  David Louth, Roadway Engineer, added that Proctor & Gamble has their project on a fast-track and are planning to be partially operational as early as January, 2007.  This request is for Phase I, which consists of a portion of Thayer Road from the railroad south to Reservoir Road.  The engineer’s estimate for this phase if approximately $613,000.00.  The legal notice shall be published in the paper August 30, 2006, September 6, 2006 and September 13, 2006 with a bid opening date of September 21, 2006 at 11:00 a.m.  The construction timeline for Phase 1 is from October 1, 2006 to December 15, 2006.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. 
The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

2.
Request to adopt Resolution #609-06, authorize the purchase of a used 2006 Ford Taurus from 


Raabe Ford, Delphos, Ohio.  Chris Hardesty, Operations Manager, requested that the Board 


authorize the purchase of a used 2006 Ford Taurus from Raabe Ford in the amount of $12,499.00.  

This purchase is necessary to allow each department head to have a county vehicle instead of 


using the “pooling” process.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. 
The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

3.
Request to adopt Resolution #610-06, authorize the purchase of a used 2006 Ford Taurus from 


Lucas Ford, Lima, Ohio.  Chris Hardesty, Operations Manager, requested that the Board authorize 


the purchase of a used 2006 Ford Taurus from Lucas Ford in the amount of $11,990.00.  This 


purchase is necessary to allow each department head to have a county vehicle instead of 



using the “pooling” process.  Tim Piper, County Engineer, added that both vehicles have a Lima 


Ford engine.


Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. 
The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
4. Request to adopt Resolution #611-06, set the date, time and place of the reconvened final hearing for the Taffy Dee Moening Ditch #1233.   Nathan Davis, Assistant Drainage Engineer, stated that on June 20, 2006, a final public hearing was conducted for Taffy Dee Moening Ditch Project #1233.  At the hearing, the Joint Board of Commissioners dismissed Amendment #1 and requested that the Allen County Engineer’s Office recalculate the tentative assessments based upon the original petition only.  The County Engineer’s Office requested that a reconvened final hearing be set for September 28, 2006 at 1:00 p.m. in the Allen County Courthouse, 4th Floor Courtroom.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. 
The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
5. Request to adopt Resolution #612-06, set the date, time and place of the view and first hearing for Colucci Petitioned Ditch #1243.  Nathan Davis, Assistant Drainage Engineer, stated that the City of Lima filed a petition on April 4, 2006 for an open ditch waterway, which consists of laterals.  This project consists of 400 parcels and approximately 400 acres.  American Mall may be possibly adding an amendment to the petition.  The view is scheduled for September 21, 2006 at 10:30 a.m. at Koop Road, just west of 2500 Koop Road, American Township.  The first hearing is scheduled for October 5, 2006 at 10:30 a.m. at the Senior Citizens Bingo Hall.


Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. 
The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B.   Julie Norberg, Allen County Juvenile Court, presented the following:


1.    
Request to adopt Resolution #613-06, authorize the execution of a Subgrant Agreement between 


the Allen County Commissioners, the Allen County Juvenile Court and the Ohio Department of 


Job and Family Services.    Norberg stated that the process for this grant started last year under a 


contract with Justice Benefit Services.  In late January, 2006, the Allen County Juvenile Court 


went under eligible review as an IV-E court.  In March, 2006, the Allen County Juvenile Court 


was certified as an IV-E court.  Under this grant, Allen County Juvenile Court is eligible for 


reimbursement of up to $150,000 for the first quarter of 2007.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. 
The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
C.   Dana Sterling, Building & Grounds, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #614-06, accept Change Order #1 with Sidney Electric Co. for the Allen County Children Services Additions and Renovations Project.   This change order is combined into several change orders due to the amount falling within the contingency amount allowed in the contract.  The change orders will be more specific once the contingency has been used.  This change order consists of the deletion of a restroom, relocating of door, switches, etc.  resulting in contingency add of $6,164.00 leaving a remaining contingency balance of $3,836.00.


Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. 
The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

D.   Danny Dawson, Department of Job and Family Services, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #615-06, enter into contract with Commercial Image.  This contract is for advertising services of the WIA Workforce Service month.  This contract shall be effective September 1, 2006 through September 30, 2006 in an amount not to exceed $7,000.00.


Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. 
The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

E. 
Lisa Merkle, Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #616-06, approve the employment of Wendy Phillipe as a Caseworker in the Investigation Unit.  Ms. Phillipe is replacing a vacancy within the department.  Mr. Phillipe shall begin employment September 5, 2006 and receive all benefits associated with full-time employment.


Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. 
The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

2. Request to adopt Resolution #617-06, renew contract with Grampy’s House.  This contract renewal is in the amount of $39,281.20 for a period commencing July 10, 2006 through June 30, 2007.  Grampy’s House provide a neutral site for drop off/pick-up of children for visitation exchange by the non-residential parents that have been affected by divorce, separation, abuse, etc.


Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. 
The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
