MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 12, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 12th day of September, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.
Linda Wuethrich led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the September 7, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #634-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #635-06.  Authorize a contract with Don Snyder Excavating for the FY’05 Formula Grant-Bath Township Flood & Drainage Project.
The following bids were received in response to a request for completion of the FY’05 Formula Grant-Bath Township Flood & Drainage Project with an engineer’s estimate of $74,051.00:  Tom Construction - $78,000; J&D Snyder Excavating - $74,731.90; All Purpose Contracting - $72,061.85; Hume Supply - $69,480.55; Chuck Samples General Contracting - $68,518.80 and Don Snyder Excavating - $62,296.75.  After review of the bids, the project engineer, Kohli & Kaliher, is recommending and the Bath Township Trustees concur, that the bid of Don Snyder Excavating be accepted and a contract awarded in the amount of $62,296.75.  The Bath Township Trustees will pay for all engineering services related to the project with construction costs to be paid from Formula Grant Funds.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #636-06.  Authorize a contract with Suever Stone Company for the FY’04 Formula Grant-City of Delphos-Street Improvements Project.
One bid was received for completion of the FY’04 Formula Grant- Street Improvements Project for the City of Delphos from Suever Stone Company in the amount of $44,900.00.  The project engineer, Poggemeyer Design Group, and the City of Delphos, reviewed the bid and recommends that the bid of Suever Stone Company be accepted and a contract be awarded in the amount of $44,900.00.  The funding for this project from the FY’04 Formula Allocation for the City of Delphos in the amount of $33,000 will be paid as a reimbursement to the City of Delphos with the balance of the contract to be paid by the City of Delphos funds as previously committed.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #637-06.  Authorize certification to the Auditor for waterline connection charges to the Ft. Shawnee Phase I Waterline Improvement.

The construction of the Rite-Aid Pharmacy located at the corner of Breese & Shawnee Roads will cause the property owner of 2617 W. Breese Road to be without a private well.  The property owner will be required to connect to the Village of Ft. Shawnee Phase I Waterline Improvement Area and will also be required to pay in cash the $3,648.32 capital assessment fee for the privilege of connecting to the project. Due to financial restrictions, the property owner has requested in writing to the Sanitary Engineer, Stephen Kayatin, the opportunity to pay the said capital assessment fee over time.  Chapter 6103 of the ORC provides for the certification of waterline connection charges to the County Auditor for collection through installment payments on the tax duplicate. 
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #638-06.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested the following transfers:  $25,000 needs to be transferred from the General Fund to the Building & Grounds Courthouse Postage Fund due to additional expenses for the Ottawa River Mailing and $90,000 needs to be transferred from the General Fund due to the appropriation needed to cover a transfer to the VMCCC.  Commissioner Sneary voted no on this transfer.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved.
Resolution #639-06.  Authorize Amendments to the EZ Agreements based on the Tax Incentive Review Council.
The County held a Tax Incentive Review Council Meeting on March 16, 2006 and the following communities were represented – Townships for Zone #233; City of Lima for Zone #003; City of Delphos for Zone #198; and the City of Bluffton for Zone #281 to review all tax abatement agreements within the said zone numbers through the annual State Report.  Numerous recommendations were made in order to assure that all companies remain in compliance and receive the full abatement as outlined in the Enterprise Zone Agreement.  Allen County has received copies of certified legislation from the affected communities authorizing the said recommendations to the relevant Enterprise Zone Agreements.  This Resolution, along with legislation from the townships and cities, must be forwarded to the Ohio Departments of Taxation and Development and the County Auditor within 15 days of approval in order to be finalized.  
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #640-06.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers for various departments.

Tony Stechschulte, Director of Accounting, Allen Count Auditor’s Office, has requested the following transfers:  $29,270.56 and $30,000.00 needs to be transferred for the Defense of Indigent Accounts.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #641-06.  Approve the employment of Kirk Wilmoth as a Full-Time Deputy Dog Warden in the Allen County Dog Warden’s Office.

Julie Shellhammer, Allen Count Dog Warden, is requesting that the Board approve the employment of Kirk Wilmoth as a Full-Time Deputy Dog Warden in the Allen Count Dog Warden’s Office effective September 18, 2006.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

A. Ronald Meyer & David Louth, Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #642-06, approve two (2) Easements for County Road Purposes and one (1) Work Agreement between Allen County and the Co-Trustees of the Doris Miller Revocable Trust.  This Work Agreement and Easement are necessary so that the Allen County Engineer may construct a new left turn lane on Kolter Road in Spencer Township for the new Spencerville School.  The County Auditor is authorized to issue his warrant for the said easement in the amount of $741.00 to Richard L. Miller, Connie Simindinger and Diane Stout, Co-Trustees of the Doris Miller Revocable Trust.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
2. Request to adopt Resolution #643-06, approve one (1) Easement for County Road Purposes between Allen County and the Proctor and Gamble Manufacturing Company.  David Louth, Roadway Engineer, has requested that the Board approve one (1) Easement for County Road Purposes from the Proctor and Gamble Manufacturing Company; 2 P & G Plaza, Cincinnati, OH 45202 in the amount of $1.00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
