MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 21, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 21st day of September, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.
Rick Keller led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the September 19, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #658-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #659-06.  Accept the amounts and rates as determined by the Budget Commission and authorize and certify the necessary tax levies to the County Auditor.
The Board of County Commissioners adopted a Tax Budget for the next succeeding fiscal year commencing January 1, 2007.  The Budget Commission of Allen County has certified its action to the Board of County Commissioners together with an estimate by the County Auditor of the rate of each tax necessary to be levied.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #660-06.  Intradepartmental transfer for the Regional Planning Commission.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the Board authorize a transfer from the General Fund to the Regional Planning Commission Fund in the amount of $6,200.00 due to additional funds being needed through the remainder of 2006.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #661-06.  Intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Barb Showalter, Allen County Commissioner’s Office, has requested that the Board authorize a transfer from the Building & Grounds Courthouse Fund to the Building & Grounds Allen Acres Services Fund in the amount of $10,000.00 and a transfer from the Building & Grounds Courthouse Fund to the Building & Grounds Allen Acres Janitorial Fund in the amount of $2,050.00 to pay bills through the end of the year.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #662-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the County Engineer’s Fund #2002.
This supplemental appropriation has been received from the Allen County Engineer’s Office for Fund #2002 with a total original appropriation amount of $187,693.00 and a total new appropriation amount of $537,693.00 for a total increase of $350,000.00.  This appropriation is needed for Phase 2 of the Eastown Road and the Thayer Road Projects.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #663-06.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the MVGT Advance Out Fund #2302 to the Thayer Road Advance In Fund #4709.
Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer, has requested that the Board authorize a warrant to advance funds for the Thayer Road Project in the amount of $150,000.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #664-06.  Accept bid and enter into contract with HWH Properties, Ltd. for the Lease of Office Space at the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services.
One sealed bid was received by the Board for the lease of office space at the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services, 1501 S. Dixie Hwy, Lima Ohio from HWH Properties, Ltd. in the amount of $8.90 per square foot for 50,000 total square feet of office space for a total bid amount of $445,000.00.  Lynn Shock, Director has reviewed the bid and recommends that the Board accept it as well.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #665-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Self Insurance Escrow Fund to the Health Insurance Plan Fund.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the Board authorize a transfer from the Self Insurance Escrow Fund #6892 to the Health Insurance Plan Fund #6891 in the amount of $825,021.73 to close out escrow and combine the two funds into one.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #666-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund #5035 to the Sanitary Engineer’s Administration Facilities Capital Fund #5409.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, has requested that the Board authorize a transfer in the amount of $135,000.00 to cover the costs associated with the construction of the administrative and maintenance facilities.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #667-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department Surplus Fund 5035 to the R & I Fund #5435.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, has requested that the Board authorize a transfer in the amount of $50,000.00 to fund equipment acquisition and repairs for the Sanitary Engineering Department.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #668-06.  Enter into contract with Downtown Lima, Inc. and the City of Lima for Bird Control.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the Board enter into a contract with Downtown Lima, Inc. and the City of Lima for bird control within the downtown Lima area.  The total contract amount is not to exceed $5,000.00 of which Allen County will be responsible for one-third (1/3) of the total cost.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request authorization to construct a new culvert on Conant Road in Amanda Township, Allen County, Ohio.  An estimate of $52,892.96 was received for the material and labor necessary to construct a new culvert on Conant Road in Amana Township; Allen County, Ohio.  The Allen County Engineer has agreed to perform this work in conjunction with the Gaskill Petitioned Ditch Project No. 1229.  The work is scheduled to be performed in October.
2. Request to enter into a LPA Federal Project Agreement for the Fruend Road Bridge in Spencer Township.  This agreement is necessary to set forth requirements associated with using Federal Funding and to establish the responsibilities for the local administration of the project.  This LPA Project is programmed through the ODOT and is funded using eighty percent (80%) federal funds.  The construction estimate for the total project is $585,375.00 with the federal funding capped at $440,000.00.  Any additional expenses will be paid by the County Engineer using Motor Vehicle and Gasoline Taxes.

3. Request to approve Temporary Highway Right of Way Easements for the Eastown Road Phase 2 R/W.  These Easements are necessary for the construction of Eastown Road, Phase 2, from SR 81 to SR 309.
4. Request to advertise to receive bids for the Earl Gaskill Petitioned Ditch #1229.  The bid opening date for this project is tentatively scheduled for October 10, 2006 at 11:00 a.m. in the Office of the Allen County Commissioners, Allen County, Ohio.
