MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 28, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 28th day of September, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.
Bart Mills led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the September 26, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #676-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #677-06.  Approve a permanent right-of-way Easement for County Road purposes for Thayer Road Phase 1.
David Louth, Roadway Engineer, has requested that the Board approve one (1) Permanent Right-of-Way Easement for County Road Purposes for the Thayer Road Phase 1 Project as follows:  1.)  Duane E. & Juanita D. Hilyard – Parcel No:1-SH in the amount of $300.00.  This easement is necessary for the construction of Thayer Road, Phase 1, from Reservoir Road to the New York Central Railroad Tracks.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #678-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Jail Maintenance Fund #2847.
The Clerk of the Board made a motion to remove Resolution #678-06 until a later date.  
Commissioner Reiff moved to remove the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was removed unanimously.
Resolution #679-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the for the Ditch #1243 Fund #4243.
The Allen County Engineer has requested a supplemental appropriation for the Ditch #1243 Fund #4243 with an original appropriation amount of $0.00 and a new appropriation amount of $900.00 for an increase of $900.00.  This appropriation is needed for additional funds for a new project.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #680-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Allen Mental Health and Recovery Services Fund #8009.
Mike Schoenhofer, Executive Director, has requested that the Board authorize a supplemental appropriation for the Allen Mental Health and Recovery Services Fund #8009 with an original appropriation amount of $10,363,516.00 and a new appropriation amount of $11,188,826.00 for a total increase of $1,121,912.00.  This supplemental is needed to appropriate additional funds not previously available.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #681-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Allen County Board of MR/DD Fund #2460.
Esther Baldridge, MR/DD Superintendent, has requested that the Board authorize a supplemental appropriation for the Allen County Board of MR/DD Fund #2460 with an original appropriation of $0.00 and a new appropriation of $1,223.32 for a total increase amount of $1,223.32.  This supplemental is needed to appropriate additional funds not previously available.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #682-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Rotary Ditch Fund #2099.

The Allen County Engineer’s Office has requested that the Board authorize a supplemental appropriation for the Rotary Ditch Fund #2099 with an original appropriation amount of $127,000.00 and a new appropriation of $135,000.00 for an increase of $8,000.00.  This supplemental is needed to appropriate additional funds for the remainder of the year.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #683-06.  Intradepartmental transfers for various departments.
Becky Saine, County Administrator, has requested that the Board authorize a transfer from the General Fund to the Indigent Defense-Common Pleas Fund in the amount of $70,000.00 total due to additional unanticipated expenses.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #684-06.  Establish a portion of Coon Road in Amanda Township.
On August 3, 2006 the Board passed Resolution #535-06, which set August 29, 2006 as the date to view the proposed Coon Road site.  The Allen County Engineer has determined the centerline of Coon Road from Ft. Amanda Road to State Route 117, and the right-of-way width shall be forty (40) feet from Ft. Amanda Road north to State Route 117.  It is the Allen County Engineer’s opinion that Coon Road is an improvement of sufficient importance and shall be established.  
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Allen County Department of Job & Family Services, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #685-06, appoint Caryn Strayer to the position of Income Maintenance Administrator at the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services.  Lynn Shock, Director, has requested that the Board appoint Caryn Strayer to the position of Income Maintenance Administrator at the Allen County Department of Job & Family Services effective September 28, 2006 with a six (6) month probationary period.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B. Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #686-06, authorize the Allen County Engineer to participate in the Ohio Department of Transportation Cooperative Purchasing Program.  Section 5513.01 of the ORC provides the opportunity for counties, townships and municipal corporations to participate in contracts of the Ohio Department of Transportation for the purchase of machinery, materials, supplies, or other articles.  Timothy J. Piper, Allen County Engineer, is requesting that the Board authorize the Engineer’s Office to participate in the Ohio Department of Transportation’s Cooperative Purchasing Program for calendar year 2006.  
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
