MINUTES OF October 3, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 3rd day of October, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.
Tim Piper led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the September 28, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #688-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #689-06.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the MR/DD Fund #2018 to the Early Childhood Fund #2460.
Esther Baldridge, MR/DD Superintendent, has requested that the Board authorize a warrant to transfer $2,934.30 from the MR/DD Fund #2018 to the Early Childhood Fund #2460 for the Early Childhood ODE Grant for FY’07.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #690-06.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the MR/DD Fund #2018 to the Early Childhood Fund #2460.
Esther Baldridge, MR/DD Superintendent, has requested that the Board authorize a warrant to advance $800.00 from the MR/DD Fund #2018 to the Early Childhood Fund #2460 for the Early Childhood ODE Grant FY’07.
Commissioner Reiff moved to remove the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was removed unanimously.
Resolution #691-06.  Authorize a warrant to advance funds from the Sanitary Engineering Department Fund #5035 to the Jackson-Auglaize Sewer Project Fund #4006.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, has requested that the Board authorize a warrant to advance $240,000.00 from the Sanitary Engineer’s Department Fund #5035 to the Jackson-Auglaize Sewer Project Fund #4006 to cover a portion of the construction costs for the Jackson-Auglaize Sewer Project in anticipation of the receipt of loan proceeds.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #692-06.  Re-appoint members to the Allen County Workforce Policy Board.
Lynn Shock, Director, Allen County Department of Job & Family Services, has requested that the Board re-appoint Cliff Barber, David Prinsen and Shelly Mazure to the Allen County Workforce Policy Board for three year terms, ending in September of 2009.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #693-06.  Adopt Putnam County’s Resolution approving Dukes Run Joint County Ditch Project #901.
The Board of Allen County Commissioners received a Resolution from the Putnam County Commissioners, dated September 27, 2006, approving the Dukes Run Joint County Ditch Project #901.  Putnam County is requesting concurrence from Allen County due to this being a Joint County Project.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #694-06.  Adopt Putnam County’s Resolution authorizing extra work for the Dan Osting Joint County Ditch #920.
The Board of Allen County Commissioners received a Resolution from the Putnam County Commissioners dated September 25, 2006, approving extra work for the Dan Osting Joint County Ditch #920.  Putnam County is requesting concurrence from Allen County due to this being a Joint County Project.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #695-06.  Proceed with the report of the County Engineer for the vacation of Gaithersburg Drive in Shawnee Township.
On August 29, 2006 the Board adopted Resolution #605-06 setting the date of the view and hearing for the vacation of Gaithersburg Drive in Shawnee Township, Allen County.  The Board viewed the proposed improvement and considers such improvement of sufficient public importance.  The Allen County Engineer must make an accurate survey and plat of such improvement and furnish an accurate and detailed description describing the center line and right-of-way lines.  He shall also furnish an accurate and detailed description of each tract of land which he believes is necessary to take in the event such improvement is made.  This report must be furnished to the Board on or before October 18, 2006 by 10:30 a.m. pursuant to Section 5553.06 of the ORC.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #696-06.  Appoint Mr. Robert Alan Casto to the Allen County Civic Center Board.
Written communication was received requesting that the Board of Allen County Commissioners appoint Mr. Robert Alan Casto to a five year term on the Allen County Civic Center Board commencing September 27, 2006 through September 27, 2011.  Mr. Casto will be replacing current Board Member, Mike Yakir.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #697-06.  Re-appoint Don Reese and Virginia Jacobs to the Allen County Civic Center Board.

Written communication was received requesting that the Board re-appoint Don Reese and Virginia Jacobs to the Allen County Civic Center Board for a five year term commencing September 27, 2006 and expiring September 27, 2011.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #698-06.  Approve “then and now” purchase orders for various departments.

The ORC requires that County Agencies and Departments obtain purchase orders from the County Auditor certifying the availability of funds for the procurement of goods and services prior to the commitment of payment.  In the course of daily operations and due to a variety of circumstances, invoices are occasionally presented to various County Departments for payment with dates that precede the issuance of a purchase order by the County Auditor.  ORC Section 5705.41 provides for a “then and now” procedure to remedy this issuance date discrepancy.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #699-06.  Approve the use of credit cards for the 4th quarter of 2006.
Section 301.27 of the ORC, the Board may authorize the use of credit cards to various County Agencies and employees.  Those agencies are required to submit an estimated expenditure for the months of October, November and December of 2006.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #700-06.  Supplemental appropriation for various County Funds.
Bruce Wells, Business Manager for the Sanitary Engineer, has requested that the Board authorize this supplemental for the Sewer Fund #5034 and the Surplus Fund #5035 and the Engineer’s Fund #2002 for an original appropriation amount of $542,500.00 and a new appropriation amount of $862,200.00 for a total increased amount of $320,000.00.  This supplemental is intended to increase appropriation to allow for the transfer and advance of funds for various sanitary sewer district projects.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A. Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #701-06, authorization to apply for Issue II Funds for the Eastown Road Improvement Project Phase II.  The Allen County Engineer’s Office is requesting the Board authorize Timothy J. Piper, Allen County Engineer, to submit application for State Issue II Funds with the Ohio Public Works Commission for the Eastown Road Improvement – Phase 2 Project.  The estimated construction cost of this project is $5,363,620.00 of which $797,831.00 will be paid using Issue II Funds.  Allen County will have 97.5% of the construction of this project funded with state and federal funds.  Construction is scheduled to begin in the spring of 2008 and to be completed in the summer of 2009. The Issue 2 Program began in 1988 after voter approval of ballot issue #2 in November of 1987 and was reaffirmed by voters as issue #2 in November of 1995 and as Issue 1 in November of 2005.  Currently the Issue 2 program is in its twentieth round.  Applications submitted this year are for round twenty-one, to be constructed in 2007 or 2008.  Allen County receives approximately $1.6 million yearly in grant money to be used by villages, cities, townships, and the county for infrastructure projects.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
B. Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to authorize the Clerk of the Board to advertise and post notice to receive bids for the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department’s American II Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements Project.  The bid opening is scheduled for November 2, 2006 at 11:00 a.m. for the labor and materials needed for construction of the American II Wastewater Treatment Plant.
2. Request approval to seek funding to renew the maturing note for various projects.  In October 2005 the Board authorized the borrowing of $3,120,000.00 for three projects for the Sanitary Engineering Department.  A one-year note was secured and will mature on November 10, 2006.  Funding was for the following projects:  Findlay Road Phase II Sewer Project - $505,000; American II Wastewater Treatment Plant (Design Costs) - $510,000 and Inflow & Infiltration Elimination Project - $2,100,000 for a total of $3,120,000.  Funds for the American II Project were obtained in anticipation of receipt of a 1% loan from the EPA.  That funding was received and the $510,000 from this loan was called reducing the balance to $2,605,000.  A.)  Findlay Road Phase II Sewer Improvement Project:  This is a completed assessment project that is in the process of being billed to the property owners. The total cost of the project is approximately $680,000.  The Sanitary Sewer District contributed $170,000 to the project leaving $510,000 to be covered through debt to be paid by assessment.  B.)  American II Wastewater Treatment Plant – Design Costs:  A total of $565,000 has been drawn from the EPA design loan and an application for the construction, additional inspection and engineering costs and the inclusion of the design loan has been submitted by the EPA.  Approval is expected late this year or early 2007.  Approximately $165,000 in design costs need to be paid before these funds are available.  To cover these costs, we would like to renew $165,000 for this project.  Once EPA funds are available, the debt would be paid down with the new 1% EPA Loan with eventual payment coming from the Sanitary Sewer District’s operating income.  C.)  Inflow & Infiltration Elimination Project:  This is an ongoing, mandated I & I Project.  We have approximately $1,084,000 left in the fund with contract obligations of approximately $800,000.  To cover current obligations and anticipated expenses for the next few months, we would like to renew the $2,100,000 outstanding for another year with the intent to revisit the funding needs for 2007 as we get closer to additional project commitments.  Payment will come from the Sanitary Sewer District’s operating income.
3. Request approval to seek funding for the Jackson-Auglaize Sewer, Perry Schools Sewer and Thayer Road Projects.  Sewer Projects:  The Board previously approved loan applications with the EPA for 0% and 1% long term financing for the Perry Schools and the Jackson-Auglaize (Allen East School) Sewer Projects.  Those applications have been submitted and are expected to be approved late this year or early 2007.  Construction of the projects is moving forward and interim financing of $500,000 for each project is needed to cover the project costs until the EPA funds are available.  Upon receipt of funds from the EPA loans, the short-term borrowing would be paid off and payment for the long-term debt will come from the Sanitary Sewer District and assessments.  Thayer Road Project:  The Thayer Road Project undertaken by the Engineer’s Office will be funded with a $2,000,000 grant from the Ohio Department of Development.  The grant is, however, on a reimbursement basis and funds to begin the project are needed.  The current contract award for the first phase of the project totals approximately $466,000.  Encumbrances of approximately $21,000 for various costs associated with the engineering are also outstanding and $150,000 has been advanced by the Engineer’s Office.  These total $637,000.  To fund the contracts, return the advanced funds and cover other miscellaneous costs, a loan of $700,000 is needed.  Repayment will come from the Ohio Department of Development grant.
C. Community Development, presented the following:

1. Request to authorize payment from Program Income and the commitment of CDBG funds for repairs to a property on West Chapman Road in Bath Township.  The owner of the said property experienced a water line break-down and the water was shut off.  This individual qualifies for assistance under the CDBG Repair Program.  The total amount needed for this project is $1,250 in which Schenk Plumbing & Heating will be completing the work.
2. Request authorization to advertise and solicit for qualifications and proposals for services related to the FY’07 Formula, CDBG Home and CHIP grants.  Requests for Qualifications and Requests for Proposals for CDBG Formula, Home and CHIP are required periodically prior to selection of a consultant for various grant activities and services related to the preparation of grant applications, technical assistance and fair housing services.  For services related to the FY’07 Formula Grant and CDBG Home and CHIP Grants, the process needs to be started.  As anticipated, some revisions to the level of services requested, particularly for the fair housing grants are expected.  
Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations  
With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Reiff moved to adjourn. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  Meeting was adjourned. 
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
