MINUTES OF DECEMBER 26, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 26th day of December, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.
Jeff Gunter led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the December 21, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 

Action Items:
Resolution #918-06.  Amend Resolution #901-06, set date, time and place for the establishment of Kill Road, Marion Township.
Pursuant to Resolution #901-06, the hearing for the establishment of Kill Road was approved for     February 19, 2007.  Due to this date being a county holiday, the hearing has been rescheduled to     February 21, 2007 at 11:00 a.m.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #919-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the AmeriCorp Fund #2868. 
A request was received from Dawn Daniel, Allen County Juvenile Court, for an increase in the appropriation of $2,263.00 for a new appropriation of $14,178.00.  This is necessary to appropriate additional funds to cover salary reimbursement.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #920-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Children Services Fund #2019.

Communication was received by Pam Meihls, Director of Management Services, requesting an increase in the appropriation of $17,066.65 for a new appropriation of $3,014,541.46.  This is necessary to cover additional expenses as a result of a change order for the renovation of the Spring Street facility.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #921-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Pretrial Release Fund #2807.

A request was received by Sherry Buettner, Chief Probation Officer/Administrative Director, for an increase in the appropriation of $5,314.68 for a new appropriation of $14,200.33.  This is necessary to cover negative balance for FY2006 unspent funds – state reimbursement.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #922-06.  Supplemental appropriation for the Safe Neighborhood Grant Fund #2808.

A request was received by Sherry Buettner, Chief Probation Officer/Administrative Director, for an increase in the appropriation of $6,245.13 for a new appropriation of $11,139.60.  These additional funds are necessary to cover current operations.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #923-06.  Authorize intradepartmental transfers.

Rhonda Eddy, Allen County Treasurer, requested transfers totaling $6,825.00 to cover year end due to salary increase/retirement.  Judge Jeffrey Reed, Allen County Common Pleas Court, requested transfers totaling $950.00 to cover year end costs.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #924-06.  Authorize an amendment to a contract between the Department of Job and Family Services and Trinity United Methodist Church Center for Creative Learning.

Lynn Shock, Director, requested that the contract be amended to reflect an increase to contract of $30,000 for a new contract amount not to exce4ed $60,000.  The contract shall be effective December 31, 2006.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.
Dana Sterling, Building and Grounds, requested the following:
1. Request to approve Change Order #5 with Tuttle Construction for the Allen County Children Services Additions and Renovations Project.  Dana Sterling outlined the change order as follows:  1)  Soil boring was necessary on the north addition foundation changes for an additional cost of $2,568.50;  2)  Abatement of asbestos steam line in the north addition foundations for an additional cost of $6,273.15;  3)  Saw-cut, demo and relay brick around interior of windows (approx 19 windows) for an additional cost of $7,600; and 4)  Form and pour curb for storefront to set on north for an additional cost of $625.   Total cost of the change order is an additional $17,066.65.     Sterling stated that the utility companies have put the project behind schedule.  He is hoping to start moving some of the items from the old building to the new building by mid February.
