MINUTES OF JUNE 24, 2009 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:00 a.m. on the 24th day of June, 2009 with the following
members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt,
and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.

Jay Begg led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the June 17, 2009 Agenda Meeting minutes.
Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #481-09. Approval of travel expenses.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #482-09. Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department
Operations Fund 5034 to the Surplus Fund 5035.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, submitted a request for the transfer of $400,000 to move revenue from
operations to the Surplus Fund in order to fund various department projects and cover debt service.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #483-09.  Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department
Surplus Fund 5035 to the American Il Wastewater Treatment Plant CIP Fund 5406.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, submitted a request for the transfer of $200,000 to fund a portion of the
debt service payment for the construction of the American Il WWTP.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #484-09. Authorize a warrant of transfer from the Sanitary Engineering Department
Surplus Fund 5035 to the | & | Fund 5408 and to the Westminster Sewer Fund 4590.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, submitted a request for the transfer of $100,000 to the Shawnee | & | CIP
Fund and the transfer of $50,000 to the Westminster Sewer Fund. These transfers are being made to fund
debt service payment and project costs for inflow and infiltration projects in the | & | Fund and to fund a
portion of the Sanitary Engineer’s committed contribution to the Westminster Sewer Project.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #485-09. Authorize a warrant to return the advance of funds from the Shawnee | & | Fund
5408 to the Sanitary Engineer’s Surplus Fund 5035.

Bruce Wells, Business Manager, requested the transfer of $200,000. The DEFA loan is now in place and
loan draws have commenced to allow the return of the advance.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.



Resolution #486-09. Amend Resolution #458-09, approval of intradepartmental transfers.

The Auditor’s office submitted notification that a $50,000 transfer approved by Resolution #458-09 needs
to be removed and approved as a warrant of advance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #487-09. Authorize a warrant of advance from the MR/DD Fund 2018 to the MR/DD
Residential Services Fund 2077.

Esther Baldridge, MR/DD Superintendent, requested the advance of funds in the amount of $50,000 in
order to begin property renovations prior to the grant award being received.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #488-09. Amend Resolution #744-08, approval of the Larry Crites Petitioned Ditch #1244
Project and placing said project on permanent maintenance.

Nathan Davis, Assistant Drainage Engineer, requested amendment of Resolution #744-08, to correct the
duration period in which assessments were to be collected.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #489-09. Amend Resolution #445-09, authorize contracts with Northwestern Ohio Security
Systems, Inc. for security and fire monitoring services for various Allen County Buildings.

Dana Sterling, Building and Grounds Superintendent, has determined that there is no longer a need to
service the annex building.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #490-09. Accept resignation of Al Willis and appoint Ed Hoffmeyer to the Mental Health
and Recovery Services Board.

Correspondence was received from the Mental Health and Recovery Services of Allen, Auglaize and
Hardin Counties requesting approval of the resignation of Al Willis effective June 30, 2009 and approve
the appointment of Ed Hoffmeyer to the Mental Health and Recovery Services Board for a term
commencing June 30, 2009 and expiring February 25, 2012.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #491-09. Authorize Clerk of Board to post notice and advertise to establish the date, time
and place for two (2) public hearings regarding a proposed resolution to increase by one-half of one
percent the taxes levied.

Said hearings shall be conducted on July 15, 2009 at 1:00 p.m. and on July 20, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. at the
Senior Citizens Services Meeting Room.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved by the majority with Commissioner Sneary voting no.



Resolution #492-09. Appoint two (2) members to the Law Library Resources Board pursuant to
307.511(A) of the Ohio Revised Code.

Commissioner Sneary moved to table to the resolution to allow further discussion regarding the
appointments. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was
tabled by the majority with Commissioner Bassitt voting no.

Resolution #493-09. Approve the use of credit cards for the 3™ quarter of 2009.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #494-09. Authorize the encumbrance of funds to the Village of Spencerville from the Motor
Vehicle Permissive Tax Fund.

The Village of Spencerville has requested the encumbrance of $11,387.81 from the Motor Vehicle
Permissive Tax Fund to be used towards a portion of their 2009 road program expenses.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:

A. Mary Early, Family Children First Council presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #495-09, approve the continuance of an Intersystems Shared Fund
Agreement between the Allen County Board of MR/DD, Allen County Children Services and
the Mental Health and Recovery Services Board. This is the placement of funds by the various
agencies that provide services to children that are in multiple systems.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

B. Nathan Davis, County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #496-09, authorize and direct the County Auditor to issue notices
of cash assessment for Lammers Petitioned Ditch #1235. Final cost for said project was
$82,382.85 which is a savings of $7,869.45 under the engineer’s estimate.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

2. Request to adopt Resolution #497-09, authorize and direct the County Auditor to issue notices
of cash assessments for Larry Crites Petitioned Ditch #1244. Final cost for said project was
$55,351.71 which is a savings of $8,100.74 under the engineer’s estimate.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

3. Request to adopt Resolution #498-09, authorize Change Order #1 with Bluffton Paving, Inc. for
the Kolter Road Widening Project. Said change order is a decrease in the amount of $147.00
for a new contract amount of $156,492.90.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.



C. Lynn Shock, Department of Job and Family Services, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #499-09, authorize to enter into contracts with various providers.
Shock requested approval of several daycare contracts totaling $3,130,500.00. She also
requested approval of a contract with Lima City Schools OPT Center in the amount of $220,000
and Focused Youth, Inc. in the amount of $180,000.00 for WIA Youth Services. All contracts
are effective July 1, 2009 thru June 30, 2010.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

2. Request to adopt Resolution #500-09, approval of a Memorandum of Understanding between
the Allen, Paulding and Putnam County Boards of Commissioners, Allen, Paulding and Putnam
County Workforce Policy Board, the ACCENT One-Stop System and the Local Workforce
Investment Area 7. This contract is effective July 1, 2009 thru June 30, 2011.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

D. Lisa Merkle, Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented the following:

Request to adopt Resolution #502-09, renew a IV-D Service Provider Contract with the Allen County
Juvenile Court. Said contract is for the reimbursement of magistrate services at a unit rate of $26.06
for an amount not to exceed $140,724.00.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

E. Bruce Wells, Sanitary Engineer’s Office, presented the following:

1. Request to adopt Resolution #502-09, authorize the President of the Allen County
Commissioners to amend a Water Pollution Control Loan Fund Agreement for construction of
waste water facilities. Per an EPA mandate, the county is construction a trunk sewer line referred
to as the Bath Trunk Sewer Improvement Project to eliminate overflow. The project is estimated
at a cost of $1.3 million. The county has applied for and received a 1% interest rate - 20 year
loan for said project. The county has received $600,000 in stimulus funds for said project. In
order to access the funds, the EPA and the Water Pollution Control Loan Fund are requesting
submission of an amendment to the loan agreement to address the stimulus funds received.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll
was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Announcements, Proclamations, Recognition and Commendations

Jay Begg, Allen County Fair Manager, thanked the Board of Commissioners for starting the public hearing
process. Begg stated that he will be working with other agencies/entities to gather support of this initiative.

Tim Dehaven, Dehaven Home & Garden Showplace, stated that he will be forming a task force in order to
gather support from the community, utilizing the common people, churches, hospitals, industries, etc.



With no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Reiff moved to adjourn. Commissioner
Bassitt seconded the motion. Meeting was adjourned.
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
