MINUTES OF JANUARY 3, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 3rd day of January, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Ben Diepenbrock led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the December 29, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #1-06.  Authorize funds to the Executive Director’s Fund for the Children Services Board.
The Board of County Commissioners established an Executive Director’s Fund for the Children Services Board pursuant to Section 5153.35 of the Ohio Revised Code.  The Board may appropriate funds annually to the Executive Director’s fund and total expenditures from that fund in any calendar year may not exceed one-half the Executive Director’s official salary to provide for emergency expenses only for official business of the Children Services Board staff in the performance of official duties.  Scott Ferris, Executive Director, has requested that $2,000.00 be appropriated to the Executive Director’s fund for the year 2006.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #2-06. Authorize the Preliminary Appropriations for the furtherance of Justice Accounts.
The Allen County Sheriff and the Allen County Prosecutor have indicated an immediate need for temporary and preliminary appropriations to the Furtherance of Justice Accounts in an amount sufficient to cover the necessary expenses until the annual appropriation resolution is in force.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #3-06. Authorize temporary appropriations for the January 11, 2006 County Payroll, Indigent Defense, Department of Job and Family Services Homemakers, Daycare Providers and Emergency Assistance Account and the Children Services Foster Care Accounts.
Indigent Defense, the Department of Job and Family Services Homemakers, Day Care Providers and Emergency Assistance Accounts and the Children Services Foster Care have indicated immediate need for temporary and preliminary appropriations in an amount sufficient to cover the necessary expenses until the annual appropriation is in force.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Lisa Merkle, Director, Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented the       following:

1. Request to hire one full-time Support Worker II (Caseworker) effective January 6, 2006.  This individual would be hired to replace a vacant position in the Investigations Unit.  The starting wage for this position is $10.59 per hour with all benefits associated with full-time employment.
2. Request to rehire one part-time temporary employee to fill a vacancy in the Investigations Unit effective January 6, 2006.  This individual would be placed in the same pay scale of $11.94 as when the employment was ended on 8/16/05, and would not receive any benefits associated with full-time employment.

3. Request approval to enter into a contract with an individual for service of process.  This individual would be replacing Mike Klear who recently resigned.  The rate of pay for this individual would be $21.00 per hour for a total contract value not to exceed $15,000.00.
