MINUTES OF JANUARY 4, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 4th day of January, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.

Tim Piper, Allen County Engineer’s Office, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the December 30, 2004 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The minutes were approved as submitted.

Resolution  #1-05. Authorize necessary preliminary appropriations for the Furtherance of Justice Accounts.
This is to cover necessary expenses until the annual appropriation has been approved.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #2-05. Authorize an agreement with Lucas County for autopsy services.

This agreement is for autopsy services at a cost of $900.00 each plus other miscellaneous expenses as deemed necessary.  Said agreement is effective January 1, 2005 through December 31, 2005.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution  #3-05. Accept payment from County Risk Sharing Authority for damage to a vehicle operated by the Allen County Board of MR/DD.

This is an accident involving a 1999 International Bus in the amount of $3,183.29 less a $2,500.00 deductible for an insured loss of $683.29.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:

A. Ron Meyer, Assistant Bridge Engineer, presented the following:  

1) Request to authorize the Clerk of Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the Bible Road and Sugar Street Intersection Improvement.  This improvement will involve the widening of the turning radii, new turn signals as well as resurfacing of the existing pavement.  The estimated cost of the project is in the amount of $131,079.75.  The Allen County Engineer has received an Ohio Department of Development Roadwork Development (629) Grant in the amount of $100,000 for the project.  It was noted by the Board of Commissioners that Judy Cowan was instrumental in the county receiving this grant for said project.
Tim Piper, Chief Deputy Engineer, presented the following:

2) Request to authorize the Clerk of Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the Eastown Road Phase I Project.  This project extends from Elm Street, north to Allentown Road (S.R. 81).   This project is 2/3 outside funded.  Funding sources include the City of Lima, Water District, ODOT, RPC grant, Issue II grant and an Issue II loan.  The balance of the project to be funded has yet to be determined.  The total estimate of the project is $5,535.949.25.  Bid opening is scheduled for February 1, 2005.  Construction should begin in the spring with a completion date of July 1, 2006.  Traffic flow will be determined with the contractor who is awarded the bid.
