MINUTES OF JANUARY 5, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 5th day of January, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Assistant Clerk of the Board Amy Kahle.
Scott Ferris led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the January 3, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #4-06.  Authorize training, seminar, and travel related expenses.
The Board of County Commissioners has received requests from various departments for approval of training, seminars, and travel related expenses.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #5-06.  Authorize the employment of one full-time Support Worker II at the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency.
Lisa Merkle, CSEA Director, has requested the Board to approve the employment of one full-time employee as a Support Worker II in the Investigations Unit at the CSEA.  The rate of pay will be $10.59 per hour effective January 6, 2006 with all benefits associated with full-time employment.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #6-06.  Authorize the re-employment of one part-time employee at the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency.
Lisa Merkle, CSEA Director, has requested that the Board approve the re-employment of one part-time temporary employee in the Investigations Unit at the CSEA.  The rate of pay will be $11.94 per hour effective January 6, 2006.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #7-06.  Authorize the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency to enter into an IV-D Contract for Service of Process of Summons.

Lisa Merkle, CSEA Director, has requested that the Board authorize the CSEA to enter into a contract for investigative services and service of process of summons on Title IV-D cases.  The contract will be at a rate of $21.00 per hour, not to exceed $15,000.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #8-06.  Authorize the appointment of Mrs. Laura Yazel Buroker and Rev. Dr. Dennis M. Ward to the Allen County Children Services Board.

Dick Meredith, Board Chairman, Allen County Children Services Board, has requested the Board of Allen County Commissioners appoint Mrs. Laura Yazel Buroker and Rev. Dr. Dennis M. Ward to a four year term on the Allen County Children Services Board commencing January 2006 through December 2009.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #9-06.  Authorize a preliminary appropriation for the General Fund Building & Grounds Postage Account.

Dana Sterling, Building & Grounds Superintendent, has requested an immediate need for temporary and preliminary appropriations to the General Fund – Building & Grounds Postage Account in the amount of $50,000.00.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.  Lynn Shock, Director, Allen County Department of Job and Family Services, presented the       following:

1. Request to amend the contract with Black & White Cab Company.  This contract will be effective January 11, 2006, the contract will increase by $60,000.00 changing the accumulated total dollar amount from $80,000.00 to $140,000.00.
2. Request to amend the contract with Goodwill Industries of Lima, Inc.  This contract will be effective January 11, 2006, the contract will increase by $40,000.00 changing the accumulated total dollar amount from $30,000.00 to $70,000.00.

B.  Brion Rhodes, Allen County Engineering Department, presented the following:

Request to approve one “Contract for Sale and Purchase Real Property” between Allen County and property owners adjacent to the Eastown Rd. Phase 3 Project.  The “Contract for Sale” is necessary to obtain the additional right-of-way to construct the roadway.  The funding agreement for these parcels was approved in the ODOT Real Estate Agreement.  The funding has already been appropriated and transferred to ODOT in an amount not to exceed $205,000.00.

Request to authorize a 5 year, $500,000.00 levy for the May 2006 election.  The current levy will expire this year.  The CSB has reviewed the cost of care for foster children in custody and all other expenses that may incur through out the next five years.
