MINUTES OF JANUARY 9, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 9th day of January, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.
Tim Piper led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the January 4, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the January 8, 2007 Re-Organizational Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.
Action Items:
Resolution #10-07.   Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #11-07.   Authorize the renewal of an agreement with Lucas County for Autopsy Services.
The Allen County Coroner has requested the renewal of an agreement with the Lucas County Coroner for the performance of certain necessary autopsies.  The Lucas County Coroner has advised that he is willing to renew the agreement.  The costs incurred during the performance of the said work shall be increased from $950.00 to $1,000.00 for each complete autopsy performed.  This agreement is effective January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2007.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.
Christopher Hardesty, Allen County Engineer’s Office, presented the following:
1. Request to advertise to receive bids for the purchase and installation of equipment on departmental trucks.  P.J. would like to have the bid opening held on January 29, 2007.  The equipment needed is dump bodies, hoist units for dump bodies, central hydraulic systems, snowplows and salt spreaders for three new trucks that are being purchased through the Ohio Co-Operative State Purchasing Program.  The Allen County Engineer plans to modernize their fleet and keep it in good repair.  Last year the County Engineer’s Office saved around $5000 per truck by going out for bid for this equipment.
2. Request to declare a 1991 Chevrolet Caprice obsolete.  The County Engineer’s Unit #2, a 1991 Chevrolet Caprice Station Wagon was in Delphos at a ditch hearing when a person struck it with their vehicle causing about $3,500.00 worth of damage.  The Chevy Wagon has 139,342 miles and is valued at less than that amount and the insurance company is willing offer $2,293.00 for the damages and declares the vehicle a total loss.
B.   Julie Norberg, Allen County Juvenile Court, presented the following:

       1.
Request to accept a Juvenile Accountability Block Grant.  The Allen County Juvenile Court has applied for and been found eligible to receive a total of $12,417.00 for a Juvenile Accountability Block Grant which will be used to contract with local mental health agencies for quarterly assessments and linkages for all juveniles involved in their programs.  The Federal Award amount is $11,175; a cash match amount of $1,242 will be used from 510 Subsidy monies for a total grant amount of $12,417.00.
