MINUTES OF January 11, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 11th day of January, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, and County Administrator Becky Saine. 

Dana Sterling, Building and Grounds, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the January 4, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The minutes were approved as submitted.

Resolution  #5-05. Authorize a salary increase for general fund employees for 2005.

This is the approval of a 2.4% increase to the general fund departmental budgetary salary line item effective January 1, 2005.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #6-05. Approval of temporary appropriations for the January 12, 2005 county payroll, Indigent Defense, the Department of Job and Family Services Homemakers, Day Care Providers and Emergency Assistance Fund, Children Services Foster Care and the Real Estate Assessment Equipment Fund.

This is authorization to appropriate monies where needed so that expenses can be paid until the annual budget is approved.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution  #7-05. Authorization for sale of a 1997 Dodge Ram 10 Passenger Van from the Veteran’s Office.
A sealed bid was received in the amount of $255.00 for the purchase of the van from Ben Wolfe, Covington, Ohio.  
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #8-05. Authorize the Clerk of Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the construction of the Bible Road and Sugar Street Intersection Improvement.

Ron Meyer, Assistant Bridge Engineer, presented this request at the January 4, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #9-05. Authorize Clerk of Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for the rehabilitation of the Eastown Road Phase One Project.

Tim Piper, Chief Deputy Engineer, presented this request at the January 4, 2005 Agenda Meeting.    
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #10-05.  Authorize the re-appointment of Gina L. Goodin, Edward J. Healey and Kathryn L. Williams and the appointment of Jon E. Rockhold to the Allen County Board of MR/DD.
This is upon the recommendation of Esther Baldridge, Superintendent, for the re-appointment and appointment of the above mentioned individuals for a term commencing January 1, 2005 and expiring December 31, 2008.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #11-05.  Authorize the re-appointment of Dr. John Liggett and Sylvan Essick to the Allen County Children Services Board.
Correspondence has been received by the Board recommending the re-appointment of the above mentioned individuals for a term commencing January 1, 2005 and expiring December 31, 2008.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the vote resulted as follows:  Commissioner Reiff and Commissioners Bassitt, Yes and Commissioner Sneary, No.
Resolution #12-05.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #13-05.  Authorize Change Order #1 with Munis, Inc. for the purchase of accounting software and licenses.

This is a decrease in the contract of ($2,670.00) for a new contract sum of $241,760.00.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:

A. Danny Dawson, Department of Job and Family Services, presented the following:  

1) Request to adopt Resolution #14-05, amend a contract with Kosha’s Kinder Kare.  This amendment is to increase the total value of the contract by $25,000.00.  The new contract value is an amount not to exceed $175,000.00 effective January 12, 2005.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

B.  Mary Early, Family and Children First Council, presented the following:

      1)  Request to advertise to receive Request for Proposals for use of the Children’s Trust Funds for Child Abuse and Neglect Prevention.    A percentage of fees charged for birth and death certificates are allocated to local governments – Children’s Trust Funds.  These monies will be used for primary and secondary child abuse and neglect prevention services.
2) Request for the Board of Allen County Commissioners to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with the Mental Health & Recovery Services Board of Allen, Auglaize and Hardin Counties.  This is for FAST 05 funds in the amount of $48,075.00.  Theses funds will be used to provide community based services to children and youth with serious emotional disturbance.

C.  Russ Decker, Homeland Security/EMA, presented the following:

      1)  Request to adopt Resolution #15-05, accept a grant from the federal Hazard Mitigation Grant Program.  Allen County received a grant in the amount of $35,880.00 from FEMA.  The county is required to provide a cash match for a little over $11,000.00.  These monies will be used for the creation of an All Natural Hazards Mitigation Plan for Allen County.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

D.  Dana Sterling, Building and Grounds, presented the following:

      1)   Request to adopt Resolution #16-05, authorize the Clerk of Board to post notice and advertise to receive bids for full service elevator maintenance on county elevators.   The current contract expires the first of February, 2005.  The cost for maintenance services is approximately $35,000 to $40,000 per year.  This maintenance contract will be a three (3) year contract, renewable each year.  

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

     2)   Request to adopt Resolution #17-05, enter into a Service Agreement with Sprint Telephone Company.  This agreement is to connect the T-1 lines for networking from the Allen County Justice Center to the Courthouse, Child Support Enforcement Agency and Juvenile Court.  Bids were received by COI and Sprint.  COI was the lower bid but not the best bid received.   Ballou Associates is recommending an agreement be entered into with Sprint for a period of three (3) years at a cost of $3,152.00 per month.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

E.  Pam Miehls, Children Services, presented the following:
      1)   Request to renew a lease agreement with Ohio Bar, LLC.  This is a renewal of an annual lease for office space located at 315 N. Elizabeth Street, Lima, Ohio in the amount of $7,700.00.
