MINUTES OF JANUARY 17, 2006 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Sneary opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 17th day of January, 2006 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, County Administrator Becky Saine and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus.
Russ Decker led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the January 12, 2006 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted.

Action Items:
Resolution #25-06.  Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #26-06.  Accept Final Plat for Norman J. Foust Subdivision No. 7.

Steve Romey, Romey and Vandemark Law Offices, presented this request at the January 12, 2006 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #27-06.  Authorize a general plan to the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency to eliminate Water Quality Violations.

Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the January 12, 2006 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #28-06.  Authorize a Tax Levy in excess of the ten mill limitation for the purpose of the Children Services Program.

Becky Saine has been appointed as Director of Economic Development for Allen County and is authorized to enter into an agreement with the Allen Economic Development Group at an annual cost of $243,504.00, payable monthly in the amount of $20,292.00.  Said contract shall be effective January 1, 2006 through December 31, 2006.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #29-06.  Authorize acceptance of a Subgrant Award Agreement for the West Central Ohio Crime Task Force.

The Allen County Sheriff’s Office has applied for a West Central Ohio Crime Task Force grant from the Ohio Department of Public Safety.   Said grant has been approved in the amount of $62,402.67 for a period commencing January 1, 2006 through December 31, 2006.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #30-06.  Authorize commitment of additional funds for repairs to a property located on North West Street, American Township, from the Community Housing Program Income and Administration Fees.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #31-06.  Authorize commitment of additional funds for repairs to a property located on N. McDonel, American Township, under the Ohio Housing Trust Fund/Community Housing Improvement Program.

Bruce Wells, Community Development Coordinator, presented this request at the January 12, 2006 Agenda Meeting.  

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #32-06.  Approve temporary appropriations for the Buildings & Grounds utilities accounts.  

This is the appropriation of various amounts to the utility accounts for various county buildings.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #33-06.  Authorize the appointment of Larry Hoffman to the Allen County Regional Transit Authority Board of Trustees.

Lynn Cary, RTA Executive Director, expressed her appreciation for the support in funding the County provides to the agency.   Cary stated that the federal government provides matching money to the agency from the total funding that is the agency receives from the local and state level.  Cary also stated that she is excited by having Mr. Hoffman on board and that he brings a financial background with him.  
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Losh stated that Cott System complied with almost everything in the RFP specifications.  She feels that DTS also complied with the RFP’s and seems to be the most flexible as it relates to her department.  DTS is currently used in six counties within Ohio.  Cott System and DTS are very comparable, yet DTS is more advanced with their system.  Losh stated that she was quoted through the State Cooperative Purchasing a price of $249,000, yet the bids came in approximately a little over $90,000 less.  The Commissioners commended Losh for her time and efforts in putting together the specifications.   Her efforts paid off in the end.
