MINUTES OF January 20, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Reiff opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 20th day of January, 2005 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, and Clerk of the Board Kelli Singhaus. 

Lynn Shock, Director of the Department of Job and Family Services, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Sneary moved for the approval of the January 18, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The minutes were approved as submitted.

Resolution  #25-05. Approval of the annual appropriations for calendar year 2005.

Ben Diepenbrock, County Auditor, stated that there is a sufficient carry-over balance and sufficient anticipated revenue to meet the appropriations for the year.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #26-05.  Approve the re-employment of Nancy Butler as a Part-Time Temporary Typist in the Legal Department of the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency.

Lisa Merkle, Director of the Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented this request at the January 18, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #27-05.  Authorize a warrant of advance from Fund 001 to Fund 810 for the Allen County Health Department.

This is an advancement of monies in the amount of $200,000 to fund the Health Department short-term until tax monies are collected and allocated.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Discussion Items:
A.  Lynn Shock, Director of the Department of Job and Family Services, presented the following:
1. Request to adopt Resolution #28-05, authorize the Clerk of Board to post notice and advertise for Request for Proposals for the administration of the Workforce Investment Funds to provide services for the three-county One-Stop System.  The three counties are Allen, Paulding and Putnam.  Shock stated that the monies need to be spent by June 30, 2005 and are hoping for an extension to allow proper allocation of the monies as well as expending the funds for said services.  These services will be funded through the Reed Act allocation. Those areas targeted are employers, job seekers, media, brochures, etc.  The allocation is approximately $350,000.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
