MINUTES OF JANUARY 23, 2007 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt opened the meeting at 9:15 a.m. on the 23rd day of January, 2007 with the following members present: Commissioner Greg Sneary, Commissioner W. Dan Reiff, Commissioner Sam Bassitt, and Clerk of the Board, Kelli Singhaus.

Commissioner Reiff moved for the approval of the January 18, 2007 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion.  The minutes were approved as submitted. 
Action Items:
Resolution #30-07.   Enter into an agreement with Local #1770, AFSCME and Ohio Council 8 of the American Federation of State, County and Municipal Employees.
This item was discussed at the January 18, 2007 Agenda Meeting.  The American Federation of State, County and Municipal Employees (AFSCME), Local #1770 is the sole and exclusive representative for the purpose of collective bargaining for the Allen County Sanitary Engineer’s Department.  The said contract will be effective January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2009.  This contract governs a select group of the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department staff.  The bargaining team has met on several occasions using Modified Interest Based Bargaining techniques to develop solutions for non-economic and economic issues associated with the present contract.  This allows all team members to develop a complete understanding of the issues so that fair and equitable solutions can be drafted for all issues.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #31-07.   Authorize the reclassification of Richard Beasley as a Wastewater Collection Operator I within the Sanitary Engineering Department.
Bradley T. Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, has requested that the Board approve the reclassification of Richard Beasley as a Wastewater Collection Operator I in the Sanitary Engineering Department effective January 25, 2007.
Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Resolution #32-07.   Authorize the reclassification of Brad Webb as a Wastewater Collection Operator II within the Sanitary Engineering Department.
Bradley T. Niemeyer, Assistant Sanitary Engineer, has requested that the Board approve the reclassification of Brad Webb as a Wastewater Collection Operator II in the Sanitary Engineering Department effective January 25, 2007.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #33-07.   Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.
Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
Discussion Items:
A.   Dan Ellerbrock, Allen Soil & Water Conservation District, presented the following:
      1. Request to consider the George “Mike” Ramser Group Project #1245.  This is the Soil & Water Conservations first Senate Bill 160 Project.  It is a rather small project that only involves 10-12 landowners in Marion Township.  The water problem involves the roadway in which they will replace the old existing 8 inch tile that runs along Grubb Road and crosses over to Honey Run with new 12 and 15 inch outlets.  Dan stated that the Allen County Engineer’s Office agreed to perform all of the work and supply all materials and have been very helpful and cooperative in resolving this problem. This is actually working out to the County Engineer’s benefit.  Not all property owners are in agreement about this project, but Dan states that the problem is obvious, the tile is not working and needs replaced.  Property owners are only being assessed for the tile through the field.  The Soil & Water District has met all requirements in order to proceed with the project and is presenting this to the BOC for approval to move forward.
