MINUTES OF January 27, 2005 AGENDA MEETING

Commissioner Bassitt moved for the approval of the January 25, 2005 Agenda Meeting minutes.  Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The minutes were approved as submitted.

Resolution  #32-05. Authorize the promotion of Brad Niemeyer from Project Engineer II to Assistant Sanitary Engineer within the Allen County Sanitary Engineering Department.

Steve Kayatin, Sanitary Engineer, presented this request at the January 25, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #33-05.  Authorize the Allen County Child Support Enforcement Agency to renew a IV-D contract for Service of Process.

Lisa Merkle, Director of the Child Support Enforcement Agency, presented this request at the January 18, 2005 Agenda Meeting.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #34-05.  Authorize an intradepartmental transfer.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #35-05.  Appoint Daniel Scott as the Apiary Inspector for the 2005 season.
Mr. Scott will receive $4.00 per hive and mileage reimbursement of $ .35 per mile for a total appropriation not to exceed $3,000.00.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Sneary seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #36-05.  Authorize the transfer of the 2005 Mandate Share of Public Assistance to the Allen County Department of Job and Family Services.  
The amount of the 2005 Mandate Share that was certified by the Ohio Department of Job and Family Services is $581,859.00.

Commissioner Bassitt moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #37-05.  Appoint Russ Decker as Assistant Clerk of the Board of the Allen County Commissioners during emergency situations.

Russ Decker will serve as acting Clerk of the Board should an emergency situation exist.

Commissioner Sneary moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Reiff seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.

Resolution #38-05.  Authorize the termination of the current agreement with the Allen Economic Development Group and enter into a new agreement with same.

This is increasing the monthly contribution to AEDG by $3,000 for a total monthly contribution of $20,292.00 or $243,504.00 annually.  The term of the agreement will be changed to a calendar year instead of a fiscal year.
Commissioner Reiff moved to adopt the Resolution. Commissioner Bassitt seconded the motion. The roll was called and the Resolution was approved unanimously.
