Action Items:
Resolution #37-07.   Enter into a grant agreement with the Ohio Department of Public Safety for the A-SORRC Subgrant for CY’07.
Jim Wingate, Chief Probation Officer & Project Director, has requested that the Board enter into a grant agreement with the Ohio Department of Public Safety for the A-SORRC Grant in the amount of $80,000.00 with a cash match amount of $26,666.67 for a total grant award amount of $106,666.67, in which Allen County Will serve as fiscal recipient of the same for a period beginning January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2007.

Resolution #38-07.   Authorize training, seminar and travel related expenses for various departments.

The amount being requested in the application is $28,325.00 with a cash match amount of $3,147.00, which will come from subsidy grant monies, for a total grant amount of $31,472.00.
